B Anxiety - Stress and
emotional ‘problems that
cause sweating during the
day can often have the same
effect at night

Before visiting your doc-
tor, try to eliminate the prac-
tical causes of night sweats
from your daily routine and
sleeping environment
“Make sure your bedroom is
at a comfortable temperature
for sleeping, remove extra
blankets from your bed, and
refrain from exercising or
eating spicy foods late in the
evening.” advises Betz. “If
your night sweats persist,
then make an appointment
with your family physician.”

Instead, the
two companies that own the
majority of the tracks make
those decisions.

So Smith’s - Speedway
Motorsports Inc. takes a date
from New Hampshire and
asks NASCAR to give it to
Kentucky. It.also asks that
one of its‘Atlanta dates go for
a second race at Las Vegas.

International Speedway
Corp. likewise was expected
to ask NASCAR to move on
of its California dates so
Kansas Speedway could
have a second race.

Floyd County student is part of new
first-generatlon scholarshlp program at UK

i LEXINGTON When
Bridget Slone steps onto the
Umvcrsuy of Kentucky
Campus this month, she will
-become the ‘first person in
her family to go to college.
“Not attending college
has just never seemed to be
Bn option for me," said
Slone, an Allen Central High
School graduate who plans
to study biology. "I've
always wanted to go to UK
md to fmally be there, on
campus, is going to be so
exciting."
- . Slone will join 19 other
first-generation college stu-
dents as a Suder Scholar in
UK's new First Scholars
program. The program,
launched with a $1.1 million
grant from the Texas-based
Suder Foundation, aims to
raise graduation rates among
students whose parents have
no education beyond high
s¢hool. It provides each stu-
dent with a partial scholar-
ship, peer mentoring, addi-
tional academic support and
rampus involvement activi-
ties to help them stay in
s¢hool and graduate.
According to First Scholars
Program Director Matthew
Deffendall, this extra sup-
port is exactly what first-
generation students need
"One of the things in my
research that has stuck with
me is that if you remove all
other factors —*socioecconom-
ic, gender, cthnicity -
the fact that a student is a
first-generation puts that
student at risk,” Deffendall
said. "The research shows
that first-generation students
lack the ‘college student role’
“~the knowledge of how to
make it in the system. They
are missing that skill set and
upport mechanism."

* First-generation college
students, who represent one
in five incoming UK fresh-
men, lag behind the general
college population in gradu-
ation and retention rates. Of

just

the class that entered
2006, the first year such data
was collected at UK, 59 per-
cent of first-generation col-
lege students were still at
UK in their third year, com-
pared to more than 68 per-
cent of the general student
population. In a us.
Department of Education

study, only 24 percent of

first-generation college stu-
dents ultimately earned a
bachelor's degree, compared
to 68 percent of students
whose parents were college
graduates.

"If a student runs into
adversity; who do they tum
to? Friends and family."
DPeffendall said. "But a first-
generation student's parents
don't have that knowledge
They may not understand
why the student has to spend
so much time at the library,
why they can't come home
every weekend, why they
can't come babysit their
brother. If the student has a
problem at school, rather
than say, 'Go talk to your
professor. the parent might
say, 'Well, maybe you
should just come on home.'"

The First Scholar pro-
gram will pair each Suder
Schalar with a peer mentor,
an upperclassman who is
also a _ first-generation stu-

1t. Junior business major
Samantha Farmer will

recalls her own first days,at
UK when considering
advice she'll give to new stu-
dents.

"Probably one of my
biggest challenges was
meeting people, stepping out
of my home space and going
to such a big school,” said
Farmer. "I would tcll them to
introduce themselves to
whoever they're sitting next
to in class. The classes are
mostly freshmen, so every-
one is in the same boat
They're probably looking for
a friend, too."

as one
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Farmer said she'll also |

advise the Suder Scholars to
take good notes and ask their
professors questions. "Go. to
your professor’s office hours
= that's what they're for,” she
said. "A lot of.people don't
take advantage of that."

This extra support is what
Eric Suder envisioned when
his foundation singled out
first-generation students- for
the grant.

"First generation defines
the kind of person I want to
reach,” he said. "If you have
a parent who may not have
finished high school, you've
had very little grooming,
very -little preparation. Just
to have these students apply
and be accepted is a huge
step."
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Su'der. wants lhe First
Scholars _program to help
first-generation students
continue on that initial suc-
cess. He would -like to see
the program become a
national model. To get start-
ed, the Suder Foundation
took applications from .56
college and universities. UK
was one of only two schools
to receive the initial grant
this year. Existing programs
like Robinson Scholars,
Appalachian and Minérity
Science, Technology,
Engineering and
Mathematics Majors
(AMSTEMM), Student
Support Services, and the
Center for Academic

mic, and she wants to do a

bunch of rests. I thought
wo were anemic jfrom their
periods. Why can't I just take iron
without more tests?

Contrary to popular belief,

most women do NOT

become anemic from their
periods. There are different types
of anemia, all with different causes
and treatments.

Anemia occurs when your
blood doesn’t have enough hemo-
globin, a substance your body
makes from the iron in your diet.
Hemoglobin helps red blood cells
carry oxygen from your lungs to

all parts of your body.

The symptoms of anemia vary

d:pcud.u:lg on the type and severity.

fatigue,
low body temperature, pale skin,
rapid heartbeat, shortness of
breath, ‘chest pain, dizziness,
numbness or coldness in your
bhands and feet and headaches. Not
everyone with anemia will have
noticeable symptoms, however, if
mild anemia goes untreated, symp-
toms may grow in number and
severity.

The most common type of ane-
mia in adults is iron deficiency
anemia. While it can sometimes be
caused by very heavy menstrual

bleeding, it can occur in response
to any type of blood loss. This type
of anemia is also seen in people
who do not eat enough foods that
are high in iron, like dark green
vegetables, red meat, dried fruits
(apricots, prunes and raisins),
lentils and beans.

to keep your hemoglobin levels in
the normal range. Low B-12 levels
are also sometimes seen in those
who follow a strict vegetarian diet.

As you can see, treating anemia
is not a “‘one size fits all” proposi- .~
tion. Knowing the type and cause
of your anemia is crucial for prop-
er care. Once your test results are
back, your physician can counsel
you about treatment options as
well as dietary intervention, if -
needed.

RAY: If you top off the brake
fluid and the brake warning light
goes out, then you know the light
is on because of a brake fluid

issue. Then the question is, Why is
your brake fluid low? )

'‘OM: It could be low because
you have a leak. If the light comes
back on in a few days or a few
wWeeks, the fluid’s probably" leak:-:
ing out somewhere.

RAY: But brake fluid also can
be low because your brake pads
are all worn out. As the pads wear
down, brake fluid moves down the
brake lines to fill the empty space.
That lowers the level in the reser-
voir, and kicks on the brake wam-
ing light.

TOM: Now, if the issue is not
your brake fluid level (if you dis-
cover that the brake fluid already
is topped off, or if topping it off
doesn’t cause the light to go out),
then the light is on because it
thinks your parking brake is
applied. The brake warning light
also serves as a parking brake indi
cator. ) .

RAY: Given-that the previous
owner had it checked out, I'm
going to assume that the two of
you have not been driving around
for thousands of miles with the
parking brake actually applied
More likely, the parking brake
