former clinical psychologist
at Otter Creek Correctional
Complex in Wheelwright
says he is in the process of
writing a book based on the
two years he worked at the
embattled facility.

Mark Hovee, of
Paintsville, worked as a
psychologist at Otter Creck
from 2005 to 2007 before
leaving and now says the
conditions at the privately
owned facility caused prob-
lems.

Winke believes traveling
undetected when entering and
exiting a hunting area is the
real secret to whitetail suc-
cess. He’s deer hunted an
average of' 60 days a season
for the past 20 years and man-
ages 1200 acres in south-

He also goes to extreme
measures 1o stay hidden from
the keen eyes, ears and noses
of deer. “If a big buck knows
he’s being hunted. you can
forget it,” Winke said.
“Chances are you'll never see
him again during the season
from that stand.”

Vital clues to

stopping a killer’

Lately I've been watching--on
DVD--a highly enjoyable British tele-
vision series called "Lytton's Diary,"”
from 1985-86 (it's only recently
become available in this format in the
United States). The stories are terrific,
but one of the most fascinating aspects
of the show is the visual evidence of
how much life has changed in the past
25 years.

In this show, set in a London news-

- room, the reporters actually write their
stories on typewriters (practically
museum pieces today). And 10 make
multiple copies of what they write,
they use carbon paper (you might have

Watching that show has made me
recall so many once-commonplace
terms that might be almost incompre-
hensible to today's youngsters, like
“lay-away"” and “party line" and -
perhaps even "juvenile diabetes.

* More commonly known these days
as type 1 diabetes, in the past this di
ease bore the label "juvenile” because
it was typically diagnosed in children
and young adults. Type 2 diabetes was
generally considered a discase
adulthood.

But the sad truth is that these days,
type 2 diabetes also is often seen in
___youngsters. In fact, type.2 diabetes is
T Tnow so prevalent in America that if
you don't have it yourself, chances are
that you know someéone who does.

A key player in diabetes is a natu-
rally produced hornione called
insulin. This hormone "opens a door”
within cells and escorts glucose from
our blood into those cells; thus provid-
ing fuel to them. But without a suffi-
cient insulin level, or the ability 10 use
available insulin, that glucose builds
up in our blood instead of going into
cells where it can be metabolized and
used for fuel. Over time, that glucose
overload can damage our eyes, kid-
neys, heart and nerve
