The sus-
pected use of alcohol was a
factor in the Jefterson
County crash

One crash involved a
motorcycle in Perry County
and the victim was not
wearing a helmet.

Through Sept. 6, prelimi-
nary statisti dicate that
501_people have lost their
lives on Kentucky roadways
during 2010. This is 47
fewer than reported for the
same time period in 2008.

Sixty-two of those crash-
es involved a commercial
motor vehicle. There were
395 motor vehicle fatalities
and 205 of those Vi ms
were not wearing seat belts
Forty-one pedestrians have
been killed. Fifty-three fatal-
ities involved a motorcycle,
one involved a scooter, two
involved a bicycle, and nine
involved an ATV. A total of
106 fatalities have resulted
from crashes involving the
suspected use of alcohol.

MARTIN — The Floyd County Board of
Education passed resolutions setting tax rates
for the 2010-11 fiscal year Wednesday.

The tax rates were set during the board’s
meeting at May Valley Elementary in Martin
Wednesday evening and saw one set remain
the same while another was raised, due,
according to school board administrators, to a
decrease in taxable property countywide from
the last fiscal year.

The board made the decision to raise real
property tax from 48.9 cents to 55.5 cents per
$100 and kicked up the 52.8 cents per $100 on
personal property from last year to 55.5 cents
as well.

The son of a close friend
killed himself - ‘a_few
months ago, and it’s so
hare understand. Is there any-
thing that car be dong to help pre-
vent ‘suicides among our high-
school aged kids: It is so tragic. Ar

that age they are so young and’

‘have so much to look forward fo.
This is an excellent ques-
tion. In fact, one of my
colleagues lost a son to

suicide several years ago, and the

young man’s mother has worked
tirelessly ever since to increase
suicide awareness and prevention.

Her efforts have been focused
through an excellent program run
by the Yellow Ribbon
International . Suicide . Prevention
Program.

Before I give you more details
about this program, here are some
basic facts. Suicide is the third
leading cause of death for young
people ages ten to twenty-four,
and the second leading cause of
death for college students. It is the
sixth leading cause of death in
children from 6 to 9 years old. A
major cause of suicide is a treat-
able psychiatric illness. In fact,

Yellow ribbon program
helps prevent teen su1c1des

ninety percent of teens who com-’
mit suicide have been diagnosed
with a psychiatric problem. One
of the most common of these is
depression.

Yellow Ribbon says there are
“‘warning signs” that can help you
spot déepression in teenagers. They
are: feelings of sadness or hope-

_ lessness, feeling angry or moody,

crying easily, chronic worrying,
difficulty concentrating, declining
school performance; loss of pleas-
ure or interest in activities that
used to be fun, sleeping too much
or too little, and changes in weight
or appetite.

Yellow Ribbon sponsored
by the Auxiliary to the American
Osteopathic Association
emphasizes the fact that suicide is
most often not a wish to die, but a

desire to end the pain of living. If
teens ask for help and ‘have -an
opportunity to talk about their
feelings, it can lessen this pain.
Yellow Ribbon has developed an
effective method to encourage
teens to take that first step and ask
for help.

Yellow Ribbon disu—ibutes
cards to teenagers that they can
use as a “lifeline™ to seek adult
help-when they don’t have words
to express their feelings. One of
these cards says at the top in big
letters ‘““THIS CARD IS A CRY
FOR HELP.” It tells the person
who receives the card to stay with
the teen, because “you are their
lifeline.”” It asks the recipient to
listen, to take the issue seriously
and to get help immediately. At
the bottom of the card is a help-

line phone number.

-Even if you’re not given one of
these lifeline cards, there are still
ways you can help the teenagers
you know. First, remember " the
warning signs of depression I
mentioned earlier. Second, take
his or her words and actions seri-
ously. Don’'t ignore any talk of
suicide, hopelessness or despair.
Ask about the teen’s home life:
Situational ‘stress such as. the
death of a parent or abuse can lead
to thoughts of suicide. Seek pro-
fessional help. Remember that
depression is treatable both with
drugs and counseling.

To educate yourself about teen
suicide, log onto www.yellowrib-
bon.org, visit your local library, or
look in the phone book for sup-
part groups.
