Here’s a holiday gift suggestion

that may make you laugh out loud:

Think zinc!

I know, it&#3 probably the least

exciting gift you could give anyone.
But for the person with a few more

miles on their personal odometer, zinc

can b a life-saver.

Consider this: In a study funded by
the Agricultural Research Service

CARS) and the National Institute on

Aging, researchers found that among
mursing home residents, those with

normal blood concentrations of zinc

were about SO percent less likely to

develop pneumonia than those with

low zinc concentrations.

The researchers have’ been study-
ing immune response and respiratory

infections in about 600 elderly resi-

dents in 33 nursing homes in the

Boston, Mass., area. They’ve found

that a high proportion of the residents

had low blood concentrations of zinc

at the start of the study, and still at one

year after the first observation. All the

participants had been supplemented
with half of the recommended dietary

allowance of essential vitamins and

minerals, including zinc, during the

But those who had normal zinc sta-

tus were not only less likely to devel-

©p pneumonia, they also had fewer

new prescriptions for. antibiotics, a

shorter duration of pneumonia, and

fewer days of antibiotic use, com-

pared with the residents who had low

zinc levels. And in case you’re still

not sold on zinc’s astonishing quali-
ties —— death rates were lower in those

who had adequa blood zinc levels.
hile you’re buying zinc for

Grandma, you might want to consider.

stocking up for yourself, ‘too, regard-
less of your age, especially if you find

yourself panting throug your work-

outs.

‘That’s because ARS studies have

shown that consuming lower than rec-

ommended levels of dietary zinc can
be especially hard on the body during

exercise. Tiny amounts of the mineral

are contained in hundreds’ of zinc-

dependent enzymes that play a role in
