Our
mother, who died several years
ago, had arthritis, but no one ever
said it was rheumatoid arthritis.
Can you tell me more about what
we are dealing with?

Rheumatoid Arthritis
(RA), is one of the dis-
eases referred a

to as
“autoimmune’” diseases. In this
type of disease, the body’s
immune system attacks -its own
tissue by mistake. In the case of
rheumatoid arthritis, the immune

. system attacks the lining, or syn-
ovium, of joints, usnally on both
sides of the body. Another symp-
tom of RA is inflammation that
can affect the whole body, causing
pain, fatigue and fever. Most
often, RA attacks the joints in the
hands and feect, rather than large
joints like the hips and knees. The
destruction of the joint lining, in
turn, damages cartilage and bones
by creating friction. This usually
causes pain and swelling in the
affected joints and can lead to
deformity in them.

RA is more common in women
than in men, and it usually strikes

Rheumatoid arthritis likely caused by virus
in genetically predlsposed 1nd1v1duals

bétween the ages of 40 and 60,
There is a type of RA that starts in
childhood called juvenile rheuma-
toid arthritis, but today I'H focus
on adult-onset RA.

The symptoms of RA — espe-

cially; the painful joint swelling
— come and go, and may vary
from episode to cpisode.
Consequently, people with RA
may wait to seek medical care as
the symptoms seems to go away
without treatment.

Blood tests can determine
whether or not you have RA, and
X-rays can show bone destruction
that could be a sign of the discase.
The Rheumatoid Factor (RF)
blood test, if positive, shows that
you have RA, but it may be nega-
tive early in the disecase. Other
conditions can also lead to a
‘“false positive” RF. Additional
tests® for inflammation can help
guide a physician to include or

RA asadi

‘While there is no cure for RA,
there are many medications avail-
able to treat it and slow the pro-
gression of the disease to prevent
further bone darhage. Doctors
tend to start treatment with non-
steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs,
or NSAIDs, like ibuprofen  or
naproxen and then move on to
steroids to decrease the body’s
inf v Di
modifying antu—heumauc drugs
(DMARDs) are also used in the
treatment of RA. These are a bit
stronger and have a few more side
cffects than the NSATDs.

In the past few years a new
class of medications, the tumor-
necrosis factor-alpha (TNF-alpha)
drugs, have been very effective in
treating RA and preventing bone
loss. However, these are potent
medications with significant side
effects.

As you can see that treatment
is ‘something that varies from °
patient to patient and must be
individualized. o
In the meantime, I wouldn’t
worry abott developing rheuma-
toid arthritis just because your sis-
ter has it. While there is a familial .:
component to RA, the environ-
ment seems to play a significant -
role in who actually develops the
- disease: In susceptible people, RA
seems to be triggered by an infec-
tion.
