Preventing
the train
wreck

What would you give to be able to
see into your child or grandchild's
future, get an carly heads-up on their
likelihood of developing a deadly dis-
ease, .and prevent that disecase from
striking thém? I imagine your answer
would be what they say on those cred-
it card commercials: **Priceless.”

When I was a youngster, it used to
amuse me somewhat when older folks
would say about the birth of a baby,
“AL L it’s healthy.” Now, with
quite a few more miles under my belt,
I understand how significant that com-
ment is: the health problems of
beloved child  or grandchild—or
nephew or niece—can make all other
problems pale in comparison.

One of the most alarming health
issues facing us today is the steady
increase in numbers of cases of chil-
dren with type 2 diabetes. In the past.
it was called “adult-onset diabetes,”
but that label seems out of sync with
today’s surge of this deadly disease
armong youngsters

According to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention, type
2 diabetes among children and adoles-
cents appears to be a sizeable and
—growing problem. The CIDC notes that
children who develop type 2 diabetes
are generally between 10 and 19 years
old, are obese, have a strong family
history for type 2 diabetes, and have
what’s called “insulin resistance.”

That's when the body develops a
resistance to insulin, a hormone natu-
rally produced by the pancreas, and
can no longer use the insulin properly
As the CcDC website
(http://www.cdc.gov/diabetes/proj-
-ects/cda2.him) explains, the pancreas
gradually loses its ability to produce
sufficient amounts of insulin to regu-
late blood sugar. Having too much
sugar in the blood can damage the
vessels that supply blood to wvital
organs, and can boost the risk of heart
disease, stroke, kidney disease and
vision problems.

Is "this a train wreck that's
inevitable? No{ necessarily. While
there are factors that increase the risk
of-developing diabetes, such as ethnic
background or high blood pressure,
for youngsters, preventative measures
can be as simple as mmaintaining a
healthy weight and getting some exer-
cise.

The CDC says-type 2 diabetes can

be'difficult-to detect in youngsters and
can go undiagnosed for a long time
because children might have no symp-
toms, or only very mild ones, and
blood tests are needed for diagnosis.

Some Kentucky State
Police ~ posts. routinely
refuse to provide informa-
tion that should be public,
or ignore requests for infor-
mation from local reporters,
according to a survey of
newspapers and broadcast
stations. i -

Kentucky Citizens for
Open Government surveyed
news " outlets in the state

~after the attorney general’s
office said sfate police had
“repeatedly violated” the
Kentucky Open Records
Act in a homicide case. (See
10-ORD-123 at
http://www.ag.Ky.gov/civil/
orom/list.htm.)

Most of those surveyed
said the KSP was generally
good about re ing infor-
mation, but slow, and nine
of the 25 news executives
who responded to the sur
vey complained of difficul-
ty in getting information
from one or more of the
KSP’s 16 regional posts.

“It’s consistently a pain
to make it happen,” one
news exccutive replied, and
another described the local

information officer

David Jude, he

P’s Media Re
Branch. said in an e-mailed
statement, ““Admittedly,
do continue to have re
tionship issucs betwe
personnel and 1
He said the sncy “fully
respects” its relationship
with journalists, and “We
believe in the mission of the
media. . . . We train our
cadets, first-line supervisors
and telecommunications
supervisors in what can be
relcased to the media, how
to work and understand the
media and why this rela-
tionship is so important.”

The journalists said the
state police’s reactions to
requests for information
variéd widely among the

. posts. Each post has a des-
ignated, specially trained
public affairs officer, but
KSP  spokesman John
Hawkins said media outlets
always have another option
to obtain information.
“There’s always somcbody
there for them to 1alk to.”

However, Timothy
Kiger. publisher of the
Grayson County Ncws-
Gazette in Leitchfield, said,
“More often than not, it's
‘the officer is off duty’ and
there’s nobody else to give
information And when
they do give information
it’s only the barest tidbits.
It’s like the proverbial blue
wall.

The widely varying
replics to the survey indi-
cated significant differences
in the responsiveness of
individual posts.

“We- have not had- any
open-records issues with
Post 2,”” near Madisonville,
said Tom Clinton, execu-
tive editor of The
Messenger, the daily news-
paper in Madisonville. “The
degree of cooperation I
have experienced during

Clinton added, *“The
KSP is stretc¢hed pretty thin
‘" thesc days and getting time-
ly information is always
problematic when the offi-

Broihier said
Trooper Chris Lanham, the
post’s public affairs officer,
had lold him there “‘wasn’t
room” for his newspaper’s

ignored.

Lanham acknowlec
that the post had receiv
complaints  about  him.

[Lanham said that he nov
has two “backups™ at the
post who can take inquiries.
“That's what we done to
try to alleviate those con-
cerns from the media. It's
fairly ne but so far, so
good.”” He said other posts
are now doing the
thing

Sharon Burton. publish
cr and editor of the Adair
County Community Voice,
said the KSP's Post 15 in
her town of Columbia
responds poorly to informa-
tion requests.

Burton said in July that
an  officer at the post
refused to give one of her
reporters accident reports,
contending that state law
made such reports available
only ta the people involved
and insurance companies.
She called back and pointed
out a section of the law that
makes the reports available
to news  media. “The post
captain then called me back
and said we cntitled to
the documents but I
need to send
Frankfort letting
what 1 needed,”. Burton
wrote. “When 1 asked if [
could get the rcports the
same day, he put me on
hold then returned to tell me
they have three days to
respond. I sent an official
open records request and
am awaiting the response,
but of course it will be' past
dc1dlme for the current edi-
tion.”

Burton said she filed a
records request with state
police headquarters, then
got a letter ““telling me they
have 10 days to transmit
reports into the
accident-report database
and the ones I requested are

incredulous. She said she
finally got the rcports Aug.
17. The accidents occurred
on July 22 and 25.

The four other papers in
the Columbia post area that
responded to the survey
gave lhc KSP favorable rat-
ings. “We. definitely try 1o
keep the public informed,
post spokesman Bill
Gregory said.. “All media
outlets have my cell phone
number.” He noted that the

news people are often in a

. hurry, but that ‘*‘our dead-

lines aren’t newspaper- or
radio deadlines.’

Jude. blamed the initial
negative response to
Burton’s request on ‘“‘an
administrative . specialist,”
and  added that “if the
request had been referred to
the public affairs officer or
supervisor, I feel that a bet-
ter resolution would have
been reached.”

Jude confirmed  that
while officers may give out
information orally to a-
reporter, when a request for
an actual copy of a police
report is made. there may be
up to a 10-day delay for the
report to be put into the
KSP system. then up to a
three-day wait allowed by
the open-records law.

they’'re inconsistent. It
depends on  what you're
asking for. If there's stuff
out there they don’t want
you to know, they're very
bad.”

He  said  journalists’
requests to the state police

bits and pieces arc given out
but they are not fair, com-
plete and consistent.

‘“Some people are tiying-

hard, but the ones who real-
ly control the information
won’t. give it out if they
don’t want to.”

Jennifer Brislin, spokes-
woman for the Justice and
Public Safety - Cabinet;
which oversees the state
police and its_public-affairs
officers, said, ““We're very
pleased with -the level of
information released. If
there is a case-by-case
(problem), we’ll deal with it
that way.” e

Jude said, I try to
impress up on them that if
time and the situation
allows, provide basic infor-
mation (as) to locations and

what we are doing.” He said
detailed résponsés should
come from public affairs
officers. "““This is an ongo--
ing process that we contin.
ue to work with. It seems in -
my travels that ‘once the
reporter or media outlet get
to the proper person, we get
the information’ out.”
