accomplishing its mission

2009 bill aimed at enforcing
state provisions on payday
lending is already reaping
benefits, lawmakers learned

Tuesday.
House Bill 444 author-

ized a statewide electronic

database to track payday
loans, known formally as

deferred deposit transac-

tions. ‘To receive the loans,

borrowers must write a

post-ated check to. the

lender for the fu&q amount of

the loan, plus any associat

cd fees up to a maximum of

$15 per $100 borrowed.
Borrowers have been

limited to two loans totaling
no more than $500, but until

the creation of the database,
lenders have relied on the

borrower&#39;s word that they
have not exceeded the limit,

and there has been no way
for state banking officials to

track and enforce the limit.

The database came

online on April 30, two

months ahead of schedule,

Department of Financial

Instituuons Commissioner

Charles Vice told members

of the Interim Joint

Committee on Banking and

Insurance. The drop in pay

day loans between in April
and May was dramatic,

a 27 percent drop in loans

issued and 52 percent of all

applications rejected
because they exceeded the

limit.

What a hero

looks like

We Americans do love a

George Washington, Babe

Daniel Boone, Davy Crockett,

Superman, -the whole roster of our

astronauts. And we have pretty clear

idea of what a hero should look like:

often tall, muscular, powerful, bold,

with a determined expression—and
maybe with a colorful costume!

But one of the most enjoyable
aspects of my job here at the

Agricultural Research Service (ARS)

is that I have the opportunity to work

with heroes on a regular basis. No, I

don’t mean I bump into Superman in

the cafeteria, but if’ you&#39; talking
about people who change the world or

save lives, yes, they’re definitely here

One who immediately
mind is J.P. Dubey

often “name nam

but with heroes, you have to make

exceptions). This quiet, unassuming
man has saved lives worldwide, and

saved many families from a lifetime

of suffering.
What&#39;s his secret? J.P. Dubey is

the man who discovered that of all the

creatures that can be infected with a

parasite called Toxoplasma gondii,
cats are the only ones that are known

to excrete the oocysts—that’s the egg
form—of T. gondii. And these eggs

fire practically indestructible; a long,
hard winter in your garden isn&#39;t going

to faze them.

The trouble comes when we

humans accidéntally swallow. those

eggs. If you’re a healthy person and

you&#39 not pregnant, you&#3 probably
get through the infection, called toxo-

plasmosis, without too many. ill

effects.

But if you’re a previously uninfect-

ed pregnant woman and you ingest
some of those oocysts, the chances are

up to SO percent that your baby will be

infected and will be bom blind, men-

tally retarded or with other serious

medical problems. So yes, this is the

man behind the knowledge that preg-

nant women shouldn’t clean cat litter

boxes.

And it’s not just pregnant women

who are at risk. If your immune sys-

tem is impaired in any way, toxoplas-
mosis can.be deadly. This means that

if you&#3 had an organ transplant, for

example, and you have to take med-

ications to suppress your
immune system to the point that it

doesn’t perceive your new organ as an

“invader” and try to destroy. it, T.

gondii could be your worst nightmare.
The same is also true for people with

acquired immune deficiency syn-
drome, known more commonly as

AIDS; as recently as the mid-1990s, it
was estimated that as many as one in

10 AIDS patients in the United States

died of toxoplasmosis.
