“I’m afraid people are starting to forget
about us,” Newman said. “I was there for D-

Day, I was there when they dropped the atom-

ic-bomb on Japan. I was there when we were

torpedoed off the southem coast of England.
‘We lost 749 men that night.”

Expeditionary Force! You are about to embark

upon the Great Crusade, toward which we

have striven these many months. The eyes of

the world are upon you. The hopes and

prayers of liberty-loving people everywhere
march with you. In company with our brave

Allies and brothers-in-arms on other Fronts,

you will bring about the destruction of the

German war machine, the climination of Nazi

tyranny over the oppressed peoples of Europe,
and security for ourselves in a free world.
