FRANKFORT — -The
frost on the leaves in the pre-
dawn hours along with the
general nip in the air makes
Kentucky deer hunters
happy. Modern gun deer
season opened on Saturday,
Nov. 13

In the excitement brought
by the arrival of the most
popular of deer seasons,
hunters need to keep in mind
some simple things to make
the season productive, safe
and ensure they’ll be invited
back next year

This sounds
simplistic, but it always
rings true: treat the
landowner and their land

cd back,” said Tina Brunjes,
deer and elk coordinator for
the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources.
“Use some common sense.’”

Remember to leave gates
as you found them and cross
fences at the posts, not in the
middle section between
posts.

apt. Myra Minton
tant director of law e
ment for Kentucky Fish and
‘Wildlife. ““You can’t leave it
on a wildlife management
area, either. It is considered
littering and you can be
cited.”

Minton suggests hunters
contact their local waste
removal company or gov-
ernment agency that handles
trash and inquire about car-
cass disposal.

“Most of the time, they
will dispose of the carcass at
the landfill,” ‘Minton said.
“Contact them first, howev-
er”

You hear stories every
year about people in a buck
fever-induced panic firing at
sounds in the woods with
tragic consequences. Always
know your target before you
pull the trigger. If there is
any trace of doubt, pass on
the shot.

Do not fire at deer on top .
of a ridge or hill; always
have a backstop in case the
bullet, goes through the ani-
mal or you- miss. A bullet
can travel a long distance
after clearing the hill or
ridge.

Also, avoid hunting near
a home or outbuilding. Not
many folks appreciate some-
one firing high-powered
rifles near their home, espe-
cially if they have children
or pets.

Be mindful of the loca-
tion of livestock such as
horse or cattle. Hunt as far
away from them as possible.
Horses can spook and injure
themselves from the sound
of a rifle discharging a
round

A
great source of fiber, broccoli also
provides lots of bioflavonoids, which
is an antioxidant that helps protect

With all this said it is most impor-
tant to be aware that Young has found
in her research that “the vitamin num-
bers go up when vegetables are
cooked, _but the anti-cancer com-
pounds go down’. Young suggests
“steaming or roasting on a pan for no
more than 7 minutes, which has
proven to be a good way to keep the
anti-cancer compounds and make it
more edible.” .

products, she said, with
anti-rescission language and
the -elimination of annual
and lifetime limits among
them.

There are a lot more where those
came from. but here's one of my all-
time favorite: "When I was a boy of
14, my father was so ignorant [ could
hardly stand to have the
around.

The older I. get, the more I'm
amazed at how much wisdom there is
in that one. The view--and the per-
spective--are definitely different from
this side of 40 than the other side!

For example. “"hardening of the
arteries” used to sound like nothing
more than the punch line to a joke. But
once you've pumped blood through
the same set of arteries for some
20,000-plus days, as I have, you
develop a deep desire to keep those
arteries, in relatively good working
order for as long as possible.

So I was intrigued to read recently
that studies . funded by the Agricultural
Research  Service (ARS) have
revealed that there's a magical fruit
that apparently can make a big differ-
ence in whether hardening of the
arteries--that's “"atherosclerosis” to
you purists--will go on sounding like a
punch line, or the scariest thing your
doctor ever tells you.

What is this magical berry,
where do you get it? Prepare yourself:
It's blueberries, and you can get them
at your local grocery store.

You might not be aware of this, but
atherosclerosis is the leading cause of
two forms of cardiovascular disease:
heart attacks and strokes. And cardio-
vascular disease is‘the No. 1 killer of
Ainericans.

How can the simple blueberry fight
a killer like that? According to the
results of the ARS study, the berries
can help . prevent: harmful lesions,
s)(mplommic of _mherosc!erosis, from
increasing in sizeé inside your arteries.
. The study compared the size of
atherosclerotic lesions in 30 young
laboratory mice. For 20 weeks, half of
the mice were fed diets spiked with
freeze-dried blueberry powder® while
the other mice didn't get the berry
powder. N b

All of the mice in the study were
deficient in apolipoprotein-E; a trait
that makes them highly susceptible to
forming atherosclerotic lesions--and
also makes them an excellent model
for these 'types of biomedical/nutrition
studies.

At the end of the study, the
researchers measured the size of arte-
rial lesions. at two sites in the aona,
which is: the artery-leading from the
heart, of the mice. The bottom line? In
the mice that had eaten the blueberry
powder, the lesions were 39 percent
and 58 - pércent - smaller than the
lesions in the 'mice that didn't get the
berries.’ % .
