This holiday season,
DPH urges consumers to
take precautions in purchas-
ing and preparing food
itemas and -to. pay close
attention to good hygiene
practices.

‘““The principles of food

safety aren’t just for restau-
rants,” - said Mark. Reed,
manager of DPH's food

safety branch. “The home.

cook needs to follow a few
sound practices to keep
friends and loved.ones safc
from foodborne illness this
holiday season.”

Holiday buffets, party
trays or even a poorly
stored turkey could be the
culprit of disease.
Improperly stored food
items provide breeding
grounds for bacterial con
tamination, which causes
illness that affects an aver-
age of 76 million people
each year.

Here are a few simple,
food safety tips to avoid
getting sick during the holi-
day se€ason:

Safe Storage.
Temperatures

B Keep hot -foods hot
and cold foods cold. Hot
foods should be held at 135
degrees  Fahrenheit  or
warmer, while cold foods
should be kept at least 41
degrees  Fahrenheit or
below.

Bl . Foods that sit out on
the buffet table for longer
than two hours should be
discarded.

Safe Food Handling
W Always wash your
hands before and after han-
dling food.
Use two cutting
boards. One should be used
for preparing raw meat,
poultry and fish and the
other for cutting cooked
food or preparing salads.
Wash fruits and veg-

ctables before preparing.
eep your kitchen,

dishes and utensils clean.
B Ncver put cooked
food back on plates or plat-
ters where raw meat or
poultry were previously

stored.

Waterfowl season looks promlsmg desplte drought condltlons

TIMES STAFF HEPOF!T

FRANKFORT — The
brown and brittle grass and
the cracked scorched ecarth
across Kentucky left by this
year’s drought eased some-
what with the recent rains. If
the rain. continues heading
into opening day for duck and
Canada  goose  seasons,
Kentucky waterfowl hunting
should be productive.

The season for Canada
goose, white-fronted goose
and brant opened on Tuesday.
Nov. 23 (Canada goose sea
son in the Northeastern Goose
Zone opens Dec. 25) while
duck season opens statewide
on  Thursday, Nov. 25
(Thanksgiving Day).

““There is still a lot of hope
for this season, despite the
drought.’” said Rocky
Pritchert, migratory bird coor-
dinator for the Kentucky,
Department of Fish and
‘Wildlife Resources. “We have
high expectations and would-
n’t be surprised if we have a
really good waterfowl season
this year.”

A lot of waterfowl food in
moist areas awaits rain. “On
the plus side, it’s dry in the
moist soil areas and basins.”
Pritchert explained. “When
we get some water in there,
there’s ample food waiting for
waterfowl. We had a pretty
good crop of moist soil plants
1 feel reasonably good about
conditions later this year
when we get the fall rains.””

States to the north of
Kentucky report good duck
numbers “In northern
Ilinois, duck ‘ement  is
increasing.” Robert
Colvis, area manager at
Ballard Wildlife Management
Area (WMA) in - Ballard
County, near where the Ohio
and Mississippi rivers meet.
““We are a little short on water
out here, but the ducks are
using what water we have.”

Colvis reports good num-
bers of gadwalls, northern
pintails, shovelers and mal-

-lards using the area. “The
rain will help,” Colvis said.
“If we can pump water for a
week and a half or so, we’ll
be at full pool. We had about
12 000 ducks on the area last
weekend”

More than just a
pretty face

If your favorite youngster's school
bus smelled like french fries, do you
think that might make him or her more
willing to hop onboard and head off to
school?

That's a funny question that might
wind up with a serious answer in
Washington State, thanks to work by
an Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) scientist there. And no, we're
not talking about running school buses
on used cooking oil

The source of this school bus fuel
is a little plant called winter canola
This plant sprouts pretty yellow flow-
ers in the spring, but that hasn't been
enough in the past to win the local
farmers’ favor.

That's because many Paeific
Northwest farmers grow winter
wheat, and they have to find a way to
control the germination and growth of
annual winter grasses that sprout in
their wheat fields--invaders such as
jointed goatgrass, feral rye, and
downy brome. When the seeds from
these grasses get harvested along with
the wheat, they reduce the guality of
the crop, and that means a smaller
paycheck for the farmers. ¢

But it’s been tough to come up with
a winter crop that can compete suc-
cessfully-against those annual grasses.
The Pacific Northwest farmers haven't
been. impressed. by _ winter canola
because the seedlings have struggled
to émerge and survive in the area's dry
soils, and those that did survive until
winter's arrival' were susceptible to
freezing.

The ARS scientist worked first
with spring canola as part of a search
for alternative crops that could pro-
vide food, fuel and new jobs for the
Pacific Northwest, teaming up with
federal and university colleagues, plus
members of the Colville Confederated
Tribes, part of the Pacific Northwest
Indian Coalition.

The results were sufficiently
impressive--in the neighborhood of
1,000 pounds of oilseed per acre--that
the scientist moved on to exploring
whether winter canola could be even
more productive. He and his col-
leagues began a long-term study that
evaluated winter canola production in
Washington's Okanogan County,
where rainfall averages 9 inches per
year and winters have adequate snow
cover to protect the young plants.

By tweaking planting dates ' and
planting rates, among other factors,
the researchers found that when the
winter canola crop was planted  in
mid-August in rows spaced 28 inches
apart, subsequent yields were consis-
tently good, averaging 1,300 pounds
per acre. . !

Allen part of rescue effort for stranded cruise ship

Philip J. Allen, son of Erlene Collins, of
Prestonsburg, and the late Jim Ed Allen,
recently participated in the rescue effort for
the cruise ship Carnival Splendor when its
vacationing occupants became stranded off
the coast of Mexico.

Allen, an aviation ordnanceman, was
aboard the Navy's USS Ronald Reagan air-

craft carrier that delivered food and. other *

supplies to the 4,500 passengers and crew
members on the ship.
The cruise ship had an engine fire that

knocked out power on Nov. 8. The boat was
stranded 200 miles away from San Diego
before it was finally towed back on Nov. 11.

According to reports, the USS Ronald
Reagan was conducling maneuvers 120
miles south of San Diego when it was
diverted to assist the cruise ship. The carri-
er delivered around 70,000 pounds of sup-
plies 1o the Carnival Splendor.

Carnival Cruise Lines released a state-
ment about the incident that said, ‘““Carmnival
Splendor was towed to San Dicgo following
the fire which occurred off the Mexican
coast on November 8. A team from the
United States Coast Guard, NTSB and flag

authorities. along with Carnival’s engineers
and technicians, is currently on board inves-
tigating the cause of the fire. Carnival per-
sonnel are being assisted by representatives
of the shipyard that built the vessel and
other manufacturers of engine room compo-
nents in ing d ge and ary
repairs.’
