Seafood without

the sea

I used to say I never met fish I

didn&#39 like--at least, if it was resting on
a nice warm platter with some tartar

sauce on the side--but that was before

I heard about the snakehead. (To tell
the truth, just writing that name makes

my skin crawl.)
The snakehead fish is no urban leg-

end; it&# an honest-to-goodness fish

species, albeit an especially unsavory
According Maryland

smakehead fish is a highly

affect native ecosystems
ish can actually breathe air and

walk from one body of water to anoth

er; that’s surely something straight out

of a horror flick!

Much as the world is developing an

ever-increasing taste for fish, I doubt

that snakehead will turn up on any-
one&#39; high-end restaurant menu any-

time soon. But there are other types of
“land fish” that almost any fish afi-
cionado would be happy to devour,

and that’s fast becoming reality,
thanks to work ‘by scientists with the

Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
For example, let&#3 consider the

trout (hopefully with a light lemon
sauce and a few slivered almonds

sprinkled on top). Trout are notorious-

ly picky about the water in which they
live; if they aren&#39 living in pristine

conditions, they take on the demeanor

of a fussy 5-year-old and refuse to eat

This has meant that it was nigh unto

impossible to produce trout on fish

farms with what&#39;s called a water-recir-
culation system.

But a recent research partnership
between ARS and the Conservation

Fund&#39;s Freshwater Institute in

Shepherdstown, W.Va., has yielded
systems that appear to work very well

with fish that live in cool or cold

water, such as the finicky trout

The new systems require as little as

4 percent new water per day, which

means a complete water exchange
takes place only every 25 days. This

not only saves significantly on water,

but allows the cool- and cold-water
fish to be produced in many places
where traditional aquaculture just

wouldn&#39;t work, such as far from big
bodies of water and--best of all—clos-

er to markets and consumers.

And if that isn&#3 enough to impress
you, consider these other pluses: The

systems prevent fish from escaping
the farm. (alleviating concerns about

farmed fish escaping to mate with
their wild cousins), the systems treat

the fish waste so it won&#39; pollute the
local watershed, and they recapture
those nutrients for other agricultural
uses.

The systems also allow for almost

complete elimination of chemical and
antibiotic treatments of the fish,

because these nearly closed systems
effectively exclude the pathogens that

can cause disease in the fish
Another important ‘factor in the

success of these water-recirculating
systems for cool- and cold-water fish

is what you feed the fish--and ARS
scientists are playing a key role there,

too.

ARS researchers in Idaho have
been working on making fish feeds
that don&#3 rely on fishmeal, which is

good news for several reasons. For
one thing, the fishmeal typically

comes from small, bony fish species
such as menhaden, and the growing

worldwide demand for seafood (and
thus for the fishmeal that&#3 a big com-

ponent of the commercial fish feed)
* has put menhaden and other such fish

in danger of being overfished.-A fish
feed based on an easily. renewable

resource such as barley concentrate is
much more environmentally friendly
than ‘depleting the océan&#39;s aquatic

population.
