Our people birthed bluegrass music, made

horse racing into a national pasttime for about two minutes

every May, and we even gave the world George Clooney
and Johnny Depp. And what Rogers’ selection will mean to

Kentucky is that his new position will help catapult the

Commonwealth more into the national Consciousness, just

as the election of Rand Paul did last month, and we&#39;r

happy with that. But we’re hesitant to say that his selection

to head the Appropriations committee will be the boon

many expect.

in review

Children are often afraid to

admit when they have done

wrong. The fear of getting in

trouble, or perhaps even being
scolded, is just more than some

young people can take:

Adults are sypposed to -be

different. We are supposed to be

grown up, responsible for our-

selves, our families, our

employers, and truc to the law.

In a word, we are supposed to be

mature. But maturity” is ‘not

always easy to come by,
whether we are talking

-

about

one adult or an agency full of
them.

The fact is that many people,
adults and children, are hesitant

to admit wrongdoing or any

oversight that could potentially
put them in hot water. The rea-

son is simple: being accountable

can be scary. But holding back’
the truth can be scary, too,

because it can be dangerous-;
especially to children in foster

care who are injured because of

a lack of transparency in state

child abuse and neglect investi-

gations. It can even cost a child

his or her life and, indeed, has.

case involving last year’s poi-
soning death of 20-month-old
Kayden Branham at a Wayne
County meth lab is case in point.
Kayden and his 14-year-old
mother had both been in foster

care, and many argued that the

public needed to know how the

pair’s lives had gone so tragical-
ly wrong in hope that ‘similar

tragedics could be prevented.
But until a court ruling last May
that required the Cabinet to dis-

close state records about

Kayden’s death and the death of

any child who dies from. abuse

and neglect, state records about

the death and similar cascs were

hands-off. -

The ruling .will change that

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Waterfowl hunters should keep

water safety in mind during winter

and goose hunters die every year from cold water shock, hypothermia an drown-
ing than from. accidents involving firearms.

“The thing about duck hunters is they don’t see themselv as boaters,” said
Capt. Mike Fields, boating law administrator for the Kentucky Department of Fist
and Wildlife Resources. “They see a boat as a tool to usé while hunting.”

— Kentucky law requires a readily accessible U.S. Coast Guard approved wear,

able life jacket for every person on duck boats. In addition, there must be one VU. Si
‘Coast Guard approved throwable device (like a throw cushion) onboard for boats

-{16 feet. or longer.
- + Manufacturers produce camouflage life jackets made with the waterfowl

hunter in mind. They have mesh in the upper body that allows you to shoulder a

shotgun and also heip.to keep you warm when cold winter winds come blowin
‘across the water.

— Alife jacket; however, doesn’t do much if it’s stuffed in a decoy sack when the
accident occurs. “If you aren&#39;t wearing a lifejacket when you hit the water, chances

are you won&#39;t get it on at ail,” Fields said. “Waterfowl hunters worry about staying
warm, but not nearly as much as hitting the water unexpectedly.

— You have about 10 minutes to get to safety in winter cold water witha litejack+
et on before you begin to lose dexterity and major motor functions.

“All of your blood teaves your extremities to protect your vital organs,” Fields
explained. “Find somewhere to get safe. You only have those few minutes to get

to where you need to be. Knowing what to d in the first few minutes can mes
the difference between you becoming a statistic or a survivor.&quot;

» —If you fall in cold water without a lifejacket, you only have just a few minutes

before you begin to lose your ability to maneuver. “In addition to lifejackets.
designed for waterfowl hunters, there are float coats, float suits and survival suits

to keep you afloat,” Field sai “There is a good chance you will not survive if you
fall in the water without a lifejacket at— Kentucky Fish and Wildlife discourages

hunters from wearing hip boots or waders in the boat. Hunters drown while trying
to take their waders off after falling into the water or their boat sunk or capsized.

“Falling into deep water releases any air trapped in the boots and can have the

effect of binding the victim&#39;s feet together so they can&#39 kick or stay afloat,” Fields

said. “Once the hip boots or waders fill up with water, you can&#39; move and they will
‘only cra you down.”

