consumer protection

Attorney General Jack Conway named concer over inability to trans-

fer credits as one of the primary reasons for his “investigation” into for-

profit colleges in Kentucky. The Attorney General has directly linked

this issue to that of accreditation, saying proprietary colleges “...[are]

not accredited by the normal accrediting agencies, in many instances,

that would allow them to transfer credits.

The fact is there is no “normal” accrediting agency. For-profit col-

leges, public colleges, and private non-profit colleges in Kentucky must

be accredited by any of several agencies that are approved by the U.S.

Department of Education (US DOE) in order for their students to receive

federal student aid. US DOE standards for approval are consistent for all

accrediting agencies.

.

There are no differing standards for national

accrediting agencies vérsus regional accrediting agencies
. in the mid-1990s, the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools

(SACS), the regional accreditor for Kentucky, changed its accreditation

criteria to effectively prohibit credit transfer from students who attended

nationally-accredited schools: SACS reversed this policy under pressure

from the Department of Education.and the U.S. Department of Justice

Today, SACS’ policy on transfer of credit, like that of all 19 recognize:
accrediting agencies, acknowledges that “[i]nstitutions and accreditors

need to assure that transfer decisions are not made solely on the source

of accreditation of a sending prograni or institution.

‘The Department of Justice’s role in this matter is instructive, as it was

based on the same consumer protection interest cited by the attorney gen-
eral in his assault on for-profit education. “““The Justice Department _sub-

mits these comments because of our concern that SACS&quo restrictive

transfer of credit criteria may unreasonably injure...students attending or

who. have attended those institutions, and the federal an state govern-

ments that subsidize the education of those students.” Indeed, the

Department of Justice found that a transfer of credit policy based on a

requirement for regional accreditation would ‘“‘most adversely affect

technical, occupational, and vocational students who wish to continue

their education, but who may be th least able to bear the burden of

unnecessary and redundant courses.”

If you want to embark on a truly
mind-blowing experience, try learning,

anew language in your &quot; age& (and
by that I mean anything past mid-30s).

If you&#39 past the 35-year mark, that&quo
means you&#39; been out high school (or

grades K-12, for that matter) longer
than you were ever in it, And it’s prob-
ably been a while since you&#39 sat ina

classroom and had to think very hard

about the difference between an adjec-
tive and an adverb (one modifies the

other), or direct and indirect object
pronouns, or the horrors of tenses.

Ttackled learning Spanish well past
the ripe old. age of 40, because I need-

ed to know technical and scientific

Spanish for my job (doesn&#39; that sound

like fun). So all of a sudden, I was

plunged once again into the pool of

the perfect tense, the imperfect, th
. subjunctive (&qu I were a rich.man&quot;

thank you, Tevye!), and some nig
mare called the &quot;pluperfect.

The pluperfect is perhaps the

strafige of all, because it talks about

something in-the past that didn&#39; even

happen. Not to give you a migraine or

anything, but whereas, at least in

Spanish, the subjunctive imperfect

Research Service (ARS).

Did you know that plums, peaches,
S, apricots and even almonds

kissing cousins&quot;? They&#39; all

members of the Prunus family.
Another thing they have in common is

the long, long time it takes for these

trees to mature and produce fruit, and

that has a direct bearing on how

quickly ‘plant breeders can come -up
with new varieties.

‘In addition to the plants’ long
&quot;juvenil period,” which can stretch to“

10.or:more years, during which the

trees don&#3 bear fruit, it takes a lot of

land and the right cold and heat

requirements ‘to get temperate fruit

trees to flower and bear fruit.

So wouldn&#39;t it be great if someo
:

could somehow come up with a &qu
me&qu version of these trees that:would. +

speed things along? That&#3 exactly
what those ARS scientists have done,
with ‘an advanced fruit tree breeding
system they&#39;c &quot;FasTrack.”

With FasTrack, they&#39 found that
instead of taking anywhere from 15 to

20 years to breed new plum trees with

a combination of desired traits, such

disease resistance and high-
fruit, they can pull off the same feat i

in,
as little as three years.

How does this work? It all comes

down to a gene called PtFT1, whose

Party trick is to convince plants to

flower ‘earlier.
&quot;borrowed&qu

gen from the
California ‘poplar and introduced it’

into the plum cultivar Bluebyrd; they
got early and continual flowering:that
led to production of 196 plum plants,
many of which flowered and set fruit

s

within a single year.
These plum plants don&#3 ioo like

trees; they look more like shrubs. And

nobody&#3 going to be‘putting&#3 these in
their backyards anytime soon, because

they&#3 strictly experimental. But by.
using the FasTrack technology and

other techniques, the scientists ulti-

_mately will be able to produce a new

plum variety in less than half th time

it now takes.
