It will
not be official until it is pub-
lished in the newspaper of
record and a second read-
ing and vote can be held.
“Every time we have met
as a body (the budget) has
changed,” Rutherford said.
“l would not be surprised if
it changes again.”
Rutherford added that he
is sure the county will have
adopted a balanced budget
by the June 1 deadline set

LOUISA — Sometimes it
all depends on a name.

As expected last week's
primary election was met
with 16w voter turmout, but
even those braving the rainy
weather to vote did not
always make informed deci-
sions. Voters tended to
choose candidates based on
names they recognized, or
even choosing names at ran-

Hughes, a
Democrat from Louisa, said
that for his entire ballot, he
closed his eyes, put his finger
on the screen and picked
because he didn’t know any
of the candidates. “I closed
my eyes, put my finger on the
screen and picked,” he said.

Brian Withers of Louisa
said, *“The Lord picked it out
and I pushed the button.”

Hughes and Withers were
two of 30 voters interviewed
at polling places across
Lawrence, Martin and
Johnson counties.

An elm tree walks
into a bar

Nothing brightens up my husband's
day more than when I start discussing
funeral plans.

That's because I keep telling him
that I want two things to happen at my
funeral, without fail: 1) Every mourn-
er gets a complimentary set of those
red plastic “chattering teeth” (which
are, to me, the funniest things on
Earth), and 2) somebody has to tell my
favorite joke, which goes as follows:

Man No. 1: "I'm brown from the
sun.”

Man No. 2:
umn!"

Maybe you have to come from a
newspaper background to think that's
funny--but I can laugh for 10 minutes
straight over that one! (Perhaps I'm
just weird; I once tried that joke on an
actual Baltimore Sun reporter, and all
I got in response was a feeble "heh-
heh-heh.")

In truth, I'm notorious for not being
able to remember jokes--I have a
repertoire of approximately three, of
which you've just heard one--but late-
ly I find myself trying to come up with
a punchline for "Have you heard the
one about the elm tree that ..."

That's because some'scientists with
the Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) havé made a discovery about
elm trees that's absolutely huge, but
gosh, there's just got to be a good joke
in there somewhere.

Actually, the story of elm trees in
this country has been distinctly unfun-
ny since the Great Depression. That's
because in 1931, a fungus called
Ophistoma ulmi--the culprit behind
Dutch elm disease, or DED--hitched a
ride into this country on elm logs
shipped from France to Cleveland,
Ohio, and then proceeded to attack our
homegrown elms. By the 1980s, it had

! wiped out some 77 million American

elms.

To combat this deadly fungus,
researchers screened thousands of
American elm trees for resistance to
DED, and were able to find and keep
alive enough germplasm to develop
DED-tolerant trces. Much of that
work was done by scientists with the
Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
working at the U.S. National
Arboretum.

Payday came in 2005 with the
launch of a new elm called
"Jefferson,” released jointly by ARS
and the National Park Service.
"Jefferson" was cloned in 1993 from a
survivor of aboul 600 elm trees planb
ed on W: D.C's

" Mall in the 1930s. But to this day,
there are still very few new. trees that
bhave some tolerance to DED.
