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An end to the

thieving can’t

come soon

enough
Here we go again.
Just last week Kentucky State Police arrested two

people for allegedly stealing copper, and a third

arrest is pending. Then, the same day those arrests

were made, our editorial department was informed

about a rash of thefts at the Englewood Cemetery in

Christopher in which thieves were stealing floral

arrangements from headstones and gravesites before

the Memorial Day holiday, most likely to sell in the

days prior to the holiday weekend.

It makes one. wonder, just how low will people
Zo?

We would suggest that we all rush to bolt down

all of our belongings, but the thieves would probably
just take the bolts,too. ~

There was a time here in eastern Kentucky when

folks didn’t have to lock their doors when they slept
at night or when they left to go to town. There was a

time when folks could turn their backs and not have

to worry about keeping cyes on the backs of their

heads to make sure their pockets weren’t being
picked.

We seriously wonder if those days are long gone.

But the real damage these thefts are causing can

hardly be seen at first glance. One can not measure

the pain caused to people upon learning their family
member&#39; graves were targeted by thieves.

One can gauge in dollar amounts how much it

will take to replace copper lines, but the intangible
