The California prison sys-
tem—which the U.S. Supreme Court declared 1o be in violation of the
8th Amendment due to overcrowding and neglect—has yet to develop a

Less well publicized, but also disturbing, is a letter from Tom Lutz in
which he resigns from his post as department chair at the University of
California Riverside. Lutz warns that the state is dismantling in just a
few years a world-class system of higher education.

A welding instructor who volunteers to instruct
inmates, a Girl- Scout leader who brings girls to visit their imprisoned
mothers, or a garden ¢lub that helps inmates start prison gardens all do
their part to create vital-links to the outside.

There are people we might agree should be locked up: psychopathic

* killers, rapists, and others who endanger their familics or communities.

But most of those in prison are people with few resources who have
committed nonviolent offenses—<especially poor people, people of
- color, drug users, alcoholics, and the mentally challenged. Imprisoning
- millions of these people does not make us safer. But imprisoning 2.3

One of the most persistent
challenges the United States has
faced for generations can be
summed up in a single word:
Poverty.

According to the U.S. Census
Bureau, there are nearly 43.mil-
lion people in the United States,
including one in five children,
whose household income meets
that definition, which is defined
at little more than $22,000 for a
family of four.

Kéntucky has traditionally
had a higher percentage than
most ~ states one reason
President Johnson chose the
Commonwealth when he
announced his War on Poverty
nearly SO years ago — but a small
silver lining is that between
2007 and 2009, when the nation
began experiencing its worst
recession in more than 70 years,
our childhood poverty rate grew
slower than the national aver-
age

There are numecrous public
and private programs that pro-
vide a safety net, but few if any
cover as much ground as
Community Action Its 23
regional offices reach into every
county, and the list of services
they oversee range from helping
families keep their home and
stay comfortable inside it to
working with Head Start for our
youngest students and providing
job training programs for those

G-ues’r Column_
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wanting to improve their career.

Altogether, Community
Action employs about 4,500
people, and when you combine
its budget with the additional
money leveraged from other
sources, it helps to oversee
almost one-quarter of a billion
dollars every year.

Community Action
Kentucky's latest annual report
shows that, in the 2010 fiscal
year, it reached out to ncarky
200,000 families across the
state. That includes helping
more than 43,000 senior citizens
maintain their independence at
home through programs like
Meals on Wheels and connéect-
ing 11,000 families with care for
a child or other dependents so
that the home’s breadwinners
could find or keep a job.

Its Low-Income Home
Energy Assistance Program
(LIHEAP) plays a life-saving
role for thousands of people who
might otherwise have their heat-
ing shut off in the winter or air
conditioning in thé summer. On
top of that, it channeled more
than $24 million in federal fund-
ing in 2010 to weatherization
efforts that are lowering utility
bills mow and well into the
future. .

In addition to working with
Community Action — and over-
seeing other programs like
Medicaid that help low-income
families — the state is also taking
steps to get an even cledrer pic-
ture of what poverty means
today so we can better pinpoint
our resources.

In the winter of 2009, for
example, we took a point-in-
time survey of the homeless

population across Kentucky anda
found 6,000 who had no place t5'
live.

Shibeshi, who taught
physics at the college from
August of 2006 1o July of
2009, said his average wage
for this period was $32,448

annually, which,

It's 9 p.m.: Do you know where
your bedtime-snack apple has been?

I'm a stickler for thoroughly wash-
ing fruits and veggies; that's why it
always amazes me to see people "sam-
pling” fruit right out of the produce
section in the grocery store (for one
thing, that fruit isn't free for the tak-
ing, and for another thing, it's not
washed!). When it comes to microbes,
what you can't see most definitely can
hurt you.

Fortunately for all of us who love
fruit and other produce, the scientists
of the Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) are equally interested in what
we can't see, but need to know, espe-
cially when it comes to defects and
contamination on the items we're
going to put in our mouths

That's why they developed a
"lights, camera, action” set-up that
would make Cecil B. DeMille jealous-
-except I don’t. think Mr. DeMille
made ‘a hibit of shooting inside pro-
duce packinghouses.

The scientists' patented . optical
scanning' system uses two different
kinds of lighting, a sophisticated cam-
era and other equipment to scrutinize
produce-section  favorites _while
they're still at the packinghouse. Their
system can provide evidence of cer-
tain kinds' of defects-—-anything from

bruises 107, cuts--and contaminants’

such as specks of fertilizer picked up
from the field or the orchard.

The researchers use a type of cam-
era known as a high-speed multispe
tral/hyperspectral line-scanner. Here'
how it works: The scanner is posi-
tioned above the packinghouse con-
veyor belt, where it captures images of
each fast-moving item, such as an
apple, that passes below. Each apple is
exposed simultaneocusly to ultra-violet
light from a UV fluorescent lamp and
near-infrared light ‘from a halogen
lamp.

The , near-infrared light that
bounces off the apple can be captured
by an instrument known as a spectro-
graph and analyzed for tell-tale pat-
terns of defects, while the UV light
beamed onto the apple can show up
the whereabouts of any contaminants.

The system then combinés ' the
information from both. forms of illu-

mination into a single image with the._

contaminant and defect results. When

. linked to a sorting machine, the sys-
tem can signal a sorter to separate the
problem apples from others.

This sounds like a time-consuming
process, but in fact the system can
inspect 3 to 4 apples per second, pro-
