_ Revenue that General Fund
growth was 17.8 percent in

May. Individual income tax ,

receipts--which " accounted
for an increase of $93 mil-
lion--showed the most
. growth, .-he said. Corporate
income tax and coal sever-
ance tax revenues are also
‘doing’ well with the state
running in excess of pro-
jected révenues, he added.

“The third quarter was a
great quarter, and it looks
good going forward,” said
Harkenrider.

Improvement has come
in spite of Kentucky’s lag in
personal income and wage
growth nationally, he said.
Recent growth in personal
income for the U.S. was 5.6
percent compared _to 4.7
percent for Kentucky. But
that Harkenrider “said that
does not bother him much.

“We never were hurting
as badly as the rest of the
U.S. during the recession,”
he said. *“The fact that we
had lower growth does not
(overly concern) me.

In fact, he told lawmak-
ers, continued growth is
expected in June although
how much growth remains
to be seen. Housing growth
has been slow, but he
expects the housing market
to grow’ as jobs expand
through increased produc-
. tion.

For a growing number of
Kentuckians, broadband internet
is given no more thought than
any other utility. Like television
and electricity, it’s just expected
to be there.

In fact, it can now be found in
about 40 of the
Commonwealth’s homes. While
that is certainly positive, it's
becoming increasingly clear that
we need to see that number
grow. According to a Federal
Communications Commission
report this month, most states
have moved ahead of us when 1t
comes to providing access to
this fast-speed connection.

Although it may still be
thought of as a luxury, the truth
is that those without it could find
themselves -without a lot of
opportunities in the workplace
and the classroom, both of
which are becoming more and
more dependent on the service

One of our chief obstacles, of
course, is a ‘rural and often
rugged terrain, especially in our
region. One state estimate shows
that léss than eight percent of the
state’s population lives: on 41
percent of our land. That's liter-
ally a lot of ground to cover.

Fortunately, Kentucky was
the leading states to
receive funding when Congress
set aside .more than $7 billion

two years ago for increasing
broadband internet usage. When
you combine public and private
investment, we’ve seen several
hundred million dollars pour
into the state over the last few
years along. Préstonsburg has
been an innovative leader in this
regard, with its support for wire-
less service in town.

Another positive point in our
favor is that state government is
at the forefront of using technol-
ogy to reach out to those it
serves. Last year, one national
study gave us a B+ in this area,
a grade only four other states
beat. Our online searchable
database of government expens-
es, meanwhile, has been ranked
among the nation’s best for the
last two years. Its website is
opendoor.ky.gov.

There are many other ways
that the internet is making a dif-
ference in how the public and
government  interact. - The
Kentucky Department of
Homeland Security, fdr exam-
ple, has made it easier for citi-
zens to report suspicious activi-
ty, either by computer or even
an iPhoné app

Northern Kentucky
University has partnered with a
local fire department to create a
database of those trained in
CPR. When an emergency call
of cardiac arrest is received,
those on the list who are closest
to' the' victim are notified at the
same time as paramedics. They
are even told where the closest
defibrillator can be
found. s e

have long been leaders when it
comes to technology. Some are
providing laptops or hand-held
computers to-improve learning,
while virtual classrooms are
making it possible for students
to take classes that otherwise
would be unavailable.

“This outreach’ is taking stu-
dgnts to places once thought
unimaginable. In Louisville, for
example, many older students
spring were able to
watch heart surgeries in real
time and even ask questions of
the doctors and nurses while
they were still in’ the operating
room. Earlier this year, mean-
I had the pleasure to
speak via Skype, an online
video-calling service, to a group
of Perry County students.

As more pcople go online,
Iaw enforcement is there as well.
When I was Attorney General,
my office focused on ensnaring
sexual predators who used the
internet to -seek out minors:
That office is also helping police
departments retrieve ‘computer.
evidence for trial. In the last
several years, more than 3,000
hard drives and other computer
devices have been scanned.

Innovations like these I've
mentioned will' undoubtedly
grow in the years ahead,: but-
they cannot meet their full-
potential until ' “more
Kerituckians can access ‘them.
My hope is that the 60 percent of
our, households without broad-
band internet’ will soon be able
to take advantage of all that it.

Honestly, don't you find it's just so

difficult to retain that air of my\u,r)
nowadays?

1 know, I know, we've come a long
way, baby, and 4ll that. But while oth-
ers’ have gone in for it, [ find the
prospect of having my genome
sequenced just a wee bil horrifying
(I'd just as soon not know what's lurk
ing in my personal genetic chocolate
box, thank you very miuch; I'm not
nearly as philosophical as Forrest
Gump).

But that's not to say that knowu!p
every little nook and c¢ranny of some
genomes isn't a good thing

For example, just recently the
entists of the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS) co-led an internation 11
team that have successfully sequ
.the’ genomes of a fungus called
Puccinia graminis (which sounds like
an Italian opera, but is much fun)
and another fungus that attacks the
poplar tree.

What; on earth could wheat plants
and poplar trees have in common
The answer is that one of them keeps
us ‘going, and the other one someday
_might keep us going!

Okay,. enough teasing--here's the
story. Puccinia graminis is the fungus
that causes a disease called wheat
stemn rust, and wheat stemn rust, despite
its quaint-sounding name, causes
major epidemics of both barley and
wheat. worldwide. Gluten intolerance
notwithstanding. I recently heard in a
meeting that we Americans consume
an astonishing 150 pounds of wheat
apiece each year (although why this
should surprise me, I'm not sure,-
because I'm such a fanatical baker that
1-actually buy wheat in 25-pound
bags).

But the point is that we--as in, "we

-really need wheat, and P.

s a dire thrcat to that wheat.

one of the most serious
threats in our lifetime is a form of P
graminis knovm by the short-but-pun-
gent name “Ug99." First four
Uganda in.1999 (hence the name
menace has since spread across Afri
and into Central Asia. Why is it so
frightening? Because while our scien-
tists have had great success in recent
years in breeding. resistance to your
ga.rd.en variety wheat’ stem rust into
new wheat lines, the horrifying truth is
that more than 80 percent of our cur-
" rent wheat varieties are pmfully sus-
ceptible to Ug99.

‘The sequencing of the wheat stem
rust ‘pathogen represeénts the first
.genome-wide ‘charactetization of any-
rust  fungus--a diverse group that

. irrcludes more than 6,000 species.

Rust fungi depend on,the living tis-
sue .of their host plants for survival.
Here's - how they work: The pathogen
secretes proteins that enable them to
block the host plant’s defenses’ and

pathogen that causes what's
known as septoria tritici
blotch. This disease is found
in every wheat-growing
area of the world, including
the United Siates, and while
it's not the juggernaut that
Ug99 is, it can cause losses
as high as 50 peicent if sus-
ceptible wheat lines aren't
protected with fungicides.

This pathogen, called
Mycosphaerella graminico-
la, uses  what's called
“stealth” pathogenicity to
infect the host plant without
the plant mounting an ade-
quate defense response, if
any at all

Again, having the secrets
of the pathogen's genome
laid bare will open the door
to development of new
methods - and weapons to
fight back against this fun-
gus that literally takes the
bread out of our mouths--so
you'll want to stay tuned on
