PIKEVILLE A David man
who was arrested last year aftér
attempting to rob the Glyn View
Plaza branch of the BB&T Bank
dressed as a woman and brandish-
ing a gun and homemade bomb was
sentenced last week in U.S. District

Jonathan Hall, 50, accepted a
plea agreement in April, and was
sentenced Thursday to 60 months in
prison.

According to court rgcords, “The
defendant entered a guilty plea to
count 1, charging a violation of 18
U.S.C 2113(a) Criminal attempt to
commit Bank Robbery and a guilty

plea 10 count 2, a violation of 18
U.S.C 924(c)(1) charging the use
and carry of a firearm during and
relation to the crime of violence.”
Hall was arrested in May 2010,
after. the Prestonsburg Police
Department received a call from a
BB&T bank employee saying that a
suspicious man was on the premis-
es for the second time, having

entered the bank earlier in the day
to ask about safety deposit buxes.
According to officials on the scéne,
when officers approached ~Hall,
who was wearing lipstick and-a’
wig, he attempted to flee, but was
tackled by an officer and plnc:d
under arrest.

Two years ago this week, 4.5 million of America’s
workers enjoyed a modest pay incre the federal
minimum wage rose from $6.55 to $7.25 an hour. The
increase was the final of a three-step boost enacted in
2007. Of those gétting a bump in pay, more than three-
quarters were adults, nearly two-thirds were women, and
nearly half a million were single parents with children

‘under 18.

Yet during the past two years, these working families
have seen the real value of their wages fall. Minimum-
... wage earners working full-time make roughly $15.000 a
.~ year. Had the minimum wage rate kept up with inflation,
their paychecks would have increased by $800 this year
Instead, our nation’s lowest-paid workers have had an
even harder time providing basic needs for their families

This is one more reason that Main Street is having a
tough time recovering from the economic calamity
brought on by financial collapse

CEO compensation grew 23
for the average American worker grew only half
cent. Minimum wage workers have fared even worse
Since the 2009 increase, the real value of the minimum
wage has fallen 5 percent.

-The decline in valde of the minimum wage during the
past four decades has been even more dramatic, as price
for goods and services have risen much faster than the
wage floor. If the minimum wage had kept up with infla-
tion since the late 1960s, it would be $10.38 today. Yet,
roughly a quarter of the nation’s work force is now earmn-

“ing less than that

Instead of keeping the minimum wage current,
Congress has acted just three times in the last three
decades to increase it. The deterioration of the wage floor

"’ has helped fuel a level of economic inequality not seen in
this nation since the early 1900s —the era of sweatshops

. and robber barons. With more and more income and

‘' wealth being transferred from working families to the
super-rich, our economy, our democracy and the
‘American way of life are under threat.

Some will say this is not the moment to be concerned
with the minimum wage. Bul restoring the value of the
minimum is in fact a key building block of sustainable
economic recovery.

Businesses and economists agree that lack of demand
is the primary driver of the stalled recovery and high
unemployment. Without customers lining up for goods
and services, employers will nat expand their production

, or their payrolls. Raising the minimum wage would put
more money in gockets of the lowest carners who have
little choice but to spend their wages immediately. The
Economic Policy Institute estimates that raising the mini-

. mum wage to $9.50, as President Obama proposed during
the 2008 presidential campaign, would generate more
than $60 billion in new consumer spending.

Wielding outdated economic theories, opponents claim
that raising the minimum wage will cost jobs and slow

.. rehiring. The tired canard that the minimum wage causes

. unemployment recently received national attention when
reporters revisited 2005 testimony in which
Congresswoman Michéle Bachmann argued that eliminat-
ing the minimum wage would wipe out unemployment
entirely.

Several weeks ago I men-
tioned in this space I'd
begun reading the extraordi
narily-lor book “Those
guys have all the fun: Inside
the world of ESPN.” and in
doing so I promised a review
should I ever finish it.

In reality, it only took two
weeks for me to complete
the 748-page behemoth. I
consider myself a slow read-
er so I felt like I was doing
pretty well.

As a whole I enjoyed it.
Sure, there were times I felt
stories or complete sections
could have been omitted ; but
ohe of the authors — James
Andrew Miller or Tom
Shales — said he cut at least
200 pages and would use
some of it as enticement to
sell the paperback version,
so [ guess it could have been
much worse.

This was an oddly ]md-
out book in many aspects. It
is nearly entirely quotes
from the hundreds of people
who were interviewed. A
name will appear in all-caps
and boldface, followed by a
colon, followed by the
quote, which can be as little
as a few words or, in one
case, run on for pages

There are also several
points in the book at which
the authors emphasize a
point, calling them ‘“‘steps in
ESPN'’s rise to world domi-
nance.””
“steps,” which. are supposed
to be the keys to the success
of the franchise. The trouble
is they appear almost ran-

Milly makes short work of the
gangsters in a series of excellently
staged battles within the apartment
complex. She doesn’t just put
them down; she puts enormous
holes in them, sets fire to one and
even decapitates a victim , so
quickly that his torso fires several
shots before dropping to the floor.

It is all an appetizer for her
showdown with the boss. They go
at it for almost a half-hour in one
of the bloodiest see-saw battles
ever filmed. It’s an exciting con-
clusion that rivals the last con-
frontation in Quentin Tarantino’s
“Kill Bill: Part One.’

Can you oil
them? Also, I haven't told

him yet, but the noise is still
there today.

: TOM: No, you're not
supposed to oil belts. When
‘belts get old and dry and

- cracked, they start to slip.

The high-pitched ' whine
you'ré hearing is your belt
slipping. i
~ RAY: Putting oil on the
belt may temporarily soften
it up a bit and stop the slip-
ping -- or it could grease it
up and make it worse!
TOM: But in cither case,
the effect is temporary. As
you've already. discovered,
the heat and friction’ Wwill
remove the oil in short order
— in your case, in a-day.
RAY: There are products,
called belt dressings, that
are specifically designed to .
try to milk a little more’ life
out of a dry and worn-out
belt. But we don't recom-
mend them. If you have an
" old, worn-out belt, the best
thing to do is replace it.
