Rescue squad’s
annual auction
begins tonight

PRESTONSBURG — It's radio aucton
time in the mountains, as the .Floyd County
Emergency and Rescue Squad kicks off i
annual fundraiser tonight. S

The Floyd County Rescue Squad, which
has been in service for 53 years, derives much
of its yearly operating budget from fundraisers
such as the radio auction

“Our operating budget is about $60,000 a
year,” says Captain Tim Cooley. “That’s less
than some family budgets.” b

According to Cooley, the rescue squad
which is ranked the third-best in the nation;
operates solely on fundraisers like the radio-
auction, and other donations. . The agency
receives no tax dollars. : o

“We have been fortunate over the last few
years to get some grants to help us buy things,”’
says Cooley, before adding, “but then those
things need to be maintained, which raises our
operating expenses.’”

The squad also hosts a fishing tournament
in May, and sells photo sessions throughout
the year. ST

Over the years, the rescue squad has con-
tributed to the community primarily through
being a volunteer first response group. But
over the last two years, the squad has created
an economic impact, as well, through its train-
ing programs.

In 2010, the squad began offering its state-
approved Moving Water Rescue Technician
(MWRT) course, a three-day, hands-on train-
ing that prepares first responders to face \hc
dangers inherent in responding to floods.

““We’ve brought in about 800 people since
the beginning of 2010,” says Cooley. Some. of
those have come from as far away as Paducah.
Two more classes are scheduled for later” llns
fall.

After a slow start, and in the face of a global phase-out, manu-
facturers began the arduous, expensive and sometimes exciting process
of reinventing lighting. Now, despite their detractors, the new genera-
tions of light bulbs, including the new highly cfficient incandescent, is
revolutionizing indoor, outdoor, and street lighting. And these new or
improved bulbs will save American families $100 to $200 every year,
for a total savings of $12 billion for American houscholds every year.
It also will save more than 2,000 American jobs, including those in
high-rate unemployment areas such’as Pennsylvania and Ohio.

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Governor visits troops in Iraqg, Kuwait 43

KUWAIT — Governor Steve
Beshear visifed U.S. troops serving in
Iraq and Kuwait Tuesday, including
troops from Kentucky, as part of a
special Department of Defense trip.

“In Kentucky, we truly appreciate
and support the thousands of troops
from our home state who are serving
in the far reaches of the.world, who
protect our nation’s security and pro-
mote peace,” said Gov.

Making a career
of playing
in the mud

If you're old enough to remember
"Miss Kitty” (and no. we're not talking
about a pink toy cat), I bet you've
asked yourself more than once, "How
did I ever make it to this age?”

After all, our childhood years alone
were enough to raise the hair on the
back of a modemn parent's neck. We all
drank directly from outdoor hoses
(and the water wasn’t even that cool);
we played outside long after dark; we
all drank from thé same bottle of soda
pop; we went barefoot as often as pos-
sible; and we would and did eat just
about anything, including. when we
were lucky enough to find them, fruits
and berries right off the bush or tree

Oh, and did 1 mention wading in
streams?

Much as that cool streambed mud
could feel great squishing up through
your bare toes on a blazing summer
day, I have to admit I might rethink
that particular pleasure these days,
based on some recent research by sci-
entists with the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS).

That's because they've found that
streambed sediments are a welcoming
hangout for Escherichia coli.

. Now, it's true that E. coli isn't
always the big, bad wolf. In fact, ihere
are hundreds of strains of E. coli,
including ones that live in our own
intestines and are essential to our
digestive processes. But there are
some that are real killers, such as the
dreaded E. coli O157:H7.

Even though most E. coli strains
don’t cauise illness, E. coli is still con-
sidered an “indicator organism,” one
that water-quality managers use to
measure fecal contamination. When
E. coli is found in surface water, fin-
gers typically start pointing at either
agricultural operations or urban
runoff.

But those aren't the only possible
culprits; other possible sources
include wildlife (remember, those
critters aren't house-trained), leaking
seplic tanks, or even irrigation equip-
ment. So it could be very useful for us
to know more about the sources of E.
coli in the environment. R

That's why the ARS scientists,
working in collaboration with univer-
sity coleagues, collected streambed
sediments: and surface water from
three sites along a creek in Beltsville,
Md.
