Governor honors miners

FRANKFORT — The unsung

miners of Eastern Kentucky were

given some high praise recently,
when Gov. Steve Beshear pro-
claimed this week “Coal Miners’

Proposed cuts

in LIHEAP not

a good idea

Approximately 150,000 Kentucky families

receive help from the federally funded Low

Income Home Energy Assistance Program to

heat their homes each winter. But sadly, help for

some of these families, many in Eastern

Kentucky, may not be available if a proposal
from the Obama administration goes through.

President Obama’s proposal calls for a 50

percent reduction in LIHEAP funding nation-

wide for the 2012 budget, according to reports

aid to help heat their homes

Here in Perry County, where about 26 percent
of households live below the poverty line, such

deep cuts in such an important program are

questionable.
We realize, of course, that our federal govern-

ment needs ta cut some spending. We realize

there is a massive debt that needs to be reduced.

We realize that our politicians need to grow

backbones and make some tough decisions. On

the other hand, though, this is one particular cut

that is so inconsequential to the overall federal

budget — about $2.5 billion in all — but very con-

sequential to individual households that making
such a cut makes so little sense.

LIHEAP isn’t exactly a major strain to the

federal government like many entithement pro-

grams like Medicare or social security.

Presenting a family with a $200 check to help
them buy heating oil or pay that month’s utility
bill isn’t driving up taxes or decreasing the

value of the dollar.
Why cut this program so drastically when

other measures such as closing corporate loop-
holes and, dare we say it, increasing taxes on

the wealthy are much more palatable options to

the masses? Though such as proposal is far from

being set in stone, we see little sense in forcing
the poor to shoulder the burdén while the rich,

who President Obama is so fond of saying can

afford to pay their fair share, continue to énjoy
their loopholes. So why not ask the rich to pay

’ their fair share?

TOM: Those valve-stern

caps your husband bought --

with the pictures of Pippa
Middleton on them -- were

made of some really cheap
metal.

that there are tire-pressure
monitoring sensors‘in them.

If the sensor in the valve

stem detects low tire pres-
sure, it sends a wireless sig-

nal to the computer, which

activates a waming light on

your dashboard. And now

the shop has to remove

those sensors and put them

in the new valves, which is

why they can&#3 just throw a

set of $5 stems in there and

call it-a day.
