State Rep. Lonnie Napier last week announced his in-

tention to once again file a bill seeking to: test welfare

recipients for drug use. The bill, which would cut off
benefits for those. who test positive, already has broad

support from voters and from key members of the legis-
lature, including House Speaker Greg Stumbo,

The bill attempts to curb potential pitfalls by stipulat-
ing that only those who a caseworker suspects of drug use

will be tested, and children of those who test positive would

continue to receive benefits.

But with all that said, the proposal is still a thoroughly
bad idea.

:

Drug addiction is a disease, and it should be treated like

one. Most legal, medical, corrections and law enforcement

professionals now agree that punishing drug addicts does
not work. The only method that helps drug addicts over-

come their problem is treatment.

Kentucky made significant strides last year when it re-
formed its criminal code to reduce the penalties for a large

number of drug crimes. Under our current criminal justice
system, treatment is now considered a far more favorable

option than incarceration.

Rep. Napier’s bill, however, is a step backward.

ming from the viewpoint that drug addicts must be

people,” deserving of punishment
punish them through the court system, Napier’s bill would

instead hit them id their families -- in the pocketbook
Drug addiction is certainly a problem, one that not only

affects the afflicted, but also has repercussions felt by those

around them and by the community at large. No one be-

lieves that addiction should be ignored or condoned.

However, seeking to punish addicts does not address the

problem. Punishment is about as effective in eliminating
addiction as it would b in eliminating cancer, heart disease

or mental illness.

That&#39 why, in 2006, the Environmental Protection Agen-

cy (EPA) lowered the limit on average PM2.5 emissions over

a’ 24-hour period from 65 to 35 micrograms per cubic meter

As you may have deduced, PM2.5 refers to particu
that&#39; less than 2. microns in diameter, that&#39 about 1/30th

human hair.

These regulations affect every aspect of agriculture, from

cotton gin emissions to dust blowing from cattle feedlots and
farms. One area where this is a serious concern is the Co-
lumbia Plateau region of the Pacific Northwest, where rich

.topsoil is blowing in the wind, making it more difficult for
farmers to make a living and for everyone to breathe.

So the scientists of the Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) are busy identifying practices that will keep that valu-
able topsoil from blowing away. As part of this work, they&#39;v
found a way to &quot;fingerprint soil so they can pinpoint fairly
precisely from whence came the windblown soil.

Continued from p BS

living in the soil. It turns out that

every microbe community has a

unique fingerprint that can be used
*

to identify the soil. This means that

sediment deposited far downwind
from a field can potentially be
traced bac to its source.

For-this project, ARS scientists
from .all around the country are

swapping soil samples. One thing.

they&#39 discovered is that microbial
communities from dirt and gravel

roads differ from agricultural soils,
whether those microbes hail from

deep in the heart of Texas or far out

west in Washington state. That&#39;
because the microbial communi-

ties found on those dirt and gravel
roads apparently change with time
because of the lack of plants and

the restricted water filtration.
The researchers’ goal ‘is to un-

The ARS scientists say under-

cutting has reduced soil and PM10
loss from fields.during high-wind

events by as much as 65 percent,
¢ompared to conventional tillage

practices in the drier parts of the

region: The slicing opens up com-

pacted layers.of soil and breaks up

harmful fungi, but leaves intact the”
soil. and organic matter, which is

good news for beneficial microbes

in the soil.
