‘The likely culprit is a familiar foe of the states water-
ways that has nothing to 'do with coal mining or agriculture
runoff, but has everything to do with an apparent lack of
focus from both the public at large and our elected offi-

streams.

Straight pipes thal deliver human waste directly from a
private residence and inté a creek or river are unfortunately
still in use today i a sad fact of a modern society that has
found cures for countless diseases, set foot on a celestial
body and split the atom. Yet, it seems, we cant ensure that
an outlandish method of sewage disposal is a thing of the
past, and in turn our creeks and streams have so.much bac-
teria such as E. coli in them that they are unsuitable for
recreation.

Frankly, thats unacceptable, and in an age where our
public remains focused on water quality and pollution from
other sources, we should all be outraged that more isnt be-
ing done to remedy this straight piping problem. It seems
the fight being waged against surface mining has well over
shadowed this particular issue which is ev
tant for the improvement of the

That s not to say that nothing is being done. A project
is currently underway in three counties along Troublesome
Creek that should rid that waterway of any straight pipes
But for rural areas like Eastern Kentucky, public sewer
lines in every hollow simply arent feasible, and neither can
every homeowner afford to install a septic system that will
cost thousands of dollars.

cerned. We know theres not a lot of money to go around,
but if we can afford to halt coal mining operations in the

* help low income families with the installation of modern

PRIDE
already has a program in place to accomplish these goals,
so we know it works.

cesses: UARS also measured winds and
temperatures in the stratosphere as-well as

the energy input from the Sun. Together, .

these* helped define the role of the upper

According to the folks at NASA,
ARS will re-enter the atmosphere some-
where between 57 degrees north and 57
degrees south. That means the 6-ton craft

‘.will hit the Earthns-atmosphere anywhere

from northern Canada to southern South
America; “And once you get 57 degrees
plus or minus, you’ve pretty much en-
compassed all seven billion people of the
planet.” said Nicholas Johnson, chief sci-
entist for NASA’s Orbital Debris Program
at the Johnson Space Center in Houston.
Numencally speaking it comes out 16 a
chance of 1 in 3,200 that one person any-

where in ‘the world might be struck by a
piece of debris. “So those are actually, ob-
viously, very, very low odds. that anything
or anybody is going to be impacted by
this debris,” Johnson added.

But re-entry specialists do expect about
26 different components from UARS to
survive the "plunge; a total leftover mass
of 1,170 of of

around the clock detecting, identifying,
and tracking all man-made - objects in
Earth orbit, including space junk. .

"The actual date of re-entry is also dif-
ficult to_predict because it depends on so-
lar flux and the spacecraft’s orientation as
its orbit decays. As're-entry draws'closer,

. predictions. on the date will become more

However, its impossible to pinpoint
just where the debris will fall. With Earth
being three-fourths oceans, the odds of a
harmless splashdown are good. But NASA
estimates the debris footprint will be about
500 miles long.

Beginning of fall an astronormcal event

On Frnday,

Sept.. 23,
fall begins

in the Northern
Hemisphere: Astronomi-
cally. it is known as the Au-
tumnal Equinox. The word
Equinox, loosely translated
means equal day and equal
night, although it doesnst
actually happen that way.
On Fnday. from here in
Prestonsburg, the Sun will
rise exactly due cast at 7:19
AM and will set exactly due

minutes; the time that the
Sun is actually above the
horizon. The actual date of
an equal day and night is

on the 27th, and technically
speaking, there are only two
days of the year that the Sun
really rises exactly in the
east and sets exactly in the
west; those two dates being
the Fall and Spring Equi-
noxes.

Now. the dates of the
Equinoxes, and for that mat-
ter the Solstices, are not just
dates that were picked out
of a hat by us Astronomers.
The dates ha to do with
imaginary lines in the sKy:
The sky is actually filled
with a grid work of lines
that were “invented” by the
ancients to keep track of ob-
jects in the sky. That grid
work was then at some point
brought down to the Earth,
and became Longitude and
Latitude. One of those lines
is the Ecliptic, which is the
apparent path of the Sun,
and the other is the Celes-
tial Equator. which the
Earthzts equator  extended
out into space. The Ecliptic
and Cclestial Equator are
not parallel, but are offset
by an angle of 23.5 degrees.

The Earth is of course tiltéd
on its axis by 23.5 degrees.
This is not coincidence.but
a matter of astronomical ge-
ometry that these numbers
are the same.

So being offset fmm each
other, those two imaginary
lines have to intersect each
other in two places. When
the Sun meets the intersec-
tion of the lines, we have the
Equinoxes, and on Friday
the Sun hits one of those in-
tersections at 5:03 AM. Fall
Begins!

