Turner recommended 23 years
for the charge of murder, 10 years
for the charge of robbery, and five
years for the assault and tamper
ing charges.

Gayheart, 21, was reportedly
last seen alive in the Goble-Rob-
erts of area of Floyd County.

Drug enforcement organizations
and prosccutors are asking the Ken-
tucky General Assembly to make pseu-
doephedrine —an over-the-counter
drug needed to produce methamphet-
amine —availible only by prescription
in the Commonwealth.

Advocates say the change would
ensure products like Sudafed that con-
tain pseudoephedrine get into the right
hands instead of being purchased for
meth labs through loopholes in exist-
ing law. Current’ law requires psecudo-
ephedrine products be kept behind the
counter., identification be presented for
purchase, all purchases be logged, and
that purcha: be limited to 9 grams
every 30 days. But the law is being cir-
cumvented by meth producers and an
army of helpers called “smurfers’”™ who
travel to different pharmacies and buy
one or two boxes of product at a time
to avoid the purchase limit.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Jackie
Steele, who serves Laurel and Knox
counties, told the Interim Joint Com-
mittee on Judiciary recently that smurf—
ers are a real problem.

*(The 9 gram limit) will stop one
person from buying, but it doesn’t stop
someone clse from buying.” Steele
sai

Only two states — Oregon and Mis-

sissippi—have faws requiring a pre- °

scription to buy products containing
pseudoephedrine. Officials in_ both

states have reported significant drops
in meth lab busts since their laws took
effect in the past five years.

Kentucky lawmakers considered
legislation during the 2011 Regular Ses-
sion that would have mandated a pre-
scription for pseudocphedrine and other
meth precursors, but the bill—Senate
Bill 45 —did not pass into law. Legis
lation on the issue is likely to reappe:
during the 2012 Regular Session.

Kentucky now has the fourth larg-
est number of meth labs incidents in
the country, said Steele. The number of
actual meth labs is much higher, he ex-
plained. In Laurel County, Stecle said
the discovery of 165 meth labs was
counted as one incident because the
labs were found in one location.

L.aw enforcement organizations
joined Steele before the committee in
requesting that pseudoephedrine be
available only by prescription since,
they say, the current system is not
working. ““We need somc type of legis-
lation to help us do our job,” said Mark
Burden of the Kentucky State Police

Rep. Mary Lou Marzian., D-Lou-
isville, the co-sponsor of 2011 House
Bill 15 sponsored by Rep.
Belcher, D-Shepherdsville which was
similar to SB 45, said that she is be-
hind the movement for a prescription
requirement. But Marzian wanted to
know if any other compounds besides
pseudoephedrine need to be controlled.
Stecle said the pseudoephedrine is the
only drug absolutely required to make
meth, without substitution.

Representatives from'the Consumer
Healthcare Products Association and
Appriss. .a Louisville-based criminal
Jjustice technology solutions company,
then explained that they are not in
favor of a prescription requirement.
Carlos' Gutierrez with the CHPA said
“there’s no public outcry to take the
products out from, over-the-counter. In
fact, it’s quite the opposite.” A recent
Asthma and Allergy Foundation of
America study revealed that 71 percent
of Americans opposed a prescription
requirement, said Gutierrez.

He added that CHPA recommends
that the General Assembly instead con-
sider legislation to supplement Meth-
Check, a tracking service operated by

with a meth offender registry
purchases of pseudoephed-
rine for illegal use. Gutierrez said his
industry would also be in favor of re-
ducing the purchase limit from 9 grams
a month to 7.5 grams a month and re-
ducing the amount allowed to be pur-
chased per year by almost half.

Jim Acquisto, with Appriss said al-
most all the measures that lawmakers
favor are in place. He said electronic
tracking is the best monitor of the sale
of retail substances in the U.S.

PIKEVILLE — The

former director of Appa-

lachian Research and De-
fense is suing her former
employer, alleging she was
fired because of her race
and sex.

Cynthia Elliott filed
suit Oct. 2 in U.S. District
Court, claiming she was
the victim of discrimina-
tion.

Elliott was terminated
from her position Jan.
29. Published reports at
the time said AppalReD’s
board of directors fired her
after complaints prompted
an investigation.

A subsequent  audit
showed ‘the agency over-
spent its budget by nearly
$1 million under Elliott’s
leadership.

Elliott, however, alleges
she was fired because she is
black and a femnale, and in
retaliation for firing some
unnamed white employees.

The complaint also al--

leges acted with malice in
humiliating and defaming
Elliott, by her

office with tape, *“to dé-
pict her ol’ﬁce as a crime
scene.”

The original complaint
named AppalReD, as well
as each member of the
board of directors in their
official - and invidual ca-
pacities, as defendants. El-
liott later filed an amended
complaint, simply naming
AppalReD and unspecified
“John Does and Jane Does™
as

of improperly spending
$10,600 with an AppalRed
bank card, altering busi-
ness records and locking
her out of her office. The
complaint further states
AppalReD surrounded her

much wear-and-tear on
Old Blue and the saddle
leather (or pickup truck
tires).
