The
metals can damage DNA
once absorbed into the
body, Evers said.

Biological and envi-
ronmental samples are be-
ing collected . as part of
the DOD grant to create a

shared data bank that will®

be used “to study the ef-
fect of these heavy metals
as they contribute to cancer
development,” Evers said.

The current FDA-ap-
proved HPV vaccine, called
Gardasil, is often cost pro-
hibitive at market price of
$360 a person, according
to Miller. The new vaccine

would probably be market-
ed at $15 to $20 and ‘“‘serve
as a prototype for lung can-
cer vaccines that we’'re also
working at as part of that
program,” he said.

Rep. Wilson Stone, D-

tee, asked Miller if.there
are other environmental
or lifestyle issues besides
smoking- that might be
contributing to Kentucky's
higher-than-average state-
wide lun, cancer rate.

health risks; most parents
say their kids are healthy:

Children in rural areas
face more health chal-
lenges than those in urban
parts of the country, and
are more likely to be poor,
more vulnerable to death
from injuries, and more
likely to use tobacco. Rural
families also have more dif-
ficulty in gaining access to
health care. But the major-

whether they live in urban
or rural cor say

Only one in five urban chil-

n do.

-Though about 90 percent
of children surveyed had
health insurance, those in
rural areas were more likely
to have public coverage like
Medicaid or CHIP. Urban
children were more likely to
have private insurance. Ac-
cess to health care also re-
mains a factor. Of the 2,052

- their kids are healthy. -

These findings are fromi a
report entitled “The Health
and Well-Being of Children
in Rural Areas: A Portrait
of the Nation 2007,” com=>
piled by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Human
Services’ Health Resources
and - Services Administra-
tion. The report’s results are
based on the National Sur-
vey of Children’s Health,
conducted in 2007.

The survey classified

children as living in an ur-
ban area, a large or well-
populated rural area or a
small or isolated rural area
!ar}se rural —areas ‘include
large towns with popula-
tions of 10,000 to 49,999.
Small rural arcas include
small towns with popula-
tions of 2,500 to 9,.999. Sur-
vey results were not broken
down by state.

The report found chil-
dren’s overall health status
does not vary substantially
according to location. Four-
fifths of parcnts said their
children are in excellent or
very good health, regard
less of where they live

But the analysis found
rural children, a% whole,
face morc health risks than
their urban counterparts.
Only 67.6 percent of chil-
dren in large rural areas and
69.8 percent in small rural
areas are breast-fed, com-
pared to 77 percent of urban
children. (About 59 percent
of new.mothers breast-feed
in Kentucky, compared to
75 percent nationwide.)

Rural childrén are also
more likely to be -over-
weight or obese — 34.6
percent of children in large
rural areas and 35.2 percent
in small rural areas com-
pared to 30.9 percent of ur-
ban children. Rural children
are also more likely to live
with someone who smokes
— one in three children in
large rural areas and 35 per-

ldenuﬁed in 2010, 704 were

d as health profe
sional - shortage areas. Of
those, 467 had shortages for
dental care and 521 lacked
adequate mental health ser-
vices.

There are some advan-
tages for rural children,
however. They tend to be
better protected- and more
connected to their families
and communities. ore
than half of children in
small rural areas shared a
meal with their families
every day in the past week.
Children in small rural ar-
eas are also more likely to
get physical activity every
day (34.7 percent), though
they are less likely to have
access to community cen-
ters, parks or playgrounds.
However, rural children are
more likely 1o spend more
than an hour cach weekday
watching television or vid-
cos — 60.9 percent of chil-
dren in large rural areas did
so, compared to 53 percent
in small rural areas and 53.9
percent of urban children.

The data for the National
Survey of Children's Health
was generated using a ran-
dom telephone survey, in
which 2.8 million telephone
numbers were randomly
generated. After non-work=>
ing and non-residential
numbers were eliminated,
the remaining numbers
were called and survey-
ors spoke to respondents
to see if children less than
18 years of age lived in the
houschold. From each of
those households, one child
was randomly_ selected to
be the focus of the inter-
view and parents responded
to the survey questions.

