When the General As
the 2012 Regular Se
January, there is no -doubt what
the top issue will be: enacting the
state's budget for the next two years.
Redrawing state House, Senate and
congressional districts, something
done after each Census, will likely be
prominent as well,: especially in the
session’s opening weeks.

Beyond that, though, there will be
dozens of other topics large and small
needing attention. Earlier this month,
those who staff the legislature’s
15 main committees offered their
suggestions on what some of those
may be. The list isn’t comprehensive,
but their views shed further light on
what may be debated during the 60
legislative days.

One of the most important of
those will be finding ways to curb
prescription drug abuse, which has
seen a tremendous in recent
years. We have unfortunately become
a haven for what are called “pill mills,”
or doctor’s offi that do little more
than write prescriptions for such
controlled substances as OxyContin.

I have worked in recent months
to ensure that we better track those
involved in these potentially criminal
transactions, so that law enforcement
and physician licensing agencies have
what they need to take action. In
addition, I will be filing legislation
designed to make it easier for the

No egg rolls required

Here" an interesting
“prescription” for dealing
with all those intestine-
dwelling nasties that
can cause painful and
potentially fatal food
poisoning: orange beef!

Now here’s the kicker:
We're not talking about
the Chinese menu favorite,
and we're not even talking
about your intestines—well,
at least not at first.

know, 1 know,
explanations are definitely
in order. Let's start with
those intestines. As you
may know, your typical cow,
pig or chicken is walking
around with a whole host
of bacteria living happily
inside its intestines. Those
bacteria—and the roster
can include Salmonella
and E. coli—don’t bother
the animal at all, but if
they manage to wind up
on the food we eat (at
the processing plant or
anywhere along the food
production chain) and the
food isn’t properly cooked,
we humans could be jn fora
rough. few hours or days or
even a trip to the hospital.

One way to deal with
this problem would be to

reduce the populations
of those bacteria in the
animals intestinal tract,
thus reducing the likelihood
that these illness-causing
bacteria are going to be
present during slaughter
and processing.

If you buy cleaning

- products for your home,

what’s one component that
you can find in almost any
of those products these
days? You guessed it—the
citrus scent. Orange is the
“new black”™ when it comes
to cleaning.

But beyond just the color
and the smell, there’'s a
good chance your favorite
cleaning  product  really
does contain a compound
called d-limonene, which is
used in many such products
as an antimicrobial agent—
and which can be found in
citrus peels.

Using citrus byproducts
to “clean up” isn't a new
idea; in fact, it’s very, very
old. Citrus essential oils
have been a part of the
human diet for hundreds
of years, and their effects
on bacterial growth and
survival are. well studied.
Citrus oils are known to
kill Staphylococcus aureus,
Pseudomonas, Salmonella
and E. coli.

inCREDIT
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But the -scientists of
the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS) are taking
this knowledge a step
further by exploring citrus’
potential to clean up those
cows ... from the inside out.

Since 1999, they’ve been
experimenting with using
citrus  byproducts such
as peels and pulp to trim
bacterial populations in
the bovine gut. The idea is
to give us—and the meat
industry—a way to reduce
the pathogens in the live
animal without so much
reliance on antibiotics.

Initial lab results
published in 2005 showed
that when citrus products
are mixed into livestock
rations, the result was
a reduction in the pre-
gastric and lower
populations of E. coli
0O157:H7 (one of the worst
of the intestinal bad guys)
and a variant of Salmonella
enterica, without causing
a signihmmt change in the
cow’s. fermentation end
products.

The same ARS scientists
showed - that using citrus
byproducts
with . current - livestock
production practices, and

what’s more, the cows like

the pulp' and peels. Better
still, there'’s plenty of this
stuff lying aroun
‘While - there: is
abundance‘of citrus . peels
and pulp to be had, they’re

_ not necessarily where the

cattle are raised—and

_shipping. boxcars full - of

citrus. peels and pulp can

be costly because of their

weight. Even as compost;

the peels are di to

transport, the scientists '
say.

So they've ---“been
exploring processing ‘- the
peels into pellets. In_one
study, they fed the orange
peel pellets to sheep—used
as a substitute for cows in
this case—for eight days:
The result was a 10-fold
reduction in . Salmonella
and E. coli O157:H7 in the
sheep’s intestinal contents.

Processing plants depend
on a variety of factors to
help keep these intestinal
troublemakers away
from their end products;
think of it like building a
brick wall to keep out the
pathogens. Just. as. you
can’t build much of a wall
with just one  brick, our
food manufacturers  don’t
rely on just one strategy to
take care of the pathogen,
problem.

This “orange ' ..beef”
could - be". very . cost:
