As millions of Americans

ther around dinner
tables this holiday season,
there’s no better time to
be mindful of where our
food comes from and who
is ensuring its safety. This
is particularly important
when it comes to meat and
poultry, because the misuse
of antibiotics in animal
agriculture is leading to
the creation of antibiotic-
resistant superbugs that
threaten human health, and
there is no regulation in
sight.

Most people probably
would be surprised to learn
that 80 percent of antibiotics
sold in the United States are
used in animal agriculture.
The vast majority is for
non-therapeutic purposes,
such as promoting growth
and compensating for
effects of unsanitary and
overcrowded conditions.
Many of the antibiotics used
in food animal production,
such as penicillins and
tetracyclines, are the
same drugs we rely on to
treat human illnesses, and

- therein lies the problem.

Scientists say there is
no question that improper
use of antibiotics in animal
agriculture is leading to the

. development of resistant

- bacteria and diluting the
effectiveness of the drugs
for both animals and
people. The Alliance for the
Prudent Use of Antibiotics
has estimated that
antibiotic-resistant bacteria
generate $16.6 billion to
$26 billion per year in extra
costs to the U.S. health-care
system.

Since 1977, the FDA has
been trying to curtail the
improper -use of antibiotics
when producing meat, dairy
and egg products, but stiff
opposition from industry
has stopped it. every time.
But this past year it looked
like. the FDA was
ready to take a firm stand
on the issue.

.-In June 2010, the FDA’s
forrner principal deputy
commissioner, Dr. Joshua
Sharfstein, called a news
conference to issue a draft
guidance thdat would set

the stage for
regulations. Sharfstein
called the overuse of
antibiotics in animals, “an
urgent public health issue”
(Washington Post, FDA
seeks less use of antibiotics
in animals to keep them
effective for humans, Juné
29, 2010). Sharfstein also
recommended that industry
voluntarily take steps to
fix the problem on its own,
rather than have the FDA
impose regulations on it.

Not only has industry
done nothing to fix the
problem, the amount of
antibiotics purchased for
use in animals has actually
increased. 'This past year,
for the first time, the
FDA released 2009 data
showing exactly how
much antibiotics were sold
for use in animals — 28.8
million pounds,. four times
the 7.2 million pounds
sold for human use. Newly
released data for 2010 show
the overall amount used in
animals increased to 29.1
million pounds.

Knowing that industry
has not taken the FDA’'s
warning seriously, youd
think agency leaders would
say enough is enough. But
sadly, it seems the FDA has
lost its backbone. Just last
week it denied two petitions
to ban use of certain
antibiotics in animals raised
for food. The petitions were
filed by organizations such
as the American Academy
of Pediatrics, the American
Public Health Association
and the Center for Science
in the Public Interest.

When pressed to explain
why the petitions were
denied, the FDA reportedly
said its hands were tied. If
so, by whom?

Poll shows Kentuckians
favor statewide smoking ban

FRANKFORT — A
statewide smoke-free law
is more than a-breath of
fresh air, according to a
majority of Kentuckians in
a new poll. They support
legislation to ban smoking
in indoor public places. The
Foundation for a Healthy
Kentucky commissioned
the random survey of more
than 1,600 Kentuckians.

Sarah Walsh, senior
program officer with the
Foundation, says. the poll
shows that more than 54
percent of adults favor a
statewide ban on smoking
in most public places.

Hunters take four black
bears during annual season

Times Staff Report

- FRANKFORT - Hunters
took four black bears
during Kentucky’s third
‘season for the bruins,
:held during the weekend
of Dec. 10-11.

Neil Perkins, of Hallie,
‘took a 350-pound male
bear in Letcher County
that is the heaviest bear
taken since Kentucky’s
first bear season in 2009,
said Steven Dobey, bear
program coordinator -for
the Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife
Rescurces. Hunters took
two  bears in Letcher
County and two in Harlan
County.

Snow and ice storms
created difficult hunting
conditions during
‘Kentucky’s two previous
“bear seasons. A total of six

bears have now been taker
in three seasons. Hunters
purchased 484 permits for
the 2011 hunt.

Black bears moved
into Kentucky by natural
range expansion from
West Virginia, Virginia
and Tennessee. At the
present time only three
southeastern counties
— Harlan, Letcher and
Pike — are open to bear
hunting in Kentucky.

“Our highest
densities are on
Mountain, which
through Harlan and
Letcher counties and
extends into Pike County
along its southeastern
boundary,” said Dobey.
“Harlan and Letcher
counties border Virginia,
which has had a fall bear
season for decades.”

streams. Fly anglers need
to get their oﬁenngs near
the bottom in winter and
nymphs, ' smaller stone
fly imitations and small
leech patterns work well in
winter.

Small 1/32-once brown
or olive marabou jigs
produce winter trout in
these streams. Work them
slowly on the bottom in the
deeper holes as you would
for smallmouth bass. Black,
red or grey in-line spinners
also draw strikes from
hungry trout in December
and January. These streams
flow extremely clear during
winter, so use no more than
4-pound test monofilament
or fluorocarbon.

A brown or
black hair jig in the same .
weight fished without a
trailer also works for winter
farm "~ pond largemouth
bass. Work these lures as
slowly as possible as to
entice lethargic  winter
largemouths. You won'’t
get many strikes, but the
largemouths that do strike
are usually large females,
using a productive feeding
situation to nourish the
developing eggs in their
bellies.

The holiday season is one
of the most overlooked and
productive time of year to
fish. Plus, you likely won’t
see another angler all day.
Get out of the house and
enjoy it.
