Dec. 26, 2011 at 11:59 p.m.

All of the fatalities involved
motor vehicles and two of the
victims were not wearing seat
belts. Single-fatality crashes
occurred in Hardin, Hart and
‘Warren counties.

Through Dec. 26,
preliminary statistics indicate
that 709 people have lost their
lives on Kentucky roadways
during 2011. This is 45 fewer
fatalities than reported for the
same time period in 2010.

There have been 564 motor
vehicle fatalities and 287 of
those victims were not wearing
seat belts. Sixty-four of those
crashes involved a commercial
motor vehicle. Sixty-one
crashes involved a motorcycle
and thirty-four victims were
not wearing helmets. Twenty-
five crashes involved an ATV
and 21 vicims were not
wearing helmets. Fifty-three
crashes involved pedestrians
and two involved a bicycle. Two
crashes involved a scooter and
two involved a horse-drawn
vehicle. A total of 118 fatalities
have resulted from crashes
involving the suspected use of
alcohol.

Other forms of
hydrocodone are already
available, marketed under
such names at Vicodin,
Lortab and Lorcet. Unlike

McDOWELL — Police are investigating
the latest in a string of robberies in the Left
Beaver area, this time at the IGA gas statiom:

Kentucky State Police reports that a white
male wearing a black hooded sweatshirt;
black gloves and a green ski mask approached
the gas station Monday and opened thé
clerk’s window. He then produced a weapori
and demanded money from the clerk. H

After receiving an undisclosed amount of
money, the man then fled east on Route 122
in a maroon Nissan sedan.

No arrests have yet been made. Det. Ryan
Hamilton is investigating the case.

The robbery is just the latest in a string of
armed robberies stretching from McDowell
to Wheelwright, although police have -said
they have not linked any of the crimes to each
other.

On Nov. 21, a man with a firearm robbed
the Cardinal Country Store, at Wheelwright.
The perpetrator was described as being
approximately 5 feet, 5 inches tall., At the
time of the robbery, he was wearing a black
mask, a white or tan hooded sweatshirt,
camoflauge pants and gloves.

Former Gov. Paul Patton
President. University,of Pikeville

This is a question that
- has become a subject of
discussion among the
policy makers in the

. Commonwealth. To me,

- the answer is obvious.

- Yes. The gold standard
of education today is the
bachelor’s degree. The
percentage of adults age
24 to 44 with a bachelor’s
degree in the 12 major
coal-producing counties
in Eastern Kentucky is 9.1
percent. In the rest of the
Commonwealth it is almost
double that, 17.1 percent.
If Kentucky is to realize
its maximum potential,
. the educational level of
Eastern Kentucky must be
brought up to t

- rest -of Kentucky

T educational attainment
Kentucky as a whole must
be brought up to that of
the nation. An increase in
educational attainment of

° this magnitude can only
be accomplished by having
an affordable, high quality,
comprehensive state
- supported university in
the coalfields dedicated to
eradicating this educational
deficiency.

Proximity Promotes
Participation! Look at the
education of the population
in the rural counties which
have had state supported
universities for the past 80
years or more and then look
at Pike County. Calloway
County has Murray State
University and 24.0 percent
of the adult population
between 24 and 44 have a
bachelor’s degree. Warren
County, with Western, 24.7
percent, Madison County,
Eastern, 21.8 percent and
Rowan County, Morehead,
21.9 percent. But Pike
County, with the University
of Pikeville, is only 9.9
percent

These counties have also
evolved from agricultural
economies to diverse
economies. East Tennessee
has East Tennessee State
University in Johnson. City,
Tennessee, and it does
not have our problems.
Western North Carolina
has Appalachian State
University in Boone,

" North Carolina, and it does
not .have our problems.
Northern West Virginia
has a coal economy and
West Virginia University
and it does mot have our
problems. And if we had an
80-year-old state supported
university like the rest of

_ the state, we wouldn’t have

- our problems.

I am gratified that major
state leaders see the need
and are willing to consider

the University of Pikeville
as the vehicle to achieve
this end. Any proposal will
be subject to the approval
of the Board of Trustees of
the University of Pikeville;
however, I believe the board
will agree to the transfer of
all the assets and liabilities
of the university (excepting
the endowment) to a state
university on an equal
status with the six existing
comprehensive universities
and  with  comparable
funding, considering
difference in size. The
replacement value of those
assets will be nearly 3200
million.

State support
our tuition ($16,250)
by more than half and
substantially increase
the number of students
achieving bachelor’s
degree. All of Kentucky will
benefit from the increase
in intellectual capital. Our
medical school has proven
that if we educate students
from the mountains, in the
mountains, they will stay
in the mountains to serve
our people. The quality
of healthcare in Eastern
Kentucky is already
significantly improved
because - of the presence
of hundreds of doctors
educated at the Kentucky
College of Osteopathic
Medicine, which is a part of
the University of Pikeville
and would be a part of this
public university.

