Move over, cowpea; crunch up, camelina:

There&#39;s a new biofuel crop in town, and it could

be about to give you all a run for the mor

The new contender is called sunn hemp,
also known as Crotalaria juncea. It hails from

India and Pakistan, and it’s used to the rough
life, standing up to the strains of poor, sandy and

droughty soils

What’s more, the scientists of the Agricul-
tural Research Service (ARS) say this tough
tropical legume could fit quite nicely into the

crop rotations of farmers in the southeastern
United States, getting around the vexing ques-

tion of “food or fuel?” on their acreage.
In tests in South Carolina, the ARS scien-

tists compared the energy content of sunn hemp
with cowpea (Vigna unguiculata), another com-

mon regional summer cover crop, in 2004 and
2006.

‘The scientists grew both crops in experi-
mental plots near Florence, S.C., and harvested

both crops on the same day times in each

year of the study. The last harvest for both years
was conducted right after the first killing freeze

of the season-

the varieties of camelina on hand now would

require about as much water as growing spring
wheatBso that&#39; problematic.

But the scientists say that with appropriate
plant breeding and careful selection of varict-
ies that offer the right agronomic and oil quality

characteristics, camelina has potential to be a

good oil seed crop to grow in the fields duri
those years when dry-area farmers have to lay
off the wheat production for a while to let soil

moisture levels build upa bit.
.

Meanwhile,ARS scientists in Arizona have

already. identified a few lines of germplasm
from the ARS camelina collection that would
work well as a rotation with cotton plants. ARS’

concentrates on

identifyin thos high-yield lines that the bic-
fuel industry can use to develop new cultivars

suitable for different growing conditions across

the country, so it’s really not a “‘one size must fit
all” type of situation.

There’s

lot to play with, too; the ARS cam-

elina germplasm collection in Ames, Iowa, has
85 accessions of seven camelina species from

around the world available to researchers na-

tionwide for tinkering and exploration.
