The trial is expected to

resume today in Floyd Cir-
cuit Court, and could last
well into next week.

On Aug. 10, 2008, Terry
Fisher, then_a prisoner at

the Floyd County Deten-
tion Center, was report-
edly found near death in
his cell, after allegedly
being assaulted by other

inmates. ne defendant

originally named in the

charges, Michael Rowland,
died before he could be
brought to trial.

Fisher, through his
niece, Tina Green, is also

currently involved in civil
lawsuit being tried in U.S.
District court against the

Floyd County Detention
Center.

First-degree assault is a
