The evidence
can be found in the unani-
mous passage of Senate Bill
75 from the chamber this
week.

-The resulting legislation
allows for white or gray re-
flective tape to be used as
an alternative.

The
curriculum outlined in SB 38
would meet those qualifica-
tions. If made law, the provi-
sions would take effect in the
2014-2015 school year. The
bill does not go far enough.
I support raising the state-
wide legal dropout age to 18.

The Speaker’s bill could -

make Kentucky eligible
for 10 percent more mon-
ey recovered under Med-
icaid fraud. This is sub-
ject to federal approval,
but it would let Kentucky
receive up to 40 percent
of the funds rather than
30 percent, which mir-
rors the traditional rate
the state provides as part
of its -match for the $5
billion-plus program. The

remaining funds  would
principally go to the fed-
eral government and the
one who brought the ini-
tial legal action.

He said that the law
does not create new lev-
els of fraud, but offers
an avenue for more cases
to be prosecuted. It also
does not apply in tax-re--
lated cases or those sole-
ly involving local govern-
ments.

“This legislation has a
lot of potential, and I'm
hoping we can move it
through the House quick-
ly,” Speaker Stumbo said.
“The sooner we can get
it enacted, the sooner we
can bring about the kind
of accountability Ken-
tuckians deserve — not
just in Medicaid, but ev-
erywhere in state govern-
ment.”

"~ Kentuckians 'can justi-

. fiably take pride -in the
fact that two native sons
became Presidents of the
United States.. -Zachary
‘Taylor (1849-1850) had
a short and rather tumul-
tuous term as president.
Abraham Lincoln. (1861-
1865) = guided our re-
public through the most
traumatic’ period in our
history.

Kentucky also produced
four vice presidents, but
their stories are largely
forgotten. The first Ken-
tuckian to serve as Vice
President was Richard
M. Johnson (1837-1841).
He was one of the most
‘controversial politicians
of his day. Born in Jeffer-
son County in 1780, his
family moved to Bryan's
Station in Fayette County

before his second’ birth-
day. Johnson’s mother
gained fame during the
siege of the post in 1782
when she led a group of
women to a spring in or-

‘der to provide water to

the fort just prior- to an
Indian attack.

s a ,popular young
attorney, Johnson was
elected to the U.S. Con-

" gress at the age of 25

and gained notoriety
as a “War Hawk,” push-
ing for war with Britain.
Onc¢e war was declared
in 1812, Johnson raised
three companies of Ken-
tucky volunteers and
soon rose to the rank of
colonel. During the battle
of the Thames (Oct. 13,
1813), Johnson led an at-
tack against more than a
thousand pro-British In-
dians hidden in a swamp.
Though wounded five
times, he was given cred-
it for killing the famed
Shawnee war-chief Te-
cumseh. He was known
for the rest of his life as

“Tecumseh” Johnson.

Though his political
career resumed after the
War of- 1812, Johnson’s
distinguished military
career was offset by his
long-term and openly
romantic affair wife his
slave Julia Chinn. Chinn
bore him two daughters
who later married white
men.

Johnson was invited
to be Martin Van Bu-
ren’s running mate on
the Democratic ticket in
1836. Though Van Buren
gained the necessary ma-
jority in the electoral col-
lege, 23 Democratic elec-

“tors from Virginia refused

to cast their second votes
for Johnson. Falling short
of an electoral majority,
he was chosen as Vice
President by the Senate.
He was not re-nominated
when Van Buren ran for
reelection in -1840. John-
son County, Kentucky is
named for’ Richard M.
Johnson.

John C. Breckinridge

(1857-1861) was the
youngest Vice .President
in U.S. history. Though
only 36 when he took

“the oath of office, he had

already 'served in both
houses of Congress and
was a veteran of the Mex-
ican War.

Breckinridge was nomx-
nated for President in
1860 by the Southern
wing of the Democratic
Party,

Abraham Lincoln. During
the Civil War, ‘'he fought
gallantly for the Confed-
erate Army and served
as the Confederacy’s last
Secretary of War. He fled
the country at the conclu-
sion of the war, returning
in 1869. Breckinridge
strongly opposed the ac-
tivities of the Ku Klux
Klan in post-war Ken-
tucky.

