Crews will attempt to reinforce

th hillside next to the road using
“soil nails,” which Moore said is a

technique similar to using roof bolts
in an underground mine. Th meth-

od was first used on the new sections

of U.S. 119, at Sidney. In that proj-
ect, the “soil nail wall” was sculpted
and painted after the nails were in--

stalled, giving the appearance of a

natural cut along the highway.
At Sizemore Mountain, the nails

will be drilled horizontally beneath

the roadbed and anchored into rock.
“In order to install the nails, we

have to excavatea bench approxi-
mately 10 feet deep along the length

of the break,’’ Moore said. “*This will

provide access t drill the soil nails

herizontally into the rock strata be-.
low the roadbed.”

Moore. said the department is

hopeful the ‘soil nail approach will

result in repairs that are safer and.
last longer than’ those perform in
