As you are probably aware, 13.3 percent of the state’s

total population is now 65 and over. There are 19,000 Ken-

tuckians on waiting lists for services from the Department
of Aging and Independent Living, including nearly 6,500

waiting for home-delivered meals and‘3,200 in need of

homemaker services. The waiting lists for basic in-home

services and senior meals continue to grow in a tough
economy.

For too many years, home- and community-based ser-

vices have gone underfunded or have been cut. These vital

and cost-effective services help Kentuckians live indepen-
dently and stay in their own homes longer, which is what

they want to do.

AARP surveyed its Kentucky members and 79 percent
of them said staying in their own home for as long as pos-
sible is their top priority. I know that increasing the state’s

capacity for affordable home- and community-based ser-

vices increases’ consumers’ choices, improves quality
of life for aging citizens and saves taxpayer dollars. It’s

proven that in-home services and supports are more cost-

effective than institutional.care in skilled-care facilities

and decrease the state’s Medicaid costs.

As it stands now, 81 percent of Kentucky’s long- term

types. Corn borers, com earwornmns, com

rootwomms ... there’s apparently no part of a

corn plant that nobody wants to eat.

The diseases are just as impressive, and

begin before the plant’s even sprouted, with
seed rot. Then you move on to gray leaf spot,

anthracnose leaf blight, southern rust—re-

ally, it’s a wonder that any of us ever get to

enjoy a bowl of corn flakes.

Three of the “biggies” in the United States

are southern corn leaf blight, northern leaf
blight, and the aforementioned gray leaf

spot, all of which Cause lesions on the corn

plant’s leaves. In the U.S. Com Belt,’ north-
erm leaf blight and gray leaf spot are serious

problems.

Of ‘course, it wasn’t just

about “which plants suffer
least from which diseases,
but about which genes in
those plants make possible
any degree of resistance.

But there was a major clue
to that mystery. When the

scientists tested the lines

for resistance to the three

diseases, they found that if a

corm variety was resistant to

one of the diseases, chances
were favorable that it was

also resistant to the other
two.

The researchers used a

statistical analysis technique
called association mapping

to identify regions of the ge-

nome associated with thos
variations in disease resis

tance. Pay dirt came in the
form of discovery of a gene

known as a GST (glutathion
S-transferase), part of a fam-

ily of genes known for their
roles in regulating the plant’s

detoxification and reaction

to oxidative stress. Both of

those functions-are consis-
tent with a role in disease~

- resistance.
‘This is a big breakthrough,

because usually

-

scientists

are looking for a gene that

causes a change in just one

trait. Instead, the ARS sci

entists took the approach of

tracking gene versions that
are associated with varia-
tion in multiple traits, such

as resistance to multiple dis-
eases.
