miners were killed, Butte

residents have paid for in-

adequate regulations and

enforcement with their lives

And they worked hard —

through unions and other

organizations — to create life-

saving labor, health, and en-

vironmental protections that
built the middle class and

bolstered the customer base

for local small businesses.
Butte’s history of work

ing together to protect our

local community and local

economy. from corporate
special interests runs deep.

But it’s not just Butte’s story.
In thousands of communi-
ties across the nation, people
have come together to de-

mand rules ‘and safeguards
that protect our well-being.

Now, some politicians are

siding with~ big businesses
who want to roll back these

protections, threatening to

take away health, ety,
and financial rules that keep
our air clean, our workforce

healthy, and our -customers

safe. Big businesses want

more profits — no matter

how much it costs the pub-
lic.

You don’t have to be a

small business owner to see

how high these costs can be.

Just look at the 2008 finan-

ial crisis. That ¢risis, which

destroyed more than 8 mil-
lion jobs and left us with this

jobless recovery, was caused

by decades of deregulation
that let Wall Street run wild

in pursuit of astronomical

profit — at our expense.
It boggles my mind that

some legislators are arguing
that gutting rul

dards

er drinkin binge as the cure
for a really bad hangover. It’s

utterly insane.

The fact is, regulations
create jobs. About 32 jobs

are created for each $1 mil-
lion of restoration funds for
the Silver Bow Creek (for
which $85 million has been

allocated). The workers on

that project will be paying
customers at Butte busi-

nesses. That’s what small

businesses need: customers.

I’ve heard politicians say

they&#3 for “liberating” Main

Street. I&#3 for that, too. Id
love to be liberated from
the Too-Big-to-Fail banks

and from health insurance

companies that hike rates by
double digits every year. But

gutting regulations won&#3

“liberate” small businesses
— it will liberate big banks

and insurance companies to

crush us.

o, the next time you hear

politicians talk about scrap-

ping clean air or financial

protections in the name of

small business, don’t buy it.

Remember that these rules

keep communities healthy
and level the playing field for

small businesses against big
special interests. If we let big
business use small business

as an excuse to rewrite the

rules — for their gain and our

‘loss — the joke will be on all

of us. We have seen that hap-
pen before. Let’s make sure

it doesn’t happen again.

In 1977, McDowel (Kentucky) High
School basketball player Geri Grigsby fin-
ished her lustrious high school career

with a glittering national-record 46.1 points
per game scoring average.

Some 35 years later, that mark’ still
stands, according to the National Federa-
tion of State High School Associations’ Na-
tional High School Sports Record Book.

The Sfoot-S guard started her high
school basketball-playing career at exactly

the right time, and she made the most of it.
As a result of Title IX legislation passed

by the federal government in 1972 along
with legislation passed by the Kentucky
General Assembly, interscholastic sports
opportunities for girls resumed in Ken-

tucky for the first time in nearly 40 years.
The daughter of longtime basketball coach
Pete Grigsby, Geri Grigsby grew up in an

environment that was very conducive to
her development as both a basketball player
and an athlete.

In th fall of 1974, the 15-year-old Grigsby

FRANKFORT — Legisla-
tion that would cap the Com-

monwealth’s debt supported
by General Fund appropria-

tions was approved by the
Senate Wednesday by a 34-2

Senate Bill 1, sponsored
by Sen. Joe Bowen, R-Ow-

ensboro, and Sen. Damon

‘Thayer, R-Georgetown, would

prohibit the legislature from

appropriating more than 6

percent of General Fund rev-

enues to -bonded indebted-

ness. Supporters of the legis-
lntion say that percentage is

a generally accepted industry
standard used by bon rating

ngencies.
According to Se Bowen,

this legislation would reign in

potential high debt levels in

the future and put Kentucky at

-the same levels as many other

states.
“We&#39;v taken on more debt

thari most’ states relative to

our tax base. We are acquiring
more debt than we are retir-

ing... Senate Bill 1 adds that

structural safeguard that we

need, that built-in discipline,”
h said.

On

any cold (34 F or below)
winter morning, the power

brakes are NONEXISTENT.

Pike budget proposes $2 million in cuts

The budget for 2011-12 is 33 67 580.
Finance co

the county’s departments all made cuts that
amounted to the savings. With those cuts,

James said, the county’s fiscal outlook is good.
— for now.

“The current budget had a shortfall,” James
said, “but we made cuts to stay within budget.”

Those cost-cutting measures included cuts
to Salaries and benefits, achieved by reducing
the number of county employees. The county
also cut health insurance to its employees and
did not open any of the county-owned swim-
ming pools during the summer of 2012.

Savings were also realized with reduced
travel and office costs and making fewer re-

pairs to county equipment.

mimissioner Rhonda James said -

Among the cost reductions made by Pike
County were the elimination of 10 employe
which saved the county $873,000. Other major
money savers included an ,000 reduction

to insurance, cutting road funds by $600,000,
and jail costs by $150,000.

James said that with the cuts, the county’s
fiscal outlook for this year was good, but that a

reduction in revenues is a concern.

Regulations from the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency that are preventing some mining
projects to move forward behind some of loss

of revenue from coal severance taxes, county
Judge Executive Wayne T. Rutherford said.

Also affecting coal severance income is the
decline of the use of coal to produce electricity.

Coal demand in the US. is going down as

power companies move away from the use of
coal to less expensive resources. The use of
coal to generate electricity will drop two per-
cent this year, to its lowest since 1992, accord-
ing to the U.S. Department of Energy.
+ Pike County also receives a portion of its

revenues from taxes derived from the produc-
tion of natural gas, which is seeing a 35 percent
drop in price, due to higher than- tem-

peratures, which have cut demand,
tories at record highs due to fracking at shale

formations.
The probability of a loss of revenue is be-

ing met with ideas of how to bring in money
to county coffers.

would be occupational tax or an insurance

Case said the other. counties’ payroll taxes

are usually between 5 and 10 percent of earn-

ings in the county. He said that two coal pro-
ducing counties, Belle and Hopkins, both

had a payroll tax, and he had researched the
income generated.
