At the same time, Stumbo re-

sponded to critics of the plan,
who have said the costs of fund-

ing UPike would take money away

from both other state universi

and regional coal severance proj

ects. Stumbo said the money that

would be fund UPike is money
that should be coming to the

mountains, but isn’t.
“I knew there was a sizeable dif-

ference, but I was still surprised
by how big it was over the last

decade,” said Stumbo, who is a

co-sponsor with state Rep. Les-

lie Combs of the legislation that

would make UPike a public insti-
tution. “Over the last decade, this

region has gotten less than half of

what it could have received.”
Stumbo said he.asked the Gen-

eral Assembly’s budget staff to

examine the amount of money
the proposed 12-county region
has contributed to state coffers

through the coal severance tax,

compared to the amount that
has been returned to the region

through project funding. He said

the numbers show the region gen-
erated about $123 million in tax,

of which $22 million should have

been spent on multi-county proj-
écts over the past decade. Instead,
the money returned was far less,

coming in at less than $9 million. -

Using the money. to pay for

‘making UPike publie would help
right that ship, the speaker said.

“In short, these counties are

putting most of the. money in

and not seeing the return they
deserve,” Stumbo said. “In Pike

County’s case, for example, it only
got one-fourth of what it put in

over the last decade. Magoffin and

Johnson counties only got about

10 percent of their money back.

That’s just not fair. If the fund-

ing for the University of Pikeville

was factored in, however, it would

bring back some much-needed

parity while at the same time giv-
ing our economy a tremendous

boost.”

After a pause in legislative work on Monday in obser-

:vance of President&#39;s Day, the General Assembly reconvened
‘on ‘Tuesday to begin the second, busiest half of the legisla-

tive session.
This week was proclaimed “Kentucky Saves Week” with

several thrift-related .activities planned by the Kentucky
Department of Financial Institutions. The purpose of the
celebration was to highlight the need for household savings,

budgeting, and fascal stability.
We in the legislature understand those princi are

just as important at the State level, as well. is why
we always strive for fiscal responsibility, especially when

-it comes to government borrowing. During a week when

we encouraged households to save, we took steps to do
the same in Frankfort by approving (by a 34-2 vote) a mea-

sure Wednesday that would put a cap on the portion of the
State’s debt supported by the General Fund.

Senate Bill 1 would restrict the legislature to appropriat-
ing no more than 6 pe nt of General Fund revenues to

bonded indebtedness. This is a level generally accepted as

the standard by bond rating agencies, as well as threshold

the legislature has historically miter pie d to operate
Supporters of the measure

The measure excludes debt for universities, the Kentucky

Housing Authority, and other agencies using funds outside

the General Fund, including the stand-alone Road Fund. It

also contains a provision allowing the General Assembly to

exceed the cap by a majority vote if the Governor declares

a state of emergency that would require additional funds.

The bill now goes to the House for consideration.

The Senate Transportation Committee unanimously ap-

proved legislation this week that would make bicyclists and

pedestrians a priority in the design and repair of Kentucky
streets. Senate Bill 133, called the Compl Streets Bill,

would require the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet to gath-
er and report street accessibility information for pedestri-
‘ans, cyclists and persons with disabilities. The data would

heard that at older ages, it doesn’t mat-

ter how high the first number ofa blood
pressure reading is; it’s bound to rise

with age. My blood pressure is 185/70,
and my doctor wants me to go on blood

ANSWER: You have heard wrong.
Both numbers of a blood pressure read-
ing are significant. If either is higher
than’ normal, it indicates high blood

pressure. It is true that systolic pres-
sure, the first number, rises with age.

And it is true that the second number,
diastolic pressure, tends to plateau

after age 50. However, a higher-th
normal systolic or diastolic pressv

constitutes hypertension, hig blood

The first number is the pressure im-

parted to blood when the heart pumps
it into the aorta. It takes a great deal
of pressure to circulate blood through
all the body arteries. The second num-

ber is the pressure in the heart as it fills
with blood.
