Locally, Magoffin. and

Johnson counties were hit

hard;by the storms, while
there were also reports of

di: ter from Morgan, Lau-

rel and Menifee counties.

Reports coming in from

around the state have put

300 people were injured.
Closest to home, a Pres.

tonsburg High School stu-

dent was among the dead.

Sean Shepherd, 16, was

visiting a friend at Middl
Fork, in Johnson Count

when the home he was vis-

iting took a direct hit from

the tornado.

Selenium deficiency in livestock

affects more than 35 states and
costs sheep, beef and dairy pro-
ducers an estimated $545 million

annually in losses.

“So,” I hear you saying, “givethose’ critters some selenium.”
But the problem is, the most com-

&lt;-1fion form of selenium supplement
is sodium selenite, which doesn’t
last long in the animal&#39;s body—
and some of these animals are

spending their days in locations

So remote you can only get there
on the back of another anirnal, so

popping by to pop down another
dose just isn’t practical.

That’s where the ARS cien-

tists have proved their brilliance.

They&#39;v isolated a‘selenium-rich

coproduct of milling high-seleni-
um wheat-and have tried feeding
that coproduct to sheep. When

the scientists fed it to ewes dur-

ing the animals’ last 40 to 50 days
of pregnancy, the ewes passed the

selenium to their fetuses. When

Because the wheat byproduct

was so rich in the selenium, the

selenium status of those ewes

stayed sufficient for six;to 10

times longer than that of ewes fed

the usual supplement. The ewes

that ate the wheat byproduct had

so much selenium that théy didn’t

need any additional supplements
until they returned to the farm for

lambing the following year.

Still, since I’m not planning to

go into sheep breeding in my sun-

set years—my door is open to all

equally brilliant ideas!
