PRESTONSBURG Last
week’s tornadoes were an eye-

opener for many who previously
thought the hills of Appalachia
offered protection from funnel
clouds. Now, Prestonsburg offi-

cials are re-examining their own

disaster plans.
“We have a disaster prepared-

ness: plan in plac included in
the counties plan,” Public Safety

Director Mike Ormerod said.
“We&#39;r trying to look at our plan
and get a little more in-depth.” °

Initial planning would include

groups such as

Emergency and
and EMS.

According to Prestonsburg
Fire Chief Bobby Carpenter, the

project is an all-hazards plan.
“We&#39;r not trying to reinvent the

wheel, because there is already a

plan in place with the county.”
Ormerod says the planning,

which is in its initial phases, is

to take the city’s portion of the

county’s overall disaster plan,
review it and expand it. Specifi-

cally, he says there is a need to
have some shelters in place and

a plan concerning which shelfers

to use for which scenarios.

“You&#39;re in a position where

maybe a shelter you would send

people to in case of flood might
not be your first choice for a tor-

nado,” said Ormerod.

According to Ormerod, he and

Carpenter have already ‘been

looking in the area for buildings
that have basements as shelters

from windstorms.

.

“Yea ah we can be hi by a tor
nado,” said Ormerod, “and we&#39;v

never really thought about what
we would need in that kind of

scenario.”

Ormerod admits that Eastern
Kentuckians are a different breed

when it comes to shelters. “If

our roof gets blown off, we don&#39
think to go to a shelter. The first

thing we do is look to cover it to

protect what we have left.”

Another part of the expected
plan is to have some, type of shel-
ter in place to help take care of

families of first responders. “If

you&#39; going to have something
that spreads out over several

days, it’s hard to ask r

House Bill 265, which
contains the proposed
Executive Branch bud-

get to cover most state

government operations,
passed by a vote of 78-

17. It closely mirrors the

budget proposed by the

governor in January. The
8.4 percent cuts—which

would vaffect all but a

handful of critical areas,

such as Medicaid, total

school funding based on

attendance (SEEK), and

Corrections—are in ad-

dition to agency budget
reductions of 25-30 per-

cent over the past four

years. The state’s public
universities would have

their budgets reduced

by 6.4 percent in 2013,

Man. first kept time by
celestial occurrences.

he .Sunrise.and Sun-
set, phases of the Moon,

Summer and Winter Sol-

stices, and the apparent
movement of the stars,

were all used as_ time
keeping devices. Unfor-

tunately, as man divided
the days into hours, min-

utes, and seconds, he had

to change his. standards
and redesign the clocks,
since these units of time

had no Astronomical ori-

gin.
It -was however,
scientists,

-

Astronomers,
mavigators, and survey-

ors who demanded better

ways. to keep “precise”
time. The Mason-Dixon
Line for example, is not

the “cultural” division

between the North and
South as most people be-

lieve, but rather an Astro-
nomical and time related

boundary set up by two

surveyors, C. Mason and

J. Dixon between 1763

and 1767. It was, and still

is, set up as the boundary
between Pennsylvania

and Maryland.

the

But believe it or not,
it was not the scientists
who set up the time

boundaries. It was_ the
railroads, more precisely

the Pennsylvania Rail-
road in 1870. They asked
the Allegheny Observa-
tory in Pittsburgh for a

systematic plan to govern
time keeping along their
lines. When conductors

checked- their famous
Hamilton pocket watches

with the Allegheny, they
were keeping strictly
with the schedule so as

to avoid disastrous colli-
sions with other trains on

the same route.

In November of 1883,
the railroads established

a national standard time

consisting of four time

zones: Eastern, Central,
Mountain, and Pacific:

But it wasn’t adopted by
Congress until 1918. Day-
light Saving Time came

into existence during the

same year, and during
World War II, this “war
time” was used to reduce

the peak consumption
of electricity. In 1966,

Congress put the Depart-
ment of Transportation

in charge and standard

time becanfe mandatory,

to a point where we now

have specific rules for

changing time zones and

the change to and from D.

However, even though
this change is manda-

tory,, many. states and
cities refuse to change

to Daylight Saving Time.

The change to DST quite
frankly really serves no

purpose, as the daylight
is longer in the Spring
and Summer anyway so

why bother to change.
