‘Tree Planting Tips
There&quo are a few simple tips to

remember when planting your tree

this spring:
1. Prepare the perfect hole

for planting.
_* Dig the hole two to’ three

times the width of the root ball.
Do NOT dig deeper than root ball

depth. Make the sides of the hole
slant gradually outward.

© For bareroot trees, neatly
cut away any broken or damaged
roots. Soak the roots for a few
hours’ prior to planting to allow
them to absorb water.

« Container-grown trees should
have the plastic or metal contain-

ers completely removed. Carefully
cut through any circling roots. Re-

move the top half of pressed peat/

pap containled and BurlappedCB&a eed should have all of
the ropes cut. Pull the burlap at

least one third of the way down.

MSHA: Advance notification of federal mine inspectors still a seriou proble
ARLINGTON, Va. — Despite

stepped-up enforcement efforts

over the past two years by the

U.S. Department of Labor’s Mine

Safety and Health Administra-
tion, some mine operators con-

tinue to tip off their employees
when federal inspectors arrive to

carry out an inspection. The Fed-

eral Mine Safety and Health Act

of 1977 specifically prohibits pro-

viding advance notice of inspec-
tions conducted by MSHA.

There have been several re-

cent instances in which MSHA

has been able to detect the oc-

currence of advance notice. For

example, on March 22, agency

inspectors responded to a hazard

complaint call about conditions

at Gateway Eagle Coal Co. LLC’s

Sugar, Maple Mine in Boone

County, W.Va. A truck driver with

J&amp Trucking reportedly alerted

mine personnel by citizens band

radio of the inspectors’ arrival.

The inspection turned up 14 vio-

lations for advance notification,
accumulations of combustible

material, and inadequate pre-

shift and on-shift examinations,

as well as a failure to comply
with the current ventilation plan,

maintain the lifeline,. maintain

permissibility of mobile equip-
ment and maintain fire fighting

equipment.
As a second example, during

a Feb. 29 inspection. at Rhino

Eastern LLC’s Eagle No. 2 Mine

in Wyoming County, W.Va., a dis-

patcher’s decision to shut down

the belts prompted a call from

the section foreman about his ac-

tions. The dispatcher responded
that an MSHA inspector was at

the mine. During this inspection,
three citations were issued for

failure to comply with the roof
control and ventilation plans. In

addition, a citation was issued

to Applachian Security, a con-

tractor, for providing advance

notification of the MSHA inspec-
tion. Rhino Eastern’s Eagle No.

Mine was placed on potential
pattern of violations status in No-

vember 2010 and again in August
2011 after a miner was killed ina

rib collapse, and the mine’s com-

pliance record deteriorated
A third example is from Feb.

13, when the dispatcher for Met-

invest B V&# Affinity Mine in

Raleigh County, W.Va., notified

the belt foreman over the mine

telephone that federal and state

inspectors were headed under-

ground. ‘The mine operator was

issued a citation and, to abate

it, MSHA required that all cer-

tified foremen and dispatchers

be trained in the requirements
of the Mine Act regarding ad-

vance notification, and that a no-

tice be conspicuously posted in

the mine office to ensure future

compliance with the Mine Act.

“Providing advance notice of

an inspection is illegal,” said

Joseph A. Main, assistant sec-

retary of labor for mine safety
and health. “It can obscure ac-

tual mining conditions by giving
mine employees the opportu-
nity to alter working conditions,
thereby inhibiting the effective-

ness of MSHA inspections. Fur-

thermore, it appears that current

penalties are not sufficient to de-

ter this type of conduct.”

Upper Big Branch Mine super-
intendent Gary May recently en-

tered into a plea agreement with

the U.S. Department of Justice,

admitting to conspiracy to give

advance notification of mine in-

spections,

-

falsify examination

of record books and alter the
mine&#39; ventilation system before

federal inspectors were able to

inspect underground. May testi-

fied that, through these unlawful

practices, the mime operator was

able to avoid detection of viola-

tions by feder and state inspec-
tors.

“Despite th attention to the

issue that has resulted from the

Upper Big Branch investiga-
tion and recent testimony from

Gary May, advance notice con-

tinues to occur too often in the

coalfields,” ,said Main. “Upper
Big Branch’is a tragic reminder

that operators and miners alike
need to understand advance no-

tice can prevent inspectors from

finding hazards that can claim

miners’ lives.”
