She told her son Matthew,
“Daddy’s got a gun.”

When it was over, Col-
lins testified that the de-

fendant came downstairs,

put on his shoes and

walked across the street

to the victims’ home to

retrieve their children. “I

seen her four little kids

standing over top of her,
telling their mommy .to

wake up,” said a tearful
Collins.

Collins says she support-
ed the defendant while he

was in jail for over_a year.

She says she visited him as

often as allowable in that

first year, and that Hall

never gave her any reason

for the shooting or showed

any remorse for the death

of the Tacketts.
.

Defense attorneys ques-

tioned Collins about Hall’s

state of mind at the time of

the shooting. Collins said

Berry had been depressed
about not having a job,

and that his children were

having to support him and

Collins. While she says the

defendant never turned to

drugs or alcohol, she says
he was prescribed ‘nerve

pills and antidepressants.
Collins called the defen-

dant “an abusive man,”
and said that over the

course of their marriage,
she took physical abuse

from Hall every 3-to-6

months. “He was a loving
man, don’t get me wrong.

But there were times when

he wasn&#39;t a loving man.”

When asked by defense

attorneys if she was afraid

of Hall, she said, “yes.”
She stated, “yes” again,
when asked if she was

afraid he might get out of

jail. She said “no,” when
eked if she was afraid that

if she says Hall is mentally
ill, he might get out of jail.

When asked by the pros-
ecution why she .stayed

with Hall all those years

despite the abuse, she

said, “Commitment-.&#39; We

had three kids to raise.”

Collins said after the

shooting; there was: too

much stress put on her,
and that she had to&#39;see a

psychiatrist. “It was ‘aw-

ful,” she said of the af-
termath of the shooting.

Bes-

hear might veto some of their road pro}
ects without the legislature being able to

override the vetoes, or that he might veto

the entire plan and be able to approve

road projects without any legislative in-

put, which would have been unpopular
politically. ‘They also voiced concern that

the House decided not to override any of

the relatively minor vetoes Gov. Beshear
issued in the budget that nuns every oth-

er aspect of state government. No such

promise to override these vetoes was

as Senate leaders claim.
Nevertheless, I am hopeful that cooler

heads will return this week, and that we

can build on some of the true accomplish-
ments made this year.

Ideally, that will include passing my

-reaching proposal to limit prescrip-

tion drug abuse. The hallmark of this bill

is moving the state’s monitoring program
from the Cabinet for Health and Family
Services to the Attorney General&#39; office,
which will help law enforcement be much

better prepared in spotting and then stop-
ping “pill mills” and doctor shopping by
abusers. Other states such as Florida and

Ohio have taken action to crack down on

this abuse in recent months, and if we

don’t follow suit, the epidemic we are al-

ready seeing will get much worse.

ported wounded or missing.
The Kentucky Blue ‘Aler will allow

law enforcement to facilitate a speedy
capture of violent criminals who kill,
kidnap- or seriously injure our local,
state or federal officers,” said Senator

Jones, D-Pikeville. “They will be able
to find and arrest these criminals much

quicker to get them off the streets and
out of our communities before they en-

danger other citizens. The Blue Alert
will also hinder the offender’s ability to

flee the state.”
