A legislative perspective

wanted, but the General Assembly
took two major steps forward for the
state on Friday when it finalized the

i funding for the $4.5 billion road plan

and approved a far-reaching measure
1 sponsored to combat the prescrip-
tion drug abuse epidemic.

As you may recall, both of those

| issues were left unresolved on April

12th, the regular legislative session’s
final day, after Governor Beshear
refused to give in to Senate leaders’
demands to sign the road plan after
only a few hours’ review instead of
the 10 days he has to consider bills
itution.

‘When the Senate then decided not
to act on funding the road plan, the
governor had no choice but to call
legislators back. Otherwise, the en-
tire Transportation Cabinet would
have had to shut its doors on July 1st,
the start of the fiscal year.

Like you, I believe we should have
finished our work during the regular
session, but that does not und(‘nu(
the importance of the two bills ex-
pected to be signed into law soon.

The road plan, for example, has
been a bright spot in recent months
because of healthy growth. That is
making it easier to meet our many
needs across the state, especially here
at home. Fortunately, we will be able
to bring the Minnie-Harold connec-
tor closer to reality, thanks to more
than $80 million set aside for it.

The soon-to-be law on prescription
drug abuse, meanwhile, will go a long
way to slowing a problem that claims
the lives of at least three Kentuckians
a day on average. If you add the inno-

ily members devastated by the loss of
loved ones, the total number affected
by this epidemic reaches well into the
tens of thousands each year.

The hallmark of the bill is expand-
ing as well as strengthening the
state’s prescription drug monitoring
program, known as Kentucky Al
Schedule Prescription Electronic Re-
porting, or KASPER.

Although this law keeps the pro-
gram in the Cabinet for Health and
Family Services, 1 believe we would
be better served if it had been moved
to the Attorney General's office. That
would ensure this tool would be put
to its best use in spotting and then
stopping suspicious spikes in pre-
scription drug use.

Nevertheless, there are many other
aspects of the law that will help us
fulfill this mission. To begin with,
the law will now require all doctors
to register with KASPER and use it
as well when prescribing controlled
substances, though there are some
sensible exceptions in such cases as
surgery Or emergency care.

Currently, only about a third of
doctors use it to check their patients”
drug history, but the need to have all
of them take part is clear. Accord-
ing to-a 2010 survey of doctors that
did use KASPER, nearly 90 percent
said what they learned caused them
to change what they had planned to
prescribe.

These reports will be even more
useful later this year, when Ken-
tucky’s system is more widely linked
with similar monitoring programs in
other states. That will make it much
harder for addicts to doctor shop, es-
pecially along our borders.

Another provision in this law will
limit the often fly-by-night pain clin-

cracked down on them.

New pain clinics will have to doc-
tor-owned, and those grandfathered
in will fall under the same regulations
if anyone involved is convicted of a
crime tied to improper prescribing of
controlled substances. We also now
limit all doctors from giving out more
than a 48-hour supply of controlled
substances from their office.

The law calls for grealer coopera-
tion among law enforcement, those
running KASPER and thé physician-
licensing boards, and for the boards
to provide more training on pain
management and addiction and te be
more responsive when complaints of
over-prescribing are received.

Coroners will also be called upon to
screen for drugs if an overdosé€ is sus-
pected and there is no other cause of
death. This data will give us a much
clearer picture of just how many die
from their addiction; like me, many
believe it is much higher than the
1,000 now reported annually.

Although our work passing laws is
now over, that does not mean the leg-
islature’s work for the year is finished.
Later this spring, the joint House and
Senate committees will begin meet-
ing again, to review the progress of
legislation and to s2e:what other jis-
sues may need to be addressed when
next year’s leglslatlve session beg‘ms
in January.

sion, the Kentucky (wvn(‘ral
Assembly finally put into
place the two final picces
left over from its regular
session puzzle, while one of
the bills was signed into law
this week.

Two of the most hotly
debated bills of the regular

sion were the budget
and House Speaker Greg
Stumbo’s House Bill 4,
also know as the pill mill
bill. While the budget had
already passed during the
regular session, the plan for
the $4.5 billion set aside for
roads ‘had not, and while
the pill mill bill had made
it in to the final stages of
passage in the Senate time
expired for both bills.

The one bill entered into
the special session was the
pill mill bill’s reincarnated
version, known as the
KASPER Bill. The KASPER
bill seeks to accomplish the
same goals to help stop the
spread of prescription pills
in the commonwealth.

Pain clinics seek to treat
people with chronic pain
by using several methods
though not all patients and
doctors are simply working

Jones Harris dlsagree

over coal severance

PIKEVILLE — The use of coal severance
tax funds in Pike County is the subject of
some varying opinion by representatives.

Pike District Six Magistrate Harris said
he realizes Kentucky’s dismal financial out-
look is not the fault of legislators in Frank-
fort.

“Expenses are up, revenue is down, that
is not their fault” Harris said recently when
he addressed the Pike County Fiscal Court.
“But they could have helped.”

He said the legislature has said that coal
severance funds could not be used for debt
service, such as payments on the Pike Coun-
ty Jail or the East Kentucky Expo Center.

“I was shocked when I heard Sen. Jones
say that,” Harris said. “This court has re-
ceived debt service from coal severance
money. In the last budge, Mountain Water
received $750,000 for debt service. Clearly
its eligible, and clearly it has happened in
the past. For them to say otherwise is factu-
ally inaccurate.”

