PRESTONSBURG — The trial of

Berry Hall is over, and on Monday
in Floyd Circuit Court, he was sen-

tenced to life in prison without the

possibility of Parole.
Hall was found guilty last Thurs-

day of the 2008 double murder of
Alan and Lisa Tackett.

“We&#39;re just so glad it’s over. We
- feel like justice has been served,”

said Norita Collins, Alan Tackett’s
sister. She added that while the fam-

ily is satisfied with the verdict, it
does not lessen the pain of their loss.

On_ March 20, 2008, Berry Hall
was Sitting on his couch watching TV

-

when an argument erupted between
his wife and his niece. Without saying

a word to anyone, Hall went upstairs
and retrieved his hunting rifle, took
aim, and fared one shot into the chest
of Lisa Tackett. He then reloaded and
fired a quick succession of shots at

her husband, who exited the house
after Lisa was shot. The first shot hit
Alan’s- left hand. The second struck

:
him in the héa

Hall was additionally found guilty
of four counts of wanton endanger-

ment, one for each of the Tackett’s

young children who were home at

the time of the shooting.
The last act of Alan Tackett was

to dial 911. During the testimony
of dispatcher Andrea Justice, a tape
of the call that originated at the

Tackett residence was aired in the
courtroom. For several minutes, the

only sounds were the screams of the
Tacketts’ children, followed by long
stretches of silence mixed with bark

ing dogs and inaudible background
voices.

Lisa Tackett’s father, Burly Hall,
and his wife, Tonda, are now acting
guardians of Lisa and Alan Tackett’s

four youngest children. Following
the sentence, Tonda said the chil-
dren were doing fine and they were

busy making summer plans. Hall
said that she hadn’t let them watch
any of the news reports.

Lisa Tackett also had two older
children from a previous marriage,

but those children were not home at-
the‘time of the shooting. They now

live with their father.

A legislati perspective
Rep. Greg Stumbo

Each legislative session is inevitably
bered for a key issue or two, and
r’s will undoubtedly be recalled

for the toughest budget most of us have
seen in our lifetime and for taking a com-

prehensive approach on drug abuse.
There were several other high-profile

issues as well, inclhidmg the legislature&#39;s
latest effort to crack down on copper
thefts and making sure that the interest

on the sizeable federal loan for the state’s

unemployment insurance fund is covered

so businesses wouldn&#39; lose a much-need-
ed tax credit.

While the General Assempbly’s work in
these areas took up much of the publ
attention, there were also quite a few

other new laws passed this year to help
our state.

In education, for example, it is now

possible for schools to have consider-
able flexibility when it comes to boosting

academic development. If they qualify,
they could be free of some of the laws

lations governing them, letting
aent with such things as a

longer school calendar or a different kind
of classroom setting.

Another new law that will even lly
affect some of our youngest child will

move back the cut-off date to start first

grade. Beginning in the 2017-18 school

year, children will be able to enroll if they
tur six by Aug. Ist rather than the cur-

rent Oct. 1st.

In other areas of education, the legisla-
ture passed a law that now prohibits su-

perintendents from punishing teachers

by assigning them to alternative schools,
and we made it possible for special needs

students who graduate with a modified
_

curriculum to receive an alternative high
school diploma rather than a certificate.

School coaches will now have to be
better trained in recognizing and treat-

ing concussio: and head injuries, and
there will be a study to take a close look

at middle school sports, which don’t have*
a statewide governing organization like

high schools.
Another study, meanwhile, was also

approved this ye to see how the state

can best treat juveniles caught up in the

judicial system. There are at least three

different areas needing closer review, in-

cluding what approach the state should
hen children 10 and younger com-

crime; how we should handle sta-

tus offenses, which are violations like tru

ancy that wouldn&#39;t be an issue for adults;
and how children caught up in domestic
violence situations are affected.

For police, there will now be a “Blue

Alert,” which is similar to the popular
“Amber Alert” used when a child is miss-

‘or for any legislator at 800-

ing. Under this new alert, the public will
be notified if a police officer is killed or

severely injured. That will hopefully
make it easier to find the assailant.

Another law tied to public safety tries
to bridge the line between religious free-
dom and protecting drivers on the road.
In this case, those who driver motorless

vehicles will now have the option to use

reflective tape rather than the orange tri-
angle that is otherwise standard but had
been opposed on religious grounds by

some groups such as the Amish.
Other new laws will standardize local

tax forms to make it easier for companies
to pay these taxes if they do business in

more than one community; call on life

insurance companies to work harder to
find beneficiaries of unclaimed policies;
and have social workers provide more

information to help foster children transi-
tion into adulthood.

Although the time to pass laws is now

over for the year, the General Assembly
will soon begin holding its interim com-

mittee meetings again to review issues
that may need to be addressed next year.

A_Floyd,County mine was shut down
for 72 hours in’ March, after federal in-

spectors discovered numerous violations
and health hazards.

The mine was one of nine coal mines
and two other mines to receive surprise

inspections in March; based on past poor
Performances on compliance issues.

