Time for tax

reform is now

Gov. Steve Beshear
‘We've held ofi modernizing Kentucky’s tax code for sev-

eral years now, not wanting to jeopardize the beginning

stages of our recovery from the global economic recession.

‘With the recovery taking firm hold, however, the time has
arrived to move our tax system into the 21st Century.

Led by Lt. Gov. Jerry Abramson, the members of the
Governor’s Blue Ribbon Commission on Tax Reform have
been meeting for several months to familiarize themselves
with the strengths and weaknesses of our tax system, to
look at other states and to examine the dozen studies and
evaluations of Kentucky taxes that have been performed
since 1982.

Now it's your turn to weigh in.

Beginning next Tuesday, the commission will be holding
meetings around the state to hear what Kentuckians think
about our tax code — where it needs to be changed, where
it must be improved.

Meetings will be in Paducah, Bowling Green, Louisville,
Highland Heights (on Northern Kentucky University” m-
pus), Prestonsburg and Lexington.

But to prepare ourselves to compete in the future, we
must — in a thoughtful and nonpartisan way — re-align our
system with the-principles of fairness and a 21st Century

This commission has no pre-set notion of what changes
need to be made. It instead has five overarching goals: A

The best tax structure strikes a‘ balance between tax
burden and return.

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Beyond the Beltway
Remembering Charles Colson

One of the great villains of Richard
Nixon's villainous administration went to
his final reward last month. Charles Col-
son, ‘Iricky Dick’s master of dirty tricks,
died of complications after suffering a
bruin hemorrhage at the age of 80.

For those who weren't around or pay-
ing attention 40 years ago when Colson
was in full flower, it's hard to fully com-
prehend what a truly nasty piece of work
he was.

He created or directed “political” op-
erations that included burglary, arson,
forgery, and the obstruction of justice.
He did all of this out of the White House,
where he was Nixon's Special Counsel.
He and Nixon were a marriage -made in
Heaven (or Hell, whichever works better
for you).

He was a 38year-old Washington
lawyer when he joined Nixon’s team in
1969 and quickly became a presidential
favorite. “When I complained to Colson,
I felt confident that something would be
done,” Nixon later wrote. “I was rarely
disappointed.”

* They also broke into the offices of
the Democratic Party at the Watergate
complex, and did it so ineptly that they
brought the entire administration crash-
ing down around their ea

Colson also had a plan to set fire to the
Brookings Institution in Washington,
then to send his gang, dressed as fire-
faighters, into the building to loot confi-
dential files. It never got off the ground,
but Nixon was good to go with it. He was
also the author of Nixon’s infamous “en-
emies list,” which the president wanted
to use as a guide for IRS audits.

1 think my favorite dirty Colson trick
involved his resporise to the shooting of
George Wallace, the racist Alabama gov-
ernor who was running for president in
1972.

‘When Nixon asked Colson about the
shooter’s politics, Colson said: “Well, he's
goingtobea lv(t -winger by the time I get
through.” %

He prnpnu-d breaking into the would-
be assassin's apartment and planting left-
ist pamphlets, to which Nixon, leader of
the free world, responded: “Good. Keep
at that.”

Colson had left the administration
and found God (he said) by the time

Natergate caught up to him. After
consulting his conscience, he copped
an obstruction-of-justice plea on the
Ellsberg burglary and spent the next

seven months in jail..

Following his release, he went on to
become in important figure in the evan-
gelical community, of all things: He was
heavily praised for establishing a minis-
try serving prisoners and ex-convicts,
and earned 15 honorary degrees from
colleges along with a presidential medal
from George W. Bush. As governor of
Florida, Jeb Bush restored to Colson the
rights of citizenship hed forfeited as a

_ convicted felon.

‘The Watergate veteran was even in-
vited to the School of Business
to lecture its students on ethics

I was never entirely convinced of
Colson’s transformation from thuggish
rogue to saintly do-gooder. In fact, his
work with convicts aside, the case can
be made that he did more harm after his
release from prison than he did before h¢
entered.

He was a key figure in forming the tox-
ic coalition of Catholic and evangelical
leaders to fight for laws banning same-
sex marriage and abortion. In 2002 he
signed a letter urging President Bush to
attack Iraq in the name of “a just war.”
He didn’t mitigate his zealotry: he merely
learned to practice it legally.

Generally I don’t believe in speaking
ill of the dead. In Colson’s case, however,
I've made an exception.

shrimp, chicken livers or
scented dough are excel-
lent baits for channel cat-
fish

The blue catfish (Ictal-
urus furcatus) occurs natu-
rally in the state’s biggest
rivers, including the Mis-
sissippi and lower Ohio.
They also occur in Ken-
tucky and Barkley lakes.
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
biologists have successfully
stocked these fish in small-
er lakes around the state as
well. 5

Anglers may confuse the
blue catfish with a channel
catfish. The most obvious
difference is the channel
catfish has a rounded anal
fin; the blue catfish has a
straight anal fin. Blue cat-
fish are bluish-gray with
deeply-forked tails

Blue catfish tend to roam
in loose schools. At night,
dusk and dawn, they fre-
quent the shallows; they
move to deeper watcr dur-
ing the day.

Popular baits for blue cat-
fish include cut-up gizzard
shad, bluegill or minnows.
Anglers fishing small lakes
use a float to keep bait sus-
pended off the bottom.

Anglers fishing in big
rivers typically use a three-
way swivel rig. Tie one eye-
let of the swivel to the main
line. Tie a two-foot leader
onto a hook, and then tie
this onto the second eye-
let. Finally, tie a two-foot
section of line to the third
eyelet and attach a weight.
Anglers in big waters fish
the edges of channels with
this rig.

The third popular spe-
cies " in Kentucky is the
flathead catfish (Pylodictis
olivaris). It inhabits large
rivers and reservoirs.

Flatheads are brownish
to yellowish on top and
have a yellowish to white
belly. They have wide, flat
heads and triangular tails.

Flatheads commonly
reach .36 inches in length
and can live for 20 years.
Adults are solitary and
inhabit deep, sluggish
pools during the day. They
move onto rocky shallows
at night, often - locating:
around deadfalls, Tock piles
and stumps. They only eat
live faish. Creek chubs, shin-
ers,’ shad "and sunfish are
good baits to use.

Flat
sinkers are used on this rig
to prevent the bait from
rolling. Foam . floats at-
tached to the leader keep
the 'bait off -the bottom.
This prevents baitfish from
swimming .into cover and
gettxng hung up.
