Thursday, jurors sentenced

61-year-old Kilburn to 23 years in

prison. Kilburm’s charge was en-

hanced for being a persistent felony
offender.

‘Tm very happy with the decision.

I&#3 thankful to the jury for coming
in and giving that verdict,” said As-

sistant Commonwealth’s Attorney
Amy Tufts Jervis.

During her closing-arguments at

Thursday’s sentencing hearing, Jer-
vis told jurors that over a -30-year
period, Kilburn had been convicted

of a crime 41 times, nine of which

were felony convictions. Nineteen

of those 41 convictions involved al-
cohol.

Kilbum appeared on the witness

stand. during the sentencing phase
and became agitated when . Jervis

called him “a drunk.” Kilburn in-

sisted that he was an “alcoholic” and
not a drunl

“What is drunk then?” asked Jer-

vis. “What would you call someone

with 19 alcohol convictions?”

“No comment,” Kilburn replied.
After three hours of deliberations,

the jury returned its recommended
sentence.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Six months ago, my wife
died in her sleep. She said she just felt shaky and tired
out around 6 p.m. When I turned on my light at a.m.,

I immediately knew she had died. I was told she died
of congestive heart failure. She told me she had this
two months prior to her death. Was there something

we could have done? I carry guilt with me every day. Is
congestive heart failure a death sentence? — S.F.

ANSWER: Heart failure indicates that the heart has
become a weak pump. “Congestive” often is added

to “heart failure” to emphasize that the failing heart
causes blood to circulate poorly. Fluid oozes out of ves-

sels and congests body organs, especially the lungs and
makes breathing difficult. Congestion also shows in
swollen ankles and feet. However, not all.people with

heart failure show the signs of congestion.
