At the heart of the system is the

euro, the common currency that s¢

together the nations of the European
Union in an interdependent economic
network — without political linkage.

Other countries have problems, but

Greece’s are an encyclopedia of bad
behavior.

Kentucky preparations for creating a Health Benefit
Exchange are.moving forward after the U.S. Supreme
Court ruled Thursday that President Obama’s Affordable

Care Act is constitutional.
“This Supreme Court decision removes much of the

uncertainty about the Affordable Care Act,” said Gov.
Steve Beshear in a statement released following the
court’s decision.

On Thursday, the court ruled 5-4 in upholding the
Obama _administration’s controversial Health Care for

America/Patient Protection and the Affordable Care leg-
islation.

“Kentucky has been systematically preparing to meet
the implementation deadlines set forth in the bill as a

precautionary matter, and now we will move ahead to es-

tablish a State-operated Health Benefit Exchange,” said
Beshear. “I will soon issue an Executive Order to create

the state health insurance exchange so Kentucky will be

prepared to operate it by the date the law requires.
In the Supreme Court case, National Federation of In-

dependent Business‘et al v. Sebelius, Secretary of Health
and Human Services, et al, opposing counsel sought to

kill the health care legislation because they believed the
individual mandate interfered with Congress’ power to

regulate commerce.

In his opinion, Chief Justice John Roberts wrote The
individual mandate, however, does not regulate existing
commercial activity. It instead compels individuals to be-

come active in commerce by purchasing a product, on

the ground that their failure to do so affects interstate

commerce.”
“The individual mandate must be construed as impos-_

ing a tax on those who do not have health insurance,”

Lisa Stumbo, of Hareld: “I do not think anything like health
insurance should be mandatory. What are they going to

do? Create a whole new branch of government to deal with
health?”
