Eighteen-year-old Alex-
ullins, of Melvin, was
killed while riding a small
motorcycle after allegedly
being hit by Hunter.

During court Tuesday,
Kentucky State Police Det.
Jason Dials testified that
the vehicle Hunter was driv-
ing, a 2004 Saturn SUV, was
identified - by several wit-
nesses, who were allegedly
in the vehicle when it struck
Mullins.

Dials said a passenger,
the defendant’s girlfriend,
Charlie Hall, had told him
she offered to drive Hunter
because he had a suspended
license, and that the two
were having an argument

when Hunter allegedly
crossed the center line and
struck the small motorcycle
that Mullins was riding.
According to Dials’ testi-
mony, after hitting Mullins,
Hunter left the scene hur
riedly, driving his vehicle
to the home of Regina Ha]l
where several of his pa
gers disembarked. He was
then spotted a short time
later driving b past the
scene of the accident after
leaving Hall's home.

Judge Danny Caudill

ruled, based on the testi-
mony presented, there was
enough evidence to remand
the case a grand jury.
Hunter is charged with
leaving the scene of an ac-
cident/failure to render aid,
operating a motor vehicle
under the influence, operat-
ing on suspended/revoked
operator’s license, failure of
owner to maintain required
insurance, no/expired Ken-
tucky registration receipt,
and no/expired registration
plates. Hunter could face ad-

ditional charges in the death
of Mullins.

Kentucky State Police re-
ported receiving a call con-
cerning a wreck on Route
122, at Melvin last week.
Mullins was reportedly driv-
ing a miniature sport motor-
cycle on the highway, when
he was struck by a vehicle
that then fled the scene.

Mullins was_ transported
to Holston Valley Medical
Center, in Kingsport, Tenn.,
where he was pronounced
dead.

Then, they simply don’t pay
their medical bills, because
they cannot afford them.
And this much is clear:
When nearly half a million
people opt for higher-cost
emergency treatment and
then don’t pay their bills,
the result is higher health
care costs for everyone, in-
cluding the state.

But McConnell and
Hoover refuse to see rea-
son, and instead attempt
to terrify voters with sto-
ries of untenable Medicaid
costs, once the 10 percent
state co-pay kicks in.

Meanwhile, Gov. Steve
Beshear has apparently
come down with some bi-
zarre form of vertigo,
ing him to spin in eve
rection. No one can predict
where the govermor might
finally settle. Maybe the
state will agree to expan-
sion. Maybe it won’t. May-
be it will try to strike some
sort of bargain to meet the
federal government some-
where in the middle.

Either that, or he has
suddenly lost the courage
to publicly say the state
should do the. sensible
thing and agree to expan-
sion.

Or, more likely, all three,

men are simply playing a
political game for the:r own
benefit.

But there are 40(),000
Kentuckians who simply
cannot afford to wait while
McConnell, Hoover and
Beshear finish out their
political chess match. Ken-
tucky needs to commit to
Medicaid expansion, im-
mediately, so the state can
begin tackling the problem
of uninsured families at the
earliest opportunity.

And "if McConnell and
Hoover are still troubled by
their irrational fears, then
there is one option avail-
able to them that is guaran-
teed to bring down Medic-
aid costs. Instead of trying
to sell dark fairy tales to
voters, maybe they should
get .to work on bringing
more jobs to the state, in-
stead, so that fewer people
need Medicaid.

A legislative perspective

Although milder temperatures this
week are certainly welcome, it will be
some time before we forget the string
of triple-digit temperatures and the
lack of rain we have suffered through
during the last month.

Even before June began, Kentucky
was on track for an espedcially dry year.
The rainfall from January through
May was almost half of what the state
got during the same period in 2011,
and there have only been two years
since 2000 that have been drier.

As a result, most of the state is clas-
sified as being in a drought or close
to it, and only the Louisville region
has seen relatively normal amounts of
rain.

It doesn’t take a farmer to see the ef-
fect all of this is having in our fields. A
recent crop report rated just one per-
cent of our corn and soybeans as ex-
cellent, and their yields in some parts
of the state are half of what had been
expected. This comes at a time when
corn was on track for a bumper crop,
with 16 percent more planted this year
than in 2011 and the most since the
mid-1980s.

As a result of the dry weather, burn
bans and water shortages are under-
standably much more common. On
Friday, the state’s Energy and Envi-
ronment Cabinet announced a water-

shortage watch for nearly 30 counties,
and as of early this month, almost 80
counties had burn bans, according to
the Division of Forestry, which also
reported that more than 13,000 acres
have already been burned by wildfires.
Unfortunately, many of these fires are
being investigated as arson.

