out their knowledge or consent.”

Stumbo also allegedly took
property that belonged to the
chamber valued at more than
$500 .

According to records, Stumbo
left her position as director in
October 2011.

Earlier this month, and continuing a trend dating back
to the late 19805, the Kentucky State Police issued its an-
nual report on crime in Kentucky, giving us a much clearer
picture of the impact these actions have had on our citizens.

In one sense; the numbers from 2011 are positive when
compared to earlier crime reports. When measured against
1995, there were 50 fewer homicides, 6,000 fewer burglar-
ies and almost 5,000 fewer DUISs last year even‘in the face
of population gains, while duto thefts and robberies were
almost half of what (hey had been.

Overall, a serious crime took place about every lhree min-
utes last year. About 50 percent of those were thefts, bur-
glaries and assaults; a fifth were drug offenses; and a tenth
were tied to vandalism.

Property crimes — like thefts and arson — outnumbered
violent crimes by almost three to one. They were much
tougher to solve, too; only a fifth were cleared, versus half
of the violent crimes.

No crime in the report is more serious than homicide,
and last year there were 223 of them. Almost 40 of those
came about after an argument, 25 cccurred when another
felony crime was involved and another 25 came about as a
result of domestic violence. Eight were considered justifi-
able, and none were gang related.

In addition to the human costs caused by serious crimes,
the state police report adds up the fi cial losses as well.
Thieves, for example, stole $160 million las
$22 million was recovered. Money, not surp:
leading item taken, but jewelry and autos were
as well. In terms of total ¢ . shoplifting made up about

ree-fourths of those investigated
slars, meanwhile, took $44.4 million from our hormr
and businesses last year. While we may think of break-
as predominantly a night-time activity, the truth is — for our
homes, 4t least — they are about twice as likely during the
day, when we're at work. On average, each break-in account-
ed for about $2,000 in losses.

With 7,000 fewer court orders issued last year in domes-
tic violence situations than in 2010, there appears to be
positive strides being made in this area. Still, more than

,000 women and children, plus 24 men, sought shelter in
one of the 15 state-funded spouse abuse cente: ast year.
There were also 25,000 who received other services from
the shelters for such things as counseling and legal aid.

In breaking all of this data down further, the state police
report gives us some interesting insights on those caught
by the police. For instance, there were more 16-year-olds
charged with assaults than 17-year-olds last year, and more
15-year-olds were caught vandalizing prcperty than either
16-or 17:year-olds.

As for;adults, drug offenses were much more common
among those in their late 20s and early 30s than any other
age group, and the same goes for thefts as well. Men domi-
nated every category of serious crimes, but women were
not too far behind when it came to thefts.

These annual reports offer a lot of information to digest,
but they give us a clear idea of what is faced by the 7,400
men and women who put on the uniform every day for our
protection and the 2,100 civilian employees who help run
our law enforcement offices. Without all of them doing
their jobs, none of us could do ours.

PRESTONSBURG — A man ac-
cused of dragging a Prestonsburg
police officer as he attempted to

* flee from a roadside checkpoint was

among 24 peoplé indicted last month
by a Floyd County grand jury.

Christopher Allen Salyers, 41, of
Pikeville, was indicted on five felony
counts and five misdemeanor charges
July 18.

Salyers was reporfedly stopped at
« checkpoint July 3 and gave officers
a false name. When questioned fur-
ther, Salyers allegedly grabbed officer
Brian Prater’s arm and began to drive
away.

What followed, police say, was a
high-speed pursuit reaching speeds
in excess of 100 miles per hour, that
led police into Pike County.

MSHA-announces results
of June impact inspections |

ARLINGTON, Va. — The
U.S. Department of Labor’s
Mine Safety and Health
Administration = today an-
nounced that federal inspec-
tors issued 177 citations, 22
orders and one safeguard
during special impact in-
spections conducted at nine
coal mines and three metal/
nonmetal mines last month.

The monthly  inspec-

- tions, which began in force
in April 2010 following the
explosion at the Upper Big

ranch Mine, involve mines
that merit increased agency
attention and enforcement
due to their poor compli-
_ance history or pamcular
‘compliance  concerns, in-
cluding high numbers of
violations or closure orders;
frequent hazard complamts
or. hotline call p]an com-

issues:

workplace exdmm..\uon;, a
high number of

sections of the mine’s ribs
and roof.

On April 12,2011, MSHA
had issued a pattern of vio-
lations notice to the Abner
Branch Rider Mine, one of
only two mines ever to re-
ceive such a_notice. Since
then, the mine has been is-
sued 53 orders.

Last month’s
inspection was the third
conducted at the Abner
Branch Rider Mine.
mine’s operations returned
to normal on June 29 after
the violations were abated
and the withdrawal orders
terminated.

“The Federal Mine Safety
and Health "Act requires
operators to provide a safe
workplace, and that in-
cludes fmding and fAxing
hazards in order to keep
miners from getting injured
or killed. If operators ignore

impact

injuries or illnesses; fatali-
ties; and adverse conditions

. such as increased methane
liberation, faulty roof condi-
tions and inadequate venti-
lation.

As an example from last
month, MSHA conducted
an impact inspection on
June 21 during the second
shift at Bledsoe Coal Corp.’s
Abner Branch Rider Mine
in Leslie County. Inspec-
tors immediately seized
and monitored the mine’s

the miners underground.

This impact in-
spection was the second of
the Tunnel Ridge Mine.

An unwarrantable failure
order was ued for fail-
ure to maintain the intake
escapeway on the longwall
section from the mine’s
working face. The escape-
way was obstructed with
mud and water up to 15
inches deep for a distance
of 300 feet. A subsequent
order was issued for the
mine operator’s failure to
identify this hazardous con-
dition during the preshift
examination. By not recog-
nizing and recording this
hazard, the mine operator
placed miners at risk of not
having a safe way to exit the
mine.

The mine
was cited for failing to
conduct yequired methane
tests at each working face.
The Tunnel Ridge Mine has
a history of methane lib-
eration. Failure to perform
adequate methane checks
during the mining and roof
bolting cycle could allow an
unknown quantity of meth-
ane gas to a:cumulate with-
out miners’ knowledge and
lead to a possible methane
ignition.

EPA’s Mercury and Air Toxics Standards, which take ad-
vantage of existing flexibilities, are the first national standards
to protect American_ families from power plant emissions of
mercury and toxic air pollution like arsenic, acid gas, nickel,
selenium, and cyanide. By ensuring that existing power plams
install widely available pollution control equipment, the stan-
dards prevent as many as 11,000 premature deaths and
4,700 heart attacks a year. The standards will also help Ameri-
ca’s children grow up healthier— preventing 130,000 cases of

childhood asthma symptoms and about 6,300 fewer cases of
acute bronchitis among children each year.

EPA will review monitoring issues related to the me
standards for new power plants and will address other techni-
cal issues on the acid gas and particle pollution standards for
these plants. The agency’s review will not change the types
of state-of-the-art pollution controls new power plants are ex-
pected to use to reduce this harmful polluuon

This type of review, own as a “reconsideration,” is a
routine tool that EPA often uses to ensure that its standards
incorporate all relevant information, in cases where informa-
tion only becomes aviilable after a rule is promulgated. The
agency’s decision to reconsider the stand: s for new sources
reflects its ongoing commitment to work with industry and
other stakeholders to ensure that all of EPA’s standards protect
public health while being achievable and “cost-effective. The
agency will follow an expedited, open and transparent process

that includes public comment on any proposed changes. The
agency will complete the rulemaking by March 2013 and will
also use its Clean Air Act authority to stay the final standards
for new power plants for three months during this review.
