Citing a new direction for
the David School, the state

Attorney General&#39;s Office
is seeking to drop its law-
suit against the school, in

exchange for a permanent
injunction barring the

The. complaint alleges
that school founder and di-

rector mny Greene has

presided over worsening
conditions at the school,

even as his ,own persona
fortunes have risen.

The complaint noted that

‘this year Greene ended the
school lunch program

cancelled employee’s hea

Lawns likely
to recover
from drought
This summer’s drought

has not only been ‘tough
on agricultural producers,
but it has taken a toll on

many homeowner&#39;s lawns.
While timely rains in July
helped grasses in central
and eastern: areas of the
state rebound, a lack of

xain in Western Kentucky
is keeping lawns parched.

Recovery will depend
on the type of grass that

is planted in a lawn, said

Gregg. Munshaw, exten-

sion turf specialist with
the University of Ken-

tucky College of Agri-
culture. One of the most

common grasses. seeded
in lawns across the state
is tall fescue, a cool-Sea-

son grass.-.
“Because of

root: system, tall fes-

cue will remain‘ green
and grow longer into’ a

drought than Kentucky
bluegrass, which goes dor-

mant during hot and dry
periods,” Munshaw said.

“But tall fescue is not as

drought tolerant as many
warmi-season. grasses. It

can only take so much
and will struggle once all
the moisture in the soil is

gone.”
Homeowners can do a

simple test to determine
if their grass is going to

survive the drought, “he
said. Individuals can take

a sample. of their grass
and its root system from

their lawns and put it in

an area, such as a ‘garage,
vghere the plant isn’t in
‘direct sunlight and give it

- water. If-the: grass is still”

aliye, individuals’ should

start to see green shoots

returning within a week.

“Assuming -
ithe lawn’s

not dead, timely rains and

cooler. temperatures this
fall will cause the lawns to

Curiosity’s journey to

Mars covered more than
300 million miles. The
