this serial killer flick that

pits a hulking brute against
the awesomeness that is
Chuck Norris.

This one gets points for
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an original beginning (for
the Chuck Norris universe,

that is), in which the al-

mighty Norris gets his be-
hind handed to him from

his quarry, a crazed mad-

man led Simon Moon.
The scene turns out to be

a nightmare that Chuck has
had ever since he turned tail
and ran from Moon. Lucky
for Chuck, old Moon wasn&#39;
that nimble and managed to

ock himself out and get
captured.

‘The film then has the ai-
dacity to show that Chuck

is suffering from post-trau-
matic stress disorder. This
might explain his fear about

- moving in with his pregnant
girlfriend, since Chuck nor-

mally ows no fear and
wouldn’t recognize it if it

spit on him (which would
be a huge mistake). Mean-

while, Moon breaks out
of an asylum in a laundry

truck after sawing through

“Wait for backup.”The final battle is pretty

good, as the two square off
in a dusty old prop room

that is chock full of Moon&#39;
victims.. We all know how

this fight will end, but it is
still executed well enough

to sustain interest. The fi-
nale may have never been in
doubt, but it is fun getting
there in this Norris vehicle.

It even ends with a freeze-
frame on Chuck putting his
arms around a priest (who

looks decidedly nervous).
This one works thanks to

a dark mood and the sheer
fact that they start out with

an under-confident Norris.
This was a brave move for

the 1980s, as-was the de-
cision to ‘cut out any one-

liners. Norris plays the fear
well and one wonders if he

prepared for the part by

I also like that. Chuck
isn’t afraid to make a hor-
ror movie. This is actually

his second horror effort af-

ter 1982s “Silent Rage,” in

which h beat up a zombie.
This one also comes with

a_second feature, “Code of
Silence.” It’s an excellent

crime. drama that finds Nor-
ris taking on the mob in

Chicago. Fun stuff from the

- [have a 1966 For Musta 242 (86 cibict
inch) V-8 engine’ with four-barrel carburetor.

It has more than 170,000 miles on it- It starts

right away, but when I shift the automatic trans- .

mission to Drive or Reverse, it dies out every
:

time. I changed the fuel pump and the fuel filter,
but the. problem persists.&qu would very much ap-
preciate your advice or any suggestions I might
pursue. I have had this car for almost 46 years

&quot;now, and I cannot bear to part with it. Please
help. I an 72.years old, and on

a

limited income:
Mahalo. — OnofreTOM The problem is not the ag of your car,
Onofre; it’s the age of your mechanics! They’re

all too young now.

RAY: We have a bunch of guys working in our

shop, and none of them have ever worked. on

a carburetor, and wouldn’t know.a carburetor
problem if it crawled up their pants leg, bit them

and left a huge rash on their tuchus.
TOM: To me, this sounds like a classic “choke

pull-off” problem. When a cold carbureted en-

gine starts, the choke is automatically engaged
in order to reduce the amount of air going into
the cylinders (that’s why it’s called a “choke”).
This temporarily richens the mixture (more
gas, less air) and makes a cold engine easier to

start.

RAY: But then, after a few seconds, once the
engine is running, the choke is supposed to im-
mediately “pull off” partway (it slowly pulls off

the rest of the way as the engine heats up).
TOM: If thé choke doesn’t partially pull off

immediately after the engine starts, the fuel-air
mixture will be too rich, and the car will be sus-

ceptible to flooding out and stalling. And when
is that likely to happen? As soon as you put the

car in Drive or Reverse and ask the engine to

actually do some work!
RAY: I mean, there are other things that could

cause the stalling Weak spark for any other rea-

son would do the same thing. But if you drove
(or got pushed) into my shop, the first thing I&#
do is check the operation of the choke pull-off,
and if it’s not working, replace it. You may need
to buy a whole new carburetor in order to get

a new choke pull-off, in which case: I&# recom-

merid an aftermarket carburetor with an electric
choke.

TOM: So, you need to find somebody who
knows what to do when he Sees carburetor.

I have a few ideas for you. One is to ask other
classic-car owners you know for the name of

a mechanic they like. Or, you can call around
-to your area shops and ask if they have anyone

there who knows carburetors. Most likely,
y

a place that still employs an old-timer.
‘YY Or, you may need to get more proac-

tive than that. You may need to start visiting
local old-age homes.

ter 20 year of retirement, tell him it’s his lucky --

day — you&#39 taking him on a special outing!

Dear Tom and Ray:

My. wife has an &q “Toyot Camry with a four-
cylinder engine. Her dad says that you should

add engine oil as soon as the oil drops below the
“full” mark. I say you can wait until it is down

a quart (to the “add” mark). Her dad says that
those small four-cylinder engines shouldn&#39;t get
low on oil. I say that if it couldn’t handle be- -

ing a quart low, then they would have made the
dipstick mark at a half-quart or whatever. Who’s

right about this? Not that it will change her
dad&#3 opinion any. — Richard

RAY: I don’t think he SHOULD change his
opinion, Richard. I think he makes a good point.

TOM: I think the one-quart-low mark is a car-

ryover from the days when oil came only in one-

quart cans. You opened them with a can opener,
and they couldn’t be resealed. So oil was — by

necessity added one quart ata time.
RAY: Now that oil comes in resealable, plastic

bottles, you can add any amount you want and
save the rest for another day. Or for your salad

dressing.
TOM: And while you&#3 right, Richard, that

it’s not a disaster for a four-cylfnder engine to
be a quart low on oil, it&#3 better for the engine if
it’s not low on oil at All.

RAY: Think about it this w: ‘The engin
can still run and protect itself with thre e qua

of oi] instead of four. But when you&#39;r down a

quart, you have three quarts trying to do the job
of four. So, that oil is going to get hotter. and
break down faster.

TOM: So if you notice that your oil is below.
the full mark, why not top it off? Other than be-

cause it means having to admit that your father-
in-law had a point?
