.News that 1,200. more.coal jobs.in Appalachia were

cut:‘this week was the last thing anyone in our neck of
the woods wants to hear. Though those jobs weren’t
in Kentucky, as a region we&#39 still feel the impact of

job loss.

-
While the most immediate impact will be felt by the

workers needlessly losing their jobs, here in Kentucky
where jobs- were-also cut these past few months, the

coal counties can expect a more long- term effect.

&quot;P County, for instance, as one of the state’s top
coal producers, receives millions in coal severance

each budgetary session of the General Assembly. Our

elected leaders in this county have used much of that

money to expand waterlines and other needed projects
:for the people. What we&#39 experience with an ongoing

downturn in coal production will be a decrease in sev-

erance funds. In effect, counties like Perry will have
less money with which to work.

:
We’re not sure-.of the overall impact, though wisely
Judge-Executive Denny Ray Noble has said that he has

made adjustments to the county’s budget to reflect

any possible losses and ensure that the county’s ser-

vices aren’t interrupted. But while Perry County is on

sound financial footing, other counties in the region
are likely not as lucky, and losses in any kind of fund-

ing will hit them harder.

~Already state officials have said that coal severance

revenues are down significantly, to the tune of about

$88 million, and it seems that the state’s coal coun-

ties.are quickly becoming victim to a down market and

burdensome regulations from the federal government.
Qfficials in .Frankfort reported this-past week that

27 of the 35 ‘coal counties eligible for coal severance

funds will likely be short of the money needed to fund

both single and multi-county projects.
No matter your politics, this is an issue that isn’t

goo for the coal-counties, where these funds are be-

ing, used for. worthwhile projects. Considering that

abou half of. the total coal’severance funds go to

‘yankfort, we’re not suré why the coal counties, where

infrastructure development is needed most, are going
to be feeling these impacts.

e urge Frankfort to fully fund coal severance proj-
ects in the state’s coal counties, and let us continue

- to-use these funds to develop our counties so that our

region can play on

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Cigarettes: The killer that won’t-die
William A. Collins

Would you believe that 45 million
adult Americans still smoke? That’s
about one in five of us grownups.

Worldwide this killer habit ends
about six million lives each year. But

what&# most disturbing — 10 percent
of victims never even took a puff.
They got their cancer from second-
hand smoke.

As a superannuated politician,
I remember well the hundreds of

meetings in back rooms and city
council chambers where the air was

so thick that I could hardly see, let
alone breathe. Luck alone saved me.

Others were not so fortunate.

Behind our mayor’s dais hung a

smoke-blackened WPA mural of the
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city’s ,
which depicted him

cheating Native Americans out of

their land. When the time’ came to

relocate to a new city hall, taxpayers
spent tens of thousands to clean the
smoke off of that painting by hand
with chemical-laden cotton balls.

Affected lungs are even harder to

restore.

Luckily, smoking is now less so-

cially acceptable. It’s on the decline,
but the slope isn’t steep any more.

The percentage of adult smokers
inched down to 19.3 percent in 2010
from 20.9 percent in 2005, according

to the Centers for Disease Control.

Public health champions had aimed
for a much greater decline and their
failure is no accident.

Tobacco companies continue to

spend millions to. protect their dis-
honest market. Many states aid in

this quest by redirecting their an-

nual payments on old cigarette law-

suit settlements away from smoking
cessation. programs’ and into‘ other

: spending. Taxes trump cancer every
time.

The federal government does try
to do something about our leading

cause of preventable deaths, how-

ever. Last year, the Food and Drug
Administration ordered that all ‘ciga-

rette packaging display disgustingly
graphic photos of lung cancer suf-

ferers in various stages of decay. In

August, a federal panel struck down
that order on the grounds that it in-

terferes with corporate free speech.
It’s likely that the requirement
be reinstated on appeal, but thé rul-

ing shows why smoking is so hard. to

root out — and how much power the
tobacco giants wield.

An enlightening contrast to our,

own anti-smoking system is promi-
nently visible in some foreign coun-
