~  PRESTONSBURG — If your tax bill from the city of Pres-
tonsburg looks a lot like last year's, that would be because noth-
ing has changed.

‘The city council gave final approval to an ordinance Monday
night, setting this year’s tax rates. The ordinance calls for the
rates to remain the same as last year — 23.3 cents per $100 of .
assessed value for real property, and 41 33 cents per $100 of as-
sessed value for personal property.

Following a meeting two weeks ago, when the council first
considered the rates, Mayor Jerry Fannin said when the city re-
ceived its tax information from the state, both the rate and the
amount of money the tax would bring in were identical from*
last year.

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A legislative perspective

One of the most devastating aspects
of the economic crisis that began grip-
ping the country in 2007 was the ef-
fect it had on the housing market.

‘While Kentucky did not experience
the widespread declines felt mainly
by states along the coasts, we were
far from unscathed. According to the

state’s Administrative Office of the-

Courts, there have been more than
80,000 foreclosures over the last five
years, and tens of thousands more
households are just getting by or are
“underwater,” meaning their mort-
gage is more than their home is now
wortl

Those facing foreclosure are not
the only ones affected, either. Experts
say these homes,can bnng down sur-
rounding property values by one or
two percent, and the loss of taxes from
these homes cuts into govermment
and school budgets. At the same time,
abandoned homes are more suscep-
tible to vandalism and thefts of such
things as copper wiring.

Earlier this summer, the Kentucky
House of Representatives authorized a
special task force to take a closer look
at this issue and to see what the legis-
lature can do to help. Its membership
consists of 14 legislators who under-

stand the issue well and who serve on
the House committees that will handle
any proposed legislation that would
help alleviate this situation.

For many affected homeowners,
some relief is already underway. Last
month, for example, the Attorney
General’s office announced that notic-
es have gone out to more than 5,000
qualified families who lost their homes
between January 2008 and December
2011. ey will receive a_combined
$10.7 million as part of a $25 billion
settlement Kentucky and most other
states reached early this year with
many of the country’s largest banks,
which had been accused of improper
foreclosure procedures.

ualified homeowners — those who
had foreclosed loans or a short sale
with Ally/GMAC, Bank of America,
Citi Bank, JP Morgan Chase or Wells
Fargo — should receive a notice by the
middle of this month. If you think you
qualify and have not gotten a notice,
please call 1-866-430-8358 between
6 a.m. and 6 p.m. More information
about the settlement can be found at
the Attorney General's website: http:// *
ag.ky.gov/mortgagesettlement/. The
deadline to make a claim is Jan. 18,
2013.

In addition to the $10.7 million go-
ing directly to these homeowners, the
settlement also provides an additional

$48. million for consumer-protection
programs and other housing assis-
tance across the state.

Although not tied to housing, an-
other program designed to help Ken-
tuckians who may be having trouble
financially was announced by Gover-
nor Beshear last week. In this case, it
would establish a tax amnesty peuo(l
to give those who owe back taxes to

- the state a chance to pay without pen-

alties and with half of the interest.
Notices have been mailed to 168,000
taxpayers who have back taxes owed
between Dec. 2001 and the end of
Sept. 2011; those under criminal in-
vestigation, understandably, do not
qualify.

The amnesty program is only open
this month and next, and those who
don’t take advantage of it will face
much steeper penalties.

This is the third amnesty program
the state has offered. The last one, in
2002, netted the state about $40 mil-
lion from 23,000 taxpayers, but the
goal this year is $60 million.

Former clerk to lead parade

The Jenny Wiley Festival
gets going this week and
this year will honor -for-
mer County Clerk DuRan
Moore as “the man who
saved history.”

In 1950, DuRan Moore
was only 25 years old and
was taking office as the
stateé’s youngest county
clerk ever. Seven years
later, Moore would put the
records of Floyd County
above his own posséssions,
as he paddled a canoe into
the Old Floyd County Court
House.

. In 1949, while working
at the First Guaranty Bank
in Martin, DuRan Moore
decided to make a bid for
public office. When DuRan
ran for office he was told
" that securing victory meant
" having to beat one candi-
date in particular, to which

"Clerk’s

Moore responded, “I have
to beat them all to win. If he
comes in third, I don’t want
to come in second.”

Moore says that he won
his first and ‘subsequent
elections because of his
work ethic. He had oppo-
sition every time he ran,
but won each election, of-
ten with the most votes of
any candidate in any race.
Moore’s campaign strategy
would send him to every
door in Floyd County, often
into the night, to ask people
to vote for him. His creed
for public office was simply
to make the County Court
office a friendly
place, a “user-friendly” gov-
ernment office.

In 1957 as the waters of
the Levis Fork of the Big
Sandy River rolled down
the streets of Preatonshurg

DuRans . first  thoughts
weren’'t of saving his own
business, but of protecting
the records lodged in the
clerk’s office, many of them
dating to the county’s es-
tablishment. While his own
merchandise v floating
out of his store and down
the river, [DuRan was busy
moving the public records
from the first floor to the
top floor. Without his ef-
forts, most if not all of the
county’s records would have
been lost to disaster.

During the flood. Du-
Ran also opened his doors
to over 40 families with
homes near Prestonsburg
who were displaced by the
storm.

‘While in Prestonsburg,
he was a member of Kiwan-
is and other civic organiza-
tim\s, and a strong advocate

(& oW |
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of -education.He went on to
serve three terms in office
until January 2, 1962 when
he and his family moved to
Lexington where he has had
a successful career in busi-
ness.

Moore continues to live
in Lexington tod. A won-
derful raconteur with hun-
dreds of stories, his first
love remains Floyd County
and her people, followed a
close second by his love of
mountain politics. At the
age of 87, he continues to
work in the insurance busi-
ness -and remains: active
with Kiwanis and the Dem-
ocrat Party of Kentucky.
