26, of Jonancy, attempting to dig their

way through the wall of the cell.

According -to the complaint filed
in Floyd County, District Court, both
Maynard and Hall, while inmates at
the Floyd County Jail, “took a metal
piece off a mop and started digging a
hole in the wall in the shower, causing
damage in the amount over $500.”

Hall is serving time on a host of

charges, which included thlrdvdeﬁee
assault of a police officer, disorderly
tonduct ‘and being a persistent felony
offender. Maynard is being held on
charges of fourth-degree assault, as
well as additional «charges from Pike
County.

Hall and i\’Iaynard were each
charged with one count of second-
degree criminal mischief and one
count of second-degree escape (at-
tempt). Both charges are listed as
misdemeanors.

By bringing
new members into- the
task force, we gain not
only feet on 'the ground
on Election Day, but also
fresh ideas and perspec-
tives on how 't6 ensure
our elections remain free
and fair.”

The
Hotline is open through-
out the year during nor-
mal business hours and
from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m.
(EST) on Election Day.
Conway encourages citi-

They, feed on blood and
die within a day or two off
the scalp. After feeding,
lice have a reddish-brown
hue.' The mother
ghies louse eggs to hair,
and those structures are
called nits. They are only
1 millimeter (4/100 inch)
long. The eggs hatch in
six to 10 days. If nits are

more than a quarter of an,

inch from the scalp, the
baby ' louse has already

. hatched, and the nit is no

longer a problem. In an
average life span of three
months, the mother louse
can lay up to 300 eggs.

Lice are not an indi-
cation of poor hygiene.
Most of the time, they’re
introduced into a fam-
ily by a child who caught
them at.school.