.

f you do suddenly enter the water while wearing waders, pull your knees up

to yo chest. Air trapped in the hip boots or waders can act as a flotation device:
— Kentucky Fish and Wildlife recommends the following safety tips for waterfowl!

hunters:
— Wear a life jacket to and from the blind.

— Don’t overload the boat; make two trips if necessary.
— Don’t wear hip boots and waders in the boat

— Stay near shore and avoid crossing large open water areas, especially dur-

ing bad weather.

— Let someone know where you are going and when to expect you back; tell

someone to call authorities if you don’t return on schedule. Tell that person what

type of boat you will be in and exactly where you plan to hunt.

— In case of capsizing or swamping, stay with your boat; even when filled with

water, it will provide flotation and is more likely to be seen by potential rescuers.

— Itis a good idea to bring your cell phone along in a waterproof, reclosable bag
to call for help if you get into trouble. You can use the phone without removing it

from the bag.

From ugly duckling
to belle of the

biodiesel ball

It&#3 mot every day that you find

+ yourself thinking of Frank Zappa and

biofuels in the same thought. (And no,

I haven&#39;t totally lost my marbles in the

holiday season pandemonium,
although it&#3 easy to see how that

could happen).
It’s just that recently I learned

about some Agricultural Research

Service (ARS) scientists who are fig-
uring out how to turn a common road-

side weed into a potential source of

biofuel. That brought to mind the old

saying about &quot;necessity is the mother

of invention,” and if you&#39 of a certain

age (which I am), you just might recall

that Frank Zappa played
called &quot;Th Mothers of Invent

iS

later shortened to “The Mothers,” in

the late 1960s and early ‘70s. So you

can see this is a logical mental pro-

gression--more or less!

The weed in question is field pen-

nycress, which is a more elegant name

for what many folks call “stinkweed&quot;

(that really puts into perspective this

weed&#39;s prestige factor, doesn&#39;t it?).
This is a weed that not even-a mother

could love, so if those ARS scientists

could find a way to turn this weed into

some form of fuel, that would certain-

ly deflect the “food-versus-fuel&quot;

debate. :
-

Field pennycress actually has a lot

going for it. First, it&# a prolific pro-
ducer of oil-rich seeds, this may sur-

prise you, but it’s in the same plant
family, Brassicaceae, as canola,

camelina and mustard.

It can be grown during the winter,

which means farmers aren&#39;t filling up
their ficlds with this weed when they
could be growing corm, soybeans or

other food crops. And its proliferation
during the winter means it helps pro-
tect the soil from erosion during a sea-

son when the ground might otherwise

be bare. Other advantages: It requires

minimal pesticides, fertilizers and

water.

in a

But how does one go about turning
a weed into biofuel?

First, the ARS scientists extracted

the oil from the pennycress seeds and

treated that oil with acid. They then

used a type of alcohol called methanol

to treat the oils to produce -both

biodiesel and glycerol. .

After some additional refining, the

pennycress-based biodiesel was tested

to see if it met the biodiesel fuel stan-

dard established by the American

Society for Testing ‘and Materials

(ASTM). The results indicate that

with a little extra tweaking, penny-

cress oil could become a commercial

commodity!
Pennycress biodiesel offers other

pluses. All diesel-based oils start to

gel at some point as temperatures
drop. This is called the “cloud point,”
the temperature at which crystals

become visiblé in the fuel, and it&# a

critical factor in both biodiesel pro-

duction and the making of petroleum-
based fuel. Another key point is the

“pour point,&q the temperature at which
.

the fuel won&#39; pour because it&#39;s started

to solidify.
:

The ARS scientists discovered that

the average cloud point-for field pen-

nycress. biodiesel was. 14. degrees
Fahrenheit, and the average pour point

was’minus 0.4 degrees Fahrenheit,
well below the cloud and pour points
far soybean-oil-based biodiesel. This

means that biodiesel from pennycress
oil would be better suited to use in

cold climates.than most of the other

biodiesel fuels available.
- Another good mark for pennycress

biodiesel: Fucls have what&#39; called a

cetane number, which indicates how

quickly the fuel will combust once it&#39;s

injected into the combustion chamber

of a diesel engine, and the higher the

cetane number, the better the perform-~
_ance. For field pennycress biodiesel,

.
the cetane number is 59.8, which is