Now the dates and actual
times of the seasons vary
each year. This is because
the Earthsts revolution speed
changes as it orbits the Sun
speeding up and slowing
down at various times. The
Earth also wobbles on its
Axis over a period of about
25000 years, so that also
changes the dates and times.

So at any rate, whether or
not you enjoy the geometry
of the Fall, enjoy the Fall
season with its changing
colors and nice cooler tem-
peratures.

DEAR DR.

DONOHUE: What is the

difference between anxiety and panic at-
tack? I am claustrophobic, and I need to fly
from the West Coast to the East Coast and
back. I can’t do so because of my problem.
I have tried therapy several times, but it
did not help. I do not want to go that route
gain. Can you give me some suggestions
on how to be able to fly with this problem?
Is there a medicine I could take before I get
on the plane? - Anon.
ANSWER: Anxiety is excessive worry.
In some cases, worry is appropriate. But
with pathological _anxiety, the worry is
about things that don’t merit worry or about

-imagined things that truly merit no concern.

Under *“‘anxiety disorders™ are many differ-
ent conditions, each with a slightly differ-
ent set of symptoms. . They all share some
things in common.

Panic attacks are the sudden onset of ter-
ror in places where such terror is inappro-
priate. The attack builds to a high pointin a

matter of 10 minutes or less. The attack can

panic attacks and phobias. I'm not positive
what you mean by “going that route™ again.
Do you niean a detailed probing into your
childhood and such matters? That isn’t usu-
ally necessary. The doctor might prescribe’
a medicine that calms you :md that you take
only when needed. You won’t become de-
pendent on that medicine every day of your
life. You use it only for the situation that
throws you into such high anxiety.

RAY: Actually, gasoline
and diesel fuel both are
products -that are made
from crude oil. When ‘a

" barrel of crude oil comes

into the reﬁncry. it’s dis-
tilled into its heavier and
lighter components.

TOM: The.lighter stuff
is used to make gasoline.
The next-heaviest stuff be-
comes jet fuel. After. that
on the scale comes diesel.
And below that is the stuff
they use to fuel ships, run
power plants and nourish
my brother’s hair plugs.

RAY: So, gasoline is

lighter, less dense, ‘more
flammable and more vol-
atile. When- you spra
gasoline into ‘a cylinder, it
starts to vaporize immedi-
ately, so that as soon as
the " spark plug fires, the
gasoline detonates and
powers the engine.

TOM Diesel fuel is

heavier, denser, less flam-
mable and less volatile. So
in order to detonate it, it
has to be compressed in
a cylinder to a very high
pressure and temperature,
at which point it detonates
without a spark.

The upside of
diesel fuel is that, because
it’s denser (like my broth-
er), it has more energy per
gallon.

Common Cooking Salts

letis face it. If wefre in a kitchen
cooking, chances are wefll be using
salt at some point, whether itis sear-
i boiling. grilling. roasting, or bak-

g. The chances that salt is involved
probably averages in at 99 percent. But
did you know that there are actually
differences in salt? Itfs so common, 1
think we often assume that all salt is
the same, but there is actually a great
deal of variety

The most common salts we
see in grocery stores are table salt, ko-
sher salt, and sea salt. But what makes
one different from the other? Ordinary
table salt is the most commonly used
salt. Itis typically the cheapest and the
most processed. Itfs scraped down till
most mincrals are removed from it and
tends to have the least flavor in com-
parison to other salts. Sea salt is pretty
straightforward: itfs harvested from the
sea. To get it processed, itis generally
evaporated naturally by being placed
in clay trays in the sun, and with this
method itis a lot less processed than
regular table salt

Kosher salt is known for its easy dis-
solvability: it's just regular table salt
rolled out into a flake, easy to dissolve,
though less dense, therefore less mass,

tend to

mon to use a lot less.

Now that we've cover salt basn:s
gets a lot more complicated.

There is a grey salt know for its=
moistness. Many consider it the bestz
quality of salt around because most of~
the minerals stay intact. One of my fa--
vorite salts is a pink Himalayan salt. It:
really is a light pink tint and typically>
comes in a grinder for a good fresh fla-:
vor. Some of the minerals found in Hi
malayan salt are calcium, iron, coppe
potassium, ‘and magnesium. Beneficia
minerals to your meal you probably:
didnit even realize you were ':ddlng b
simply using this particular salt.

So thereis just a little ul!unn.ihull
on salt, itis more than your standard:
old salt shaker. And if youire feeling a-
little crazy sometimes you can find eve
smoked salt crystals, or other nalural
flavor infused salt. Itis a whole salt
world you prgbably didnit even realize:
existed!