Wholesale cos this
are, on average, about
2 percent lower than a year
ago. None of Kentucky's
five large natural gas distri-
bution companies have re-
ceived base rate increases
in the last year.
holesale prices over
the last two years have re-
mained at less than half the
peak prices seen in 2008.
Wholesale costs make up
the largest portion of re-
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tail gas bills during the
heating season. They are
passed through to consum-
ers on a dollar-for-dollar
basis by local distribution
companies. The amount of
natural gas in storage for
use during the winter is at
above-average levels, ac-
cording to data from the
federal Energy Informa-
tion Administration. That
suggests adequate supplies
and stable prices through
the heating season, unless
there is widespread and ex-
treme cold weather.

Wholesale natural gas
prices last spiked in 2008,
and then declined even
more abruptly in 2009
Prices have remained in a
fairly narrow range since
then

By federal law, natural
gas prices are not regulated
at the wholesale level and
generally fluctuate with
supply and demand. Under
Kentucky law, gas compa-
nies are entitled to recover
the wholesale cost of the
gas delivered 1o custom-
ers, including the fees they
pay to interstate pipelines
to transport the gas to their
retail distribution systems
Companies are not allowed
to earn a profit on their
gas commodity costs. The
companies’ gas cost adjust-
ments are reviewed by the
PSC to make sure they ac-
curately reflect the whole-
sale cost of gas.

About half of the natural
gas used for winter heat-
ing is put into storage in
the summer. The price at
which it was purchased is
the price passed through to
consumers. Until the last
decade, natural gas prices
typically were consider-
ably lower in the summer
than in the winter. That
gap has narrowed in recent
years, due in large part to
the increased use of natural
gas to generate electricity.

Kentucky’s .five major
natural ‘gas distribution
companies expect their ad-
justed wholesale cost this
November to be, on aver-
age, $5.56 per 1,000 cubic
feet (mcf). That is down
$.14 (2 percent) from an
average of $5.70 per mcf a
year ago.

In August 2008, the av-
erage -adjusted wholesale
cost peaked at $15.17 per
mcf. In November 2002 the
average adjusted wholesale
cost was $4.90 per mcf.

natural gas now accounts”

for about two-thirds of a
typical consumer’s winter
bill. A typical K

as companies make further
wholesale cost adjustments
throughout the heating sea-
son.

The five major natural
gas distribution companies
in Kentucky are 'Atmos
Energy, Columbia Gas of
Kentucky Inc. Delta Natu-
ral Gas Co. Inc., Louisville
Gas and Electric Co. and
Duke Energy Kentucky
Inc. Together the five com-
panies serve more than
750,000 customers in Ken-
tucky and deliver about
176 billion cubic feet of
gas annually.

Wholesale costs and
base rates vary by com-
pany. The base rates reflect
a utility's day-to-day oper-
ating costs, includin the
cost of delivering gas, as
well as a return ‘on_equity
for company shareholders.

About 44 percent of
Kentuckians  heat their
homes with natural gas.
Those who heat with pro-
pane (10 percent) and fuel
oil (3 percent) will see
high:r costs than last year.

The 39 percent of Ken-
tuckians who ‘use elec-
tric heat are likely to sce
somewhat’ higher bills on
average this winter, due to
a combination of base rate
increases for some utilities
and an increase in the price
of coal over the past year.
The cost of coal — used to
generate more than 90 per-
cent of Kentucky’s elec-
tricity — is a major factor in
the price of electricity.

Although the'slow pace
of cconomic growth has
helped keep fuel prices
stable, it also has left many
Kentuckians struggling
to pay their heating bills,
Armstrong said. Heating
assistance is available from
local community action
agencies and from utility
companies, but funds are
limited and sometimes run
out during the heating sea-
son, he said.

“Do not allow® a dif-
ficulty in paying a util-
ity bill to become a crisis,”
Armstrong said. “Now is
the time to"take the neces-
saty steps if you think that
you may need assistance
in paying your heating bill
this winter.”