Divisions aside, the moment
does seem ripe to revive the issue in
legislative session, and for two reasons:

Kentucky has been fortunate in
many ways the last several years,
but numerous challenges are still in
front of us. As it has been for several
years, the goal is to do all we can to
avoid puiting an undue burden on
our children and our most vulnerable
citizens. Like many of the state budget
officials, I am “cautiously optimistic™
that we can do just that.

The budget process will formally
kick off several weeks from now,
when Governor Beshear will offer his
plan to the General Assembly. I will
of course keep you updated on its
progress.

could be hitting the
market in 2013, and that
spells trouble for Eastern
Kentucky.

The drug, Zohydro, is a
pure form of hydrocodone
that has been described
as being “10 times more
powerful” than Vicodin. The
drug is being formulated as
a time-release medication,
presumably in an effort
to prevent it from being
abused. Critics, however,
point out that other time-
release formulations  in
drugs such as Oxycontin
have proven completely
ineffective in stopping
abuse, because addicts can
simply crush the pills to get
an intense and immediate
high.

‘While the  company
behind the drug, Zogenix,
bills it as an alternative for
patients who cannot tolerate
other  painkillers, like
Vicodin, Lortab or Lorcet,
which are mixed
aspirin or acetaminophen,
.it is clear from anyone who
has witnessed the drug
crisis in Eastern Kentucky
that it will most likely
result in even more crime,
suffering and death.

That’s ~ not just our
opinion; it’s one that is held
by nearly everyone who has
been on the front lines of
the prescription drug abuse
epidemic in our region.

Floyd County Coroner
Greg Nelson, who has
had a . front-row seat to
the devastation drugs
like hydrocodone and
oxycodone can cause, says
he fears the new drug will
only make matters worse.

Former Special Assistant
Attorney General and

prosecutor David
Jorjani is even more
succinct in describing the
trouble he sees on the
horizon.

All of this has us
wondering why the drug is
being developed, when the
medical community doesn’t
want or need it, and when
law enforcement expresses
strong reservations about
its potential for abuse.

The pharmaceutical
companies developing
Zohydro and other ‘copycat
drugs clearly must know
that their products will
kill people. They sce it
happening every single day.
And they have been warned
that the problem is growing
worse

In November, a
from the
Disease

report

Centers for
Control and
Prevention found that,
in 2008, prescription
painkiller overdoses killed
over 40 people every single
day in the United States —
an increase of 400 percent
over the past decade.

Meanwhile, the
pharmaceutical companies
raked in billions in profits,
and - financial speculators
are taking note. Since
stories about concerns
over Zohydro first began
appearing over the
weekend, Zogenix’s stock
has skyrocketed nearly 70
percent.

And yet, Zohydro appears
assured of steamrolling
through to regulatory

approval.

To put it bluntly, this
is  horrifying.  Clearly,
the U.S. health system is
broken beyond repair, when
pharmaceutical companies
and ‘shareholders stand to
make out like bandits from
a product that will most
assuredly kill thousands:

We certainly hope
the Food and Drug
Administration, which has
so far given the green light
to Zohydro, will take note

of the concerns being raised °

about ‘the product.” And
we hope that Gov. Steve
Beshear, Attorney General
Jack Conway and legislative
leaders do what they can
between now and when
the drug hits the market to
minimize the certain harm
it will cause.

The first President Bush won Iowa the
yvear he lost the nomination to Reagan.
He lost it in 1988, the year he defeated
Dukakis.

In 1976; Democrats put up a strong
array of strong candidates. The contenders
for their party’s nomination included
Sen. Birch Bayh of Indiana, former Sen.
Fred Harris of Oklahoma, Rep. Morris
Udall of Arizona, Sen. Scoop Jackson of
Washington state, and Sargent Shriver,
who - had been George McGovermn's
nunning mate four years earlier. Oh, and
the relatively unknown former governor
of Georgia, Jimmy Carter.

Carter finished ahead of them all in
Iowa and was propelled to a successful
run for the presidency, more’s the pity.
In fairmess to Iowa voters, it should be
pointed out that Carter finished second to

The rules for the caucuses — one set
for Democrats, another for Republicans
are almost impossible to fully
understand, though in my many years
of covering them as a reporter and
newspaper columnist 1 always found
that drinking helped. The Democrats
keep breaking apart into ever-smaller
groups with more emphasis on making

sure every group, gender, race, and
sexual preference is represented than
on whom the candidate should be.

The Republicans, as T understand it,
vote m their precincts on caucus night,
pass the results on to the press, then
forget about them. Months later, at the
state convention where delegates to the
national convention are actually chosen,
everyone votes for whomever they choose
without reference to the caucuses.