Adlai Stevenson (1893-
1897) was born in Chris-
tian County, Kentucky in
1835. His family migrated
northward in 1852 after

bad weather destroyed his
father’s tobacco crop. He
became active in Illinois
politics during the 1850s
as a strong supporter of
Stephen Douglas and
vngotous opponent of the
anti-immigrant . “Know
Nothing” movement.
Stevenson was nomi-
nated as Grover Cleve-
land’s running mate in
1892. Though the ticket
was successfully elected,
Stevenson differed with
President Cleveland on
matters. related to cur-
rency. Democrats did not
re-nominate Cleveland
for a_ third term. How-
ever in 1900, Stevenson
was. again nominated on
the Democratic slate with
William Jennings Bryan,
but the Bryan-Stevenson
ticket was defeated in
the general election by
incumbent President Wil-

Barkley
(1949-1953) served as
Vice President under
Harry Truman after a

long and outstanding
Congressional career.
Barkley was an advocate
of prohibition and 'anti-
gambling legislation. He
was a strong.supporter of
President Franklin Roos-
evelt’s New Deal pro-
grams during the Great
Depression. He was nar-
Towly chosen as Senate

Majority Leader in 1937.

After the end of World .

‘War 11, Barkley helped se-

cure Senate ratification of
the United Nations Char-
ter and forcefully champi-
oned statehood for Israel.
Barkley’s vigorous cam-
paigning helped Presi-
dent Truman get reelect-
ed in 1948. When Barkley
was inaugurated as Vice
President in 1949, he was
the oldest person to serve
in that position. Barkley
returned to the Senate in
1955, but died the follow-
ing year.

MSHA secks

information

for miners’ rightls survey

ARLINGTON, Va. — The U.S. De-
partment of Labor’s Mine Safety and
Health Administration is seeking
public comment on data collection
relating to miners’ nghts in the work-
plice. The agency is performing a pi-
lot study to determine how to survey
miners’ understanding of their rights
under the Federal Mine afety and
Health Act of 1977 and the degree to
which they believe they are free to ex
ercise those rights at work. MSHA is
the third agency in the department to
initiate this type of survey, following
the Wage and Hour Division and the
Occupational Safety and Health Ad-
ministration.

“What we hope to ultimately learn
from this pilot and subsequent survey
is how we can better educate miners
on their rights to safe and healthful
working conditions,” said Joseph A
Main, assistant secretary of labor for
mine safety and health. “If a miner is
denied the right to participate in safe-
guarding health and safety at his or
her mine, it puts at risk not only the
miner’s safety, but the safety of fellow
miners.”

MSHA aims to implement an anon-
ymous survey in a setting and format
that will result in candid and reliable
responses. In order to achieve this,
the agency is performing the pilot
study to investigate the efficacy of
different data collection methods and

to develop an appropriate survey in-

strument for the mining community.
While the current pilot is focused on
coal miners and coal mining commu-
nities, MSHA’s goal is to determine
how .to measure miners’ knowledge
and willingness to exercise rights
under the Mine Act across all mining
sectors.

“The overarching goal is for miners
to be able to addre health and safety
concerns at work,” added Main. “But
in order to achieve that goal, 2've
first got to pinpoint the reasons why
some don't speak up. We heard testi-
mony at congressional field hearings
after the Upper Big Branch disaster
about miners who were afraid to make
safety complaints for fear of losing
their jobs. We want to know what ar-
eas of the country and in what mining
sectors this and other factors affeet
miners’ exercise of their rights.

MSHA h\ghllght(‘d the importance
of gathering this information in a
meeting this week with stakeholders
representing miners. The agency also
discussed the development of materi-
als to aid miners and miners’ repre-
sentatives in carrying out their rights
and responsibilities under the Mine
Act.

We're not short of ex
isting methods to achie
thi n fact, nearly a half
dozen methods already
have federal approval for
accomplishing this man-
datory . pasteurization.

I'he ientists
infrared heating
well for killing
nella on either roasted
or raw almonds. They've
compared three different
approaches: conventional
hot-air heating, the in-
frared heating, or a dou-
ble-whammy of infrared
heating followed by the
hot-air heating, a combi-
nation they call -SIRHA
(for “sequential infrared
and hot air”

Perhaps  surprisingly,
SIRHA was more energy-
i nt than either the

the hot air

Has a

heating alone. That’s be-
cause the scientists found
the combination can pro-
duce a pasteurized prod-
uct while significantly
reducing roasting time,
which should translate
to savings on processors’
energy bills

In their tests, the sci
entists substituted the
bacterium Enterococcus
faecium for S. enterica,
which worked because E
faecium is just as heat-re-
sistant as the Salmonella.
By heating the almonds
with infrared until they
reached a surface tem-
perature of 284 degrees
(which took about one
minute), then roasting
the nuts with hot air at
the same temperature for
about 11 minutes, the sci-
entists achieved a more
than 5.8-log reduction in
the levels of E. faecium—

well beyond the required
4-log minimum.

But what about those of
us who might like our al-
monds au naturale—that
is to say, raw and still in
the shell? The ARS scien-
tists say infrared can fill
the bill there, too, with
a three-step process that
leaves the nuts virtually
indistinguishable from
those that haven’'t been
treated.

Sounds like this mean
down the road, there’ll b
even more to love about
almonds—and maybe
more to Brian, too! -