Harris said after he heard Sen. Ray Jones
say coal severance funds could not be used
to pay for debts incurred by the county, he
researched the use of coal severance money
to pay debt severance.

In the 2008 budget, Harris said, there is
$300,000 budgeted directly to the City of
Pikeville for debt Service for Bob Amos
Park and another $350,000 budgeted di-
rectly to the City of Pikeville for debt ser-
vice for Hambley Field.

He also cited $2 million in coal sever-

It can be done, and has been

done many, many times by Senator Jones

himself and the rest of the Kentucky Leg-

islature

Harris said the lack of the legislature’s al-
location of funding will force the county to
use money to pay debt that could be spent
on services for the county.

“The unfortunate consequence of the
legislature not budgeting any coal sever-
ance funds at all for Pike County debt ser-
vice is that the County will have to use its

general fund dollars to service the deht.
Harris said. “This will most likely result
in additional employee layoffs and cuts to
programs and offices that provide basic and
much needed services to the people of the
County.” -

Sen. Jones, however, told the Wi]]xa!nson
Daily News severance funds should not be
used to pay off counties’ debts. Jones said
that while the Kentucky legislature ‘has

. helped Fiscal Courts in the Commonwealth

cover expenses, but that local governtnents
need to do what they can to payr thelr own
debts.

he statute says that money is’ Lucal
Government Economic Development Fund
that is to be used for economic develoj
ment,” Jones told the Daily News. “It is'a
declining revenue source from an ron-re-
newable resource. We can do it (desighate
other uses for the money) at our discretion
as a line item, but its purpose is economic
development.”

“That money was neyer intended to be
used for debt service on a jail or a landfill,”
Jones said. “If things like that are not s
sufficient, the Court needs to make the
self-sufficient, but they don’t want to raise
the garbage fee.”

Jones said the Legislature has auowed
counties and cities in Kentucky to use coal
severance funds as a bridge to h(-lp thm
get their fiinances in order.

“But at some point, we need to use that
money for infrastructure, for water ‘and
sewer,” he said. “They took on obligations,
how did they plan on paying it back?”. Jones
said. “Mountain Water borrowed money for
water projects in rural areas, where there
were not enough customers to pay for'the
improvements.’

“Countic and cities are getting this
money, t the legislature doesn’t control,
and are still in the hole. We need water and
sewers, we need new schools. We need eco-
nomic development such as senior centers
and fire departments. Tax severance funds
are suppni(‘d to create opportunities to cre-
ate jobs.”

He said the Pike County Fiscal Court has
not been judicious in itsuse of its budget.

“They spent money on parks without
having the money to maintain those parks,”
Jones said. “Like putting a cabin at Hardy
Park that will use maintenance funds and
caretaker’s salary when the pool is closed?
‘Why would you need a caretaker?”

Jones said the Pike County Fiscal Courl
needed to “operate as a lean and efficient
operation.”

Research “Service (ARS),

It’s officially called the Na-
tional Nutrient Database
for Standard Reference,
thankfully shortened to
“SR” in most discussions.

The SR database in-

Researcher discusses correlations .

The scholar who has done the most_to
connect mountaintop removal coal mining

FRANICFORT - The deadline
to apply for Kentucky’s hunt of a
lifetime is fast approaching.

Hunters have until midnight
(Eastern time) April 30 to ap-
ply for a Kentucky elk hunt, The
quota hunt drawing for an elk per-
mit is open to residents and non-
residents.

Kentucky will issue 900 general
quota hunt permits this year, an
increase of 100 permits over the
2011 season. Kentucky's elk herd
is expected to surpass 10,000 ani-
mals by fall.

‘While there’s no sure thing in
hunting, Kentucky does offer phe-
nomenal odds for hunters.

“Kentucky’s success rate for
hunters is higher than you’ll see
for wild elk practically anywhere
else,” noted.Tina Brunjes, deer
and elk program coordinator for
the Kentucky Department of Fish

‘and Wildlife Resources. “If hunt-

ers put in a little effort, they will
see elk. If they put in a little more
effort, they will take an elk.”

Last year, 93 percent of bull elk
hunters using a firearmn were suc-
cessful. Even when using more

challenging archery equipment,

68 percent of hunters took their *
bull. Thirty-seven percent of cow
elk archery hunters were success-

ful in 2011, but the success rate.
climbed to 73 percent for cow elk "

hunters using a firearm.

Brunjes said 2012 will be a su-~
perb season for hunters wishing:
to put the highest quality meat’

on their family’s table. “We had
no real winter and no shortage
of groceries for the animals,” she
said. "We should be set up for big,
healthy animals coming into the
hunting on and a lot of.them.”

Kentucky more elk than
all the states cast of the Missis-

sippi River combined. The state’s
16-county elk restoration zone
encompasses more  than 4 mil-

‘lion acres, nearly twice the size of

Yellowstone National Park. More
than half a million acres are open
to public hunung for elk in Ken-
tucky.

Hunters can se]ect from among
four different elk permits: Fire-
arms bull, archery bull, firearms
cow elk or archery cow elk. While
hunters may apply for two dif-
ferent permits, they can only be
drawn for one of those permits.
Each application costs $10.

Kr‘nturky Fish and Wildlife will is-

sue 135 permits to hunt a bull with .
a firearm through the general quota
hunt this season. The de‘partment
will issue 90 bull archery perrm
265 cow elk archery permits and
410 cow elk gun permits. A separaté
youth-only drawing will allow:five
young hunters to take a bull or a cow.