Mine Safety and Health Administration
inspectors issues 187 citations, 25 order

and. two safeguards to .the coal mines,
while the other mines received 35 cita-
tions.

Redhawk Mining’s #1 mine in Floyd
County was inspected beginning the eve-

ning of March 13 and on into March 14.
Federal inspectors secured mine commu-
nications upon arrival to prevent advance
notification underground. The enforce-

ment team examined four conveyer belt
lines on four mechanized mining units,

or MMuUs.

According to MSHA, the mine has a

history of liberating methane and had
been put on notice by MSHA that greater
efforts to comply with the approved ven-

tilation plan were needed. Inspectors
found that required air quantities jn idle

and active coal faces, as approved in the
mine’s ventilation plan, were not being
maintained, and the type and number of

water sprays for respirable dust control
were not in compliance. For example, the
operator failed to use a line curtain, nine

of the 27 water sprays were the wrong
type, one spray was plugged and Six oth-
ers were improperly oriented. Properly

maintained and operating dust controls
are critical in preventing miners from

contracting diseases associated with the
inhalation of respirable coal mine dust

ch as pneumoconiosis, silicosis, bron
chitis and emphysema.

Inspectors found that mine examiners
failed to conduct adequate on-shift ex-

aminations during the production shift.
Many obvious and extensive hazards
were identified on the active MMUs,
including accumulations of combustible
material in the form of loose coal and

coal dust, not maintaining the approved
dust control parameters and not comply-

ing with the approved ventilation plan.
The mine was shut down for 72 hours.

The deficiencies appeared to have ex-

isted for an extended period. All mine
examiners subsequently were trained on

proper examinations and monitored by
MSHA personnel, and the entire work-

force was trained on the new ventilation
plan. Approved ventilation plans are

designed to control methane liberation,
protect miners from black lung and pre-

vent the risk of frictional methane face
ignitions.

“The closure order is still one of the
most effective tools inspectors have to
bring about compliance, even during im-

The rest of the inspection party traveled
underground in two different directions

along belt conveyors to each of two pro-
ducing MMUs.

MSHA issued the operator 3 citations
and 16 unwarrantable failure orders, in:
cluding for accumulations of combustible

materials 14 times during the inspection.
Accumulations of combustible materials

were extensive in all mine areas where
inspectors traveled and included both

I multiple belt conveyors, escape-
ways, track entries, a return aircourse

and equipment. At one MMU, accumu-
lations of combustible materials in the

form of loose coal, coal dust and float
coal dust were black in color, dry to the
touch and ranged in depth from papér
thin to 3 feet from the section loading
point to the face ayea (360 feet), as well

as on the mine floor and ribs in all areas
of the section. No effort had been made
to control the dust, apply rock dust or re-

move the accumulations. It was evident
that combustible materials had been al-
lowed to accumulate for several shifts

he accumulation of mbustible ma
terials, if left unchecked, an in concert
vith other conditions such as high meth-

ane liberation, could potentially cause
a_mine fire or explosion. The operator

did not comply with a wide range of
standards and demonstrated overall non-
compliance with mine safety and health
regulations intended to protect miners

and provide for safe and healthful work-
ing conditions.

Additional citations and orders were

issued for failure to comply with the
roof control plan, as well as to maintain
belt rollers and conveyor belts, firefight-
ing equipment and deluge water sprays,
and permissible electric face equipment.
The operator also was cited regarding in-
adequate examinations for hazards that
clearly had existed for some time with no
effort taken to correct them.

Since April 2010, MSHA has conducted
431 impact inspections at coal and metal/

nonmetal mines. These inspections have
resulted in 7,642 citations, 757 orders

and 28 safeguards for a total of 8,427 is-
suances.

ARLINGTON, Va. — The U.S. Department
of Labor’s Mine Safety and Health Admin-

istration announced last week that mine op-
erators must immediately begin phasing out

the use of SR-100 self-contained self-rescuers
manufactured by Pittsburgh, Pa.-based CSE

Corp. The announcement, made in conjunc-
tion with the department’s Occupational
Safety and Health Administration and the Na-
tional Institute for Occupational Safety and
Health, was prompted by the April 13 NIOSH
report of a joint NIOSH-MSHA investigation

that determined the units do not conform to
safety requirements. Self-contained self-rescu-
ers are portable devices that, in the event of
an emergency, can provide underground min-
ers with up to 60 minutes of breathable air.

By April 26, 2013, mine operators are re-

quired to replace with any other approved
one-hour SCSR those SR-100s that are worn

or carried by miners and stored an mantrips.
The entire phase-out of all SR-100 units must
be completed by Dec. 31, 2013.

“Due to the large number of CSE SR-100s
in underground coal mines, multiple SCSRs

available to miners, the low probability of
failure and the shortage of immediately avail-

able replacements, MSHA and NIOSH have

Fines
for distracted driving citations are $25
(frst offense) and

subsequent offenses $50 plus court
costs.