With dry weather on our minds, it’s
a good time to consider that Kentucky
does have some advantages when it
comes to water.

Only Alaska has more miles of riv-
ers and streams, for example, and our
manmade lakes are some of the largest
in the country. There isn’t a bigger one
east of the Mississippi River than Ken-
tucky Lake, and e Cumberland has
more miles of shoreline than Florida.

Few states have a greater percent-
age of their homes, schools, and: busi-
nesses connected to treated water.
The rate for Kcntucky now stands at
95 percent, which is up from 85 per-
cent in 1999. The General Assembly
has budgeted a sizeable amount of
money — more than $840 million over
the last dozen years — to help rhake
that possible, and we're working to
close the gap by 2020.

As for the water we use on a
daily basis, about 80 percent cycles
through power plants. Of the re-
mainder, a little more than half is
treated by our water utilities and
about a fourth is used by industry.
Livestock, mining, aquaculture ‘and

irrigation account for much of the
rest.

Interestingly, Kentucky is the only
state to get more than half of its sup-
ply from surface water rather than
groundwater. More than two-thirds of
our treated water comes from rivers
and lakes, while the figure for the next
two highest states — Tennessee ‘and
Alabama — hovers around 40 percent.

Another area where Kentucky bucks
the national trend is the size of our
public water systems. While three-
fourths of the country-is served. by
companies considered small — serving .
500 customers or less — more than half
of Kentucky’s utilities are rated as me-
dium or large.

It wasn’t always that way. In 1974,
Kentucky had more than 2,100 pub-
lic water systems, but now there are
about 420. In this case, less is truly
more, because the consolidation has
increased both water quality and ser-

ce.

Although it has only been a few
weeks since summer officially began,
it’s understandable if many feel like it
is coming to an end with school start-
ing back in most parts of the state in
less than a month.

The hope is that the extreme heat
and dry weather are coming to a close
as well. Otherwise, if June’s trend con-
tinues, we may face even tougher days
ahead. That's the last thing anyone
wants.

State warns local governments to prepare for drought

FRANKFORT - As
drought tightens its grip
.on. the Commonwealth,
Kentucky Emergency Man-
;. agement encourages. local
- officials to make plans for
continued dry, hot weather
and possible water conser-
vation efforts. Ninety Ken-
tucky counties are currently
classified as experiencing
moderate to severe drought.

The state’s Drought Miti-
gation and Response Ad-

visory Council authorizes—

the creation of a special
‘lask force,-the Drought and

Water  Emergency Team
(DWE), when the state is
experiencing significant
drought conditions. The
DWE, which includes of-
ficials from Kentucky
Emergency Management,
Environmental Protection,
Division of Water, Public
Health and the Department
of Agriculture, met Mon-
day to discuss the current
drought situation and long
range effects it may have
on the water supply around
Kentucky.

‘Water

levels in rivers

and lakes are near historic
lows, particularly for this
early in the year. Although
water supplies are adequate
at this time, if the current
drought continues, officials
are concerned the rivers
and reservoirs providing
Kentuckians water may be
unable to meet the higher
demands due to the ex-
tended heat and dry condi-
tions. Of particular concern
are individuals with_private
wells and communities,

“At this point there are no
significant water shortages,
but local officials would be
wise to consider the reli-
ability of their water sourc-

as taking shorter showers,
avoiding washing cars, or
watering lawns during the
coolest parts of the day.
Drought-related condi-
tions in Kentucky began
in March, with abnormally
high temperatures and low-
er than normal rainfall, and
those conditions have con-
tinued this summer.

1 drought,, with moderate

to severe drought condi-
tions, while 24 counties
in the west are under the
more-severe Level 2 classl—
fication.

The first step is to find
a competent gunsmith
who can accomplish three
procedures: adjusting the
trigger pull, free-floating
the rifle’s barrel and bed-
ding its action.

Most bolt-action rifles,
new ones and many used
ones, will have a very
heavy trigger pull, which
makes it practically im-
possible to shoot accu-
rately.

“The more force it takes
to pull the trigger, the
more the gun moves. On

average, tnqan pulls are
set at five to six pounds
at the factory, aid gun-
smith Mike Ezell, who
lives in Auburn, Kentucky
and specializes in rifle
work.

There are two options:
adjust the factory trigger
or replace it with an after-
m.lrket trigger.

The ideal trigger pull
is about three pounds,
but whether or not that
can be done is dictated by
the design of the trigger.