These things take place at hundreds
of venues in the dead of an Iowa winter
and can consume as much as two or three
hours, with no absentee voung Nor is
there a secret ballot.

It's no more or less democratic than a
Russian election, I suppose.

Out of this mess comes an avalanche
of stories. 'm guessing that many will
have headlines such as this one: “Newt
Gingrich has seized the reins of the
campaign.”

The best thing about the caucuses is
that-they are really fun. Jowa campaigns
are retail politics at their most charming,
and the people are great.

I remember one caucus at which Orville
Armstrong, a legendary if rough-hewn
Polk County supervisor, became incensed
at what the speaker in front of hiin was
saying, so he punched him between the
shoulder blades, sending him flying over
a row of chairs. You don’t get action like
that with a secret ballot.

police_department.

Police Chief Kevin Billiot
of Montgomery, La., was
one of 31 participants in
the Fall 2011 Rural Law
Enforcement Technology
Institute, a national
conference hosted Dec. 4-8
in Annapaolis, Md. by the

Rural, Tribal and

Regional Center
(SRTB-RC). SRTB-RC is
a Public Safety program
operated by The Center
for Rural Development in
Somerset.

In these
tightening budgets and
limited resources, Billiot’s
department needed almost
everything it takes to
equip and operate a police
department: patrol vehicles,
in-car video = equipment,
Ibptop computers, and even
the ‘most basic item for the
winter season—heavy-duty
coats for his officers.

“We have''a group of
dedicated officers. and
some of the most basic
equipment, but beyond
that we have little else,”
said Billiot, who took
over as the town’s police
chief in April 2011. “The
opening of Interstate 49
drew traffic, commerce
and people away from our
community.

Once approved
by local officials, Brown
said he would also fill the
vehicles with  uniforms,
recorders, and other items
for Billiot’s department
that his own department no
longer utilizes.

“When you look at a
department that truly has
nothing and is completely
in need, it makes you reflect
and say, “Let’s get them
what they need,”” Brown
said. “Our older equipment
is new equipment to them,
<o if I can get him a couple
of ve! hn les, that's \\.th we'll
do.”

Following his
pr ntation,  Billiot  also
received offers of five laptop
computers, assistance from
three law-enforcement
officials in developing
departmental policies, help
in creating personal ID
badges, and officer-worn
cameras from SRTB-RC

“As I was compiling a list
of my department’s needs,
1 realized that everything
on that list has already
been met by those at the
Institute,” said Billiot,
who came to Montgomery
to pastor a church and
found himself the town’s
appointed police chief
6 months later. He now
serves in both positions.

“I am familiar with
camaraderie and
brotherhood of police
departments, but to
actually see it in action, and
be the primary beneficiary
of that at t conference,
is  humbling and really
overwhelming,” he added.

Billiot did not have any
law-enforcement training
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or experience when he
accepted the position of
police chief of Montgomery,
a town in Grant Parish, La.
with a population of only
730 residents. He has since
graduated from Alexandria
Regional Police Academy,
but continues to seek
training opportunities for
himself and other officers
in his department.

“The Rural Law
Enforcement Technology
Institute is a good place to
come and get resources—
not just from the federal
government but from other
participants at the event,”
Michael O’Shea, program
xnan.\p‘mr for the U.s
De nent  of Justice’s
NL X 2] system, said.
“Whether you come from
an agency with one officer
or from an agency with
25,000 officers, we all have
the same issues and the
same problems.”

Run-flat tires are the best option when tires keep getting punctured

Dear Tom and Ray:

Between- _yesterday
“afternoon and
morning, I have had three
flat tires. The tire that
was flat yesterday had a
screw in ‘it, and the tires
that are flat this morning
have finishing nails. Other
than the obvious question
of “Was this sabotage?”
- I have a question about
repairing the tires. My
quéstion is, Are  plugs
reliable, or are patches
or tire . replacement
recommended? I will add
that I am living in Costa
Rica, and tire puncturing
is a known technique for
robbing foreigners. Thus
the idea of replacing
tires only to have them
repunctured is not
appealing. But even less
appealing is having to stop
along a highway (they
do not have shoulders)
and being held up by the
people who put the nails

in the tire. — Bill

TOM: Well, my first
thought was that you need
run-flat tires. But I'm not
sure that technology ‘is
widely © available where

" you live. Run-flats require

special equipment to
mount them, plus they're
expensive, require tire-
monitors  and
may not be as repairable
as standard tires.

AY: So, on second
thought, you need a
55-gallon drum.of pepper
spray mounted on the
roof.

TOM: Actually, plugs
have  been wused since
the days of the Roman
chariots. OK, not that
long, but they're well-
established and effective.
As long as the hole in the
tire is not too big (and
screw or nail holes are not
too big), you can insert a
plug and expect it to last
for the remaining life of
the tire which in your
case sounds like about six
hours.
